MR. BROWNELL: So since the
Commission is in full attendance, why don"t
we start. Welcome, everyone, to our Fall
meeting of the Business Integrity
Commission. |1 am going to have Noah
actually do the hard work here since he"s
much more efficient than I am. So Noah,
why don®"t you get started.

MR. GENEL: Good morning. Today is
November 9th, 2015. The time is
10:31 a.m., and we are in Spector Hall,

22 Reade Street in New York City. 1 would
like to welcome you to a meeting of the
New York City Business Integrity
Commission. I"m Noah Genel, General
Counsel for the Business Integrity
Commission.

I an joined by the following
Commission members: Daniel Brownell,
Commissioner and Chair of the Business
Integrity Commission; Deputy Commissioner
Robert Orlin i1s here today representing
Department of Sanitation Commissioner

Kathryn Garcia; Deputy General Counsel
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Tracy Wright is representing Department of
Investigation Commissioner Mark Peters;
Department of Consumer Affairs Commissioner
Julie Menin; Department of Small Business
Services Acting Commissioner
Andrew Schwartz; and New York City Police
Department Inspector John Denesopolis is
representing Police Commissioner
William Bratton.

There are 11 items on our agenda
today, all of which are applications for
trade waste licenses or registrations which
the Commission®s staff has recommended to
the Commission be denied. Each applicant
was served with a Notice of Grounds to
recommend the denial of i1ts application.
Each applicant was advised that it had ten
business days to submit a sworn written
response to the Commission. Last week, all
of the Commission members were provided
with the recommended denial decisions
regarding these applications, as well as
any responses submitted by the applicants.

There have been no material changes made to
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any of the recommended denial decisions.

I will now review with the
Commission members the grounds cited for
each recommended denial. As we go through
each application, the Commission members
will vote as to whether or not to adopt the
staff"s recommendation to deny the
application. 1 want to make sure that the
record is clear so 1 will ask each
Commissioner or designee to state their
vote on the record. A vote of yes is a
vote to adopt the staff"s recommendation,
and a vote of no Is a vote not to adopt the
recommendation.

The first application to be
considered is the registration renewal
application of G&S Carting Inc. to operate
as a trade waste business. This
application will be considered in
conjunction with the registration
application of Chung Industries Inc. to
operate as a trade waste business because,
as discovered during the Commission staff"s

Iinvestigation in connection with these
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applications, they are related companies.
The staff attorney in charge of both of
these applications is Jonathan Jacobs.

First, with respect to the
application of G&S Carting, the Commission
staff recommends denial of this application
based on the following two independently
sufficient grounds: One, that the
applicant provided false and misleading
information to the Commission on multiple
occasions; and two, that the sole principal
of G&S Carting knowingly associated with a
member of organized crime.

Is there a motion from the
Commissioners to adopt the staff"s
recommendation?

MR. DENESOPOLIS: Motion to adopt.

MR. GENEL: 1Is there a second?

MS. MENIN: Second.

MR. GENEL: How did the other
members vote? Yes to adopt the
recommendation and no to not adopt.

MR. ORLIN: Yes.

With respect to the application of
Chung Industries Inc. to operate as a trade
waste business, the Commission staff
recommends denial of this application based
on the following two independently
sufficient grounds: One, that the
applicant provided false and misleading
information to the Commission on multiple
occasions; and two, that the sole principal
of G&S Carting, who i1s also an undisclosed
principal of Chung Industries, knowingly
associated with a member of organized
crime.

Is there a motion from the
Commissioners to adopt the staff"s
recommendation?

MS. WRIGHT: Motion to adopt.

MR. GENEL: 1Is there a second?

MR. ORLIN: Second.

MR. GENEL: And how did the other
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members vote?

MR. BROWNELL: Yes.

MR. DENESOPOLIS: Yes.

MS. MENIN: Yes.

MR. SCHWARTZ: Yes.

MR. GENEL: Let the record reflect
that the vote iIs unanimous.

Because these two companies are
related, both companies are included in a
single denial decision of the Commission.

The next application to be
considered is the registration renewal
application of Clean Soil Solutions
Incorporated to operate as a trade waste
business. The staff attorney in charge of
this application iIs Amy Bedford. The
Commission staff recommends denial of this
application based on the following two
independently sufficient grounds: One, the
sole principal of the applicant has a
criminal case pending in federal court for
participating in a criminal conspiracy
involving the sale of narcotics and weapons

possession; and two, the applicant provided
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false and misleading information to the

Commission by failing to disclose both a

New York State criminal case and the

currently pending federal criminal case

against the applicant®s sole principal.

Is there a motion from the

Commissioners to adopt the staff*s

recommendation?

MR. GENEL: 1Is there a second?

MR. DENESOPOLIS: Second.

MR. GENEL: How do the other members
vote?

The Commission
staff recommends denial of this application
based on the following three iIndependently
sufficient grounds: One, the applicant
knowingly failed to disclose a principal of
the company; two, the applicant knowingly
failed to provide truthful and
non-misleading information to the
Commission; and three, the applicant has
repeatedly engaged in unregistered trade
waste removal activity.

Is there a motion from the
Commissioners to adopt the staff"s
recommendation?

the applicant™s principal provided false
and misleading information to the
Commission.

MR. GENEL: 1Is there a second?

MR. SCHWARTZ: Second.

MR. GENEL: How do the other members

vote?

MR. GENEL: Let the record reflect
that the vote is unanimous.
