In making its announcement, Community Board 2 noted the June meeting will be held one day later than usual.  The community board generally holds its monthly meeting on the second Wednesday of the month, September–June.  The June meeting date was changed to avoid conflicting with the religious holiday of Shavuot.

Borough President Marty Markowitz will swear in the community board’s 2011 elected officers at the January 12 meeting.  Community Board 2 Chairperson John Dew, First Vice Chairperson Irene Janner and Second Vice Chairperson Lenue (“Lenny”) Singletary were re-elected to those offices at the board’s December general meeting.  Alejandro Varela was elected for the first time as the community board’s secretary on December 8, 2010.  Council Members Letitia James and Stephen Levin have been invited to attend the ceremony.

The community board varies the location of its general meetings and is pleased to be holding meetings this winter and spring in Boerum Hill, Clinton Hill, Downtown Brooklyn and Fort Greene.  The community board also serves the neighborhoods of Bridge Plaza, Brooklyn Heights, the Brooklyn Navy Yard, Dumbo, Farragut, Fulton Ferry Landing, Vinegar Hill and Wallabout.  
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
