What's Happening Here?

Improve bus travel times

Improve bus reliability

Improve mobility

DOT will implement offset (one lane away from the curb) bus lanes on Woodhaven
Boulevard between Dry Harbor Road to Metropolitan Avenue:

= Bus lanes will be in effect Monday through Friday from 7-10 AM and from 4-7 PM

= Bus lanes will improve bus travel times and reliability for the 30,000 daily bus riders on this corridor

= Parking will remain at the curb with the same regulations as existing

= Vehicles can enter or cross over a bus lane to make right turns, access a curb cut or driveway
within 200’ enter a parking space, or to quickly drop-off or pick up passengers
