Introductions 

Participants introduced themselves.  Chair thanked our host, Maritza Ortiz at Fort Independence 

Senior Center and welcomed our speakers from Neighborhood SHOPP. The organization 

provides several services and is the Bronx link for NY Connects to Choices for Long Term 

Services and Supports. The Deputy Director could not attend, but we are pleased that Ms. 

Walker and Ms. Dominguez could join us.  

 

Topic – NY Connects – Long Term Services and Supports (LTSS) 

Ms. Walker and Ms. Dominquez explained that LTSS is designed to keep people of all ages 

safe and healthy in the community. The agency covers the entire Bronx and sees people in their 

office and when necessary, in their home. There is a language line for translations. Hours are 

standard 9-5 weekdays with 7pm closing on Wednesdays. Over 400 calls are taken each 

month. LTSS serves people at all ages and income levels. There is no fee for their service. 

 

Services for people with disabilities and older adults are wide-ranging - connecting people 

based on their individual needs to various types of support services, answering questions and 

assisting with benefit applications. This may include MLTC, legal resources, Medicare, housing, 

caregiver needs, guardianship, transportation, accessibility, personal care, wellness activities, 

etc.. Counselors often become advocates to straighten out problems. Housing assistance is 

most difficult to due to high cost and low availability. LTSS counselors answer questions from 

professionals as well as from individuals in the community.

With this approval, CCRC can start 

accepting deposits for River Edge independent living units. CCRC is financially viable
