On January 25th a counting of the homeless will take place by the Department of Homeless 
Services. 
Comparing overall crime this time last year, there is no significant change. The numbers are 
down 3.2% for the year. 
28 crimes from 12/22/15 to 1/21/16. 
Significant crimes included: 
The murder at McDonalds on January 4th of the night manager who was heading home, and 
told a man who had spent several hours there to leave. The manager was stabbed several 
times and died at the hospital. An arrest has been made.  
1 rape, 7 robberies, 7 felony assaults, 7 grand larceny auto. 
  
NYPD is looking for community partners – business owners, community residents aware of their 
neighborhoods to work with the police and help in the training of new officers.
