A history of involvement with the criminal justice system can pose a major challenge for men and women seeking employment and other opportunities.
CEO program strategies focus on helping court-involved individuals build their education and job skills to promote employment and stability while
reducing recidivism. Several programs use community benefit projects or mentoring to assist participants on their path toward self-sufficiency. CEO
determines program success based on whether participants are attaining educational and employment goals and recidivating less often. Two new
mentoring initiatives were launched in FY 13 through the Young Men's Initiative: AIM, an alternative to placement program, and Arches: Transformative

Mentoring.
