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MESSAGE FROM THE CHAIR

n June 9, the Charter Revision Commission voted 11-0

to release three preliminary recommendations for con-
sideration and discussion by the public at a series of public
hearings and meetings on June 15, 22, and 27. The recommen-
dations were included in the Commissionds PRELIMINARY
RECOMMENDATIONS FOR CHARTER REVISION, and
was released to the public on June 10, 2005.

The Commissionds approval and release to the public of its recommen-
dations marks the beginning of a dynamic public conversation on the pos-
sible revision of the Charter. The PRELIMINARY RECOMMENDATIONS
FOR CHARTER REVISION will provide the public with sufficient context
and the actual proposed draft Charter text in order to enable the public to
provide feedback to the Commission on the report. The PRELIMINARY
RECOMMENDATIONS as well as previously published newsletters, are avail-
able to the public for downloading from the Commissionds website: www.nyc.
gov/charter or by calling the Commissionds office at 212-676-2060. Copies will
also be made available at the Commissionds upcoming meetings and hearings.

We have scheduled two additional public meetings on June 30 and July 5
to enable the Commission further to discuss the preliminary recommendations
in light of the public testimony and to request changes to those recommenda-
tions, or suggest additional topics for Charter revision based on the testimony or
other developments.
