REQUIREMENTS TO BE APPOINTED: 
 
 Medical Requirement:  Medical guidelines have been established for the position of Chief Marine Engineer 

(Diesel). Candidates will be examined to determine whether they can perform the essential functions of the 
position of Chief Marine Engineer (Diesel).  Where appropriate, a reasonable accommodation will be provided 
for a person with a disability to enable him or her to take the examination, and/or to perform the essential 
functions of the job.   

 
 Drug Screening Requirement:  You must pass a drug screening in order to be appointed, and if appointed you 

will be subject to random drug testing for the duration of your employment. 
 
 Residency Requirement:  City residency is not required for this position.
