Certification
- The Department of City 
Planning determines that 
the application for 
rezoning  and a draft 
Environmental Impact 
Statement (EIS) is 
complete and refers both 
to the Community Board, 
and Borough President

Community Board 
Review
-The Community Board 
reviews the application, 
holds a public hearing and 
sends a recommendation 
to the City Planning 
Commission

Borough President
-The Borough President 
reviews the proposal and 
sends a recommendation 
to the City Planning 
Commission

CPC Public Hearing
-The City Planning 
Commission holds a public 
hearing, where  everyone 
can express his/her opinion 
about the rezoning 
proposal and the Draft EIS.

CPC Report
-The City Planning 
Commission votes to 
approve, disapprove or 
modify the rezoning 
proposal and the EIS and 
sends a report to the City 
Council.

City Council Public 
Hearing
-The City Council also 
holds a public hearing to 
get feedback on the 
rezoning proposal

City Council Vote
- The City Council votes 
whether to adopt the 
rezoning. At this point all 
proposed modifications 
based on Community input 
have been made and the 
Environmental Review is 
completed.
