


S-78: Bergen Basin & 163rd Avenue
A mini shoreline survey of the Bergen Basin was conducted by the beginning of
September. The survey covered the entire shoreline of the basin. No discharge was
observed. This station encompasses an area near JFK Airport; the area is controlled by
Port Authority. Access to the basin is very limited due to airport security.

DRY WEATHER DISCHARGES

706 Shore Road, Queens
An investigation was conducted by CMS personnel in response to a citizen complaint of
sanitary waste being discharged to the waterway from a private home located at 706
Shore Road. CMS met with representatives of the Douglas Manor Association. They
suspected the newly installed pipe to be for septic overflow; however our investigation
revealed that the pipe is for roof drain runoff only. Therefore this case is now closed.

OH-005 & Gowanus Canal
In response to a request from the Riverkeeper regarding a possible dry weather discharge
at the outfall designated as OH-005 (Carroll Street & Gowanus Canal), CMS personnel
began an investigation. A dye test confirmed an illegal connection to OH-005 storm
sewer from 430 Carroll Street, a mobile vendor supply company. CMS personnel issued a
Commissioner's Order to the property owner Carroll Street Holdings LLC (5 East lih

Street, Manhattan) to cease the illegal discharge and reconnect to the sanitary sewer.

On October 8, 2013, final dye test was performed on the establishment's sink and
bathroom to verify the connection to the sanitary sewer. Dye was observed in the sanitary
sewer. As a result of the dye test, this case is closed. Please refer to Item Number 5275.

Bay Street & Water Street, Staten Island, PR-172
In response to a complaint of sanitary waste in the storm sewer from contactors working
a capital project at Front & Water Streets, CMS conducted an investigation. A dye test
revealed that sanitary waste was discharging into the stonn sewer through a bypass
window possibly resulting from a sanitary sewer back up. DEP's Bureau of Water and
Sewer Operations (BWSO) removed the surcharge conditions in the sanitary sewer,
resulting in no further discharge to the storm sewer. As of August 28, 2013, this case is
closed. Please refer to Item Number 5276

Cedar Grove Beach, Staten Island (OB-619, OB-609 & OB-610)
In response to a request from NYC - Department of Health regarding elevated fecal
coliform levels at Cedar Grove Beach, CMS personnel began an investigation. There are
three (3) MS4 outfalls: OB-619, OB-609, and OB-610, in the vicinity of the Cedar Grove
Beach and five samples for fecal coliform were taken in the sUlTounding area of the
outfa11s. The results were negative for fecal and the contractor, Difagio Industry, was
observed pumping out ground water to the storm sewer tributary to OB-609 while in the
process of replacing a water main and sewer. Therefore the discharge observed in the
OB-609 sewer line was a result of the dewatering of groundwater. The results of the
investigation were reported to NYC ~ Department of Health.

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WEATHER REPORT

The fourth quarter monitoring and sampling of ambient sampling stations began on
October 01 and ended on December 31, 2013. During this quarter, all eighty sentinel
stations were sampled. During this quarter a total of 8.36 inches of precipitation fell.

MINI-SHORELINE SURVEY RESULTS
8-1: Alley Creek & Northern Boulevard
A mini shoreline survey of the Alley Creek was conducted by the end of October. The
survey covered the entire shoreline of the creek and the surrounding area. No discharge
was observed.

8-6: Entrance to Flushing River, w/a Whitestone Expresswav
A mini shoreline survey of the Flushing River was conducted by the end of October. The
survey covered the shoreline the river between Roosevelt Avenue and 31 s1 Road. No
discharge was observed.

8-7: Bronx River, s/o East Gun Hill Road
A mini shoreline survey of the Bronx River was conducted by the end of October. The
survey targeted all the outfalls on both east and west sides of the Bronx River, starting
north of East Gun Hill Road and proceeded northward to the Westchester County border.
Two (2) outfalls with highly elevated fecal colifonn level, originating from Westchester
County were identified to be the source of exceedance at the sentinel stations. The
Compliance Monitoring Section has notified the NYSDEC of this ongoing problem.

8-13: Newtown Creek, n/o Grand Avenue
A mini shoreline survey of the Newtown Creek was conducted by the end of October.
The survey covered the shoreline of the creek between Grand Avenue and 58th Street. No
discharge was observed.

S-14: Entrance to English Kills at Scott Street
A mini shoreline survey of the English Kills was conducted by the end of October. The
survey covered the entire shoreline of the kills. No discharge was observed.

S-29: Entrance to Hawtree Basin at 164lh Avenue
A mini shoreline survey of the Hawtree Basin was conducted by the end of November.
The survey covered the shoreline of the basin between 160th Avenue and 165th Avenue.
No discharge was observed.

S-30: Grassv Bay at South Runwav 7 JFK Airport
A mini shoreline survey of the Grassy Bay was conducted by the end of November. The
survey covered the shoreline of the bay along the Kennedy Airport Runway South. No
discharge was observed.
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8-36: Entrance to Barbadoes Basin at the Beach 83Td 8treet
A mini shoreline survey of the Barbadoes Basin was conducted by the end of October.
The survey covered the entire shoreline of the basin. No discharge was observed.

8-46: Richmond Creek & Richmond Avenue
A mini shoreline survey of the Richmond Creek was conducted in mid-October. The
survey covered the entire shoreline of the creek. No discharge was observed.

8-49: Hudson River & W. 135th 8treet
A mini shoreline survey of the Hudson River was conducted by the beginning of
December. The survey covered the shoreline of the river between W. 125th Street & W.
155th Street. No discharge was observed.

8-53: Hudson River & 80uth Cove (The Battery)
A mini shoreline survey of the Hudson River was conducted by the beginning of
December. The survey covered the shoreline of the river between 1st Place and Harrison
Street. No discharge was observed.

8-60: Bronx River & E. 180th 8treet
A mini shoreline survey of the Bronx River was conducted in mid-October. The survey
covered the shoreline of the river between E. 180th Street and the Bronx Zoo. No
discharge was observed.

8-61: Bronx River & E. 241st 8treet
A mini shoreline survey of the Bronx River was conducted by the end of October. The
survey covered the shoreline of the river between E. 243rd Street and Westchester
County. No discharge was observed.

8-64: Little Neck Bay & 26th Avenue
A mini shoreline survey of the Little Neck Bay was conducted by the end of October.
The survey covered the shoreline of the bay between 26th Street and 32nd Avenue. No
discharge was observed.

8-65: East River & 18th Avenue
A mini shoreline survey ofthe Flushing Bay was conducted by the end of October. The
survey covered the shoreline of the bay between 18th Avenue and 9th Avenue. No
discharge was observed.

8-74: 8heepshead Bay & Nostrand Avenue
A mini shoreline survey of the Sheepshead Bay was conducted by the beginning of
December. The survey covered the entire shoreline of the bay. No discharge was
observed.

8-77: Grassy Bay under Cross Bay Boulevard Bridge
A mini shoreline survey of the Grassy Bay was conducted by the end of November. The
survey covered the entire shoreline of Grassy Bay. No discharge was observed.
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S-78: Bergen Basin & J63 rd Avenue
A mini shoreline survey of the Bergen Basin was conducted by the end of November.
The survey covered the entire shoreline of the basin. No discharge was observed. This
station encompasses an area near JFK Airport; the area is controlled by Port Authority.
Access to the basin is very limited due to airport security.

S-80: Newtown Creek under Kosciusko Bridge
A mini shoreline survey of the Newtown Creek was conducted by the end of October.
The survey covered the shoreline of the creek between Meeker Avenue and Anthony
Street. No discharge was observed.

DRY WEATHER DISCHARGES

109 Walworth Street, Brooklvn
In response to a request from NYS-DEC I Brooklyn D.A. regarding a possible illegal
discharge at the establishment located at 109 Walworth Street, Brooklyn, CMS personnel
performed a joint investigation with NYS-DEC. CMS personnel installed auto samplers
upstream and downstream of the establishment. This procedure was continued for two
weeks and samples were delivered to the lab. The results of the investigation were
reported to Brooklyn D.A.

NCQ-632 - 57-01 Flushing Avenue
In response to a request from DEP's BWSO regarding an illegal discharge from the
establishment at 57-01 Flushing Ave to the storm sewer, CMS personnel began an
investigation.

Upon inspection CMS observed that three companies occupy the building; Precision
Stone Works Inc., Basin Haulage Inc. and Allied Compactor Services Inc. CMS
personnel dye tested each business which resulted in dye observed in the storm sewer on
each occasion. As a result Commissioner's Orders were subsequently issued to each
business to remove the unlawful connection to the storm sewer and reconnect to the
sanitary sewer. NYS DEC was notified of the dry weather discharge to Newtown Creek.
Please refer to Item Nwnber 5926.

7th Street Basin & Gowanus Canal
In response to a request from the Riverkeeper regarding possible dry weather discharge
at OH-519, OH-563 and OH-566, CMS personnel conducted ajoint investigation with
NYS-DEC. Dye tests were conducted at the following establishments fronting the
outfalls;

1. NYC MTA (Sign preparation)
2. Royal Home Linen (distribution warehouse)

The dye from each test was observed in the combined sewer only. No dye was observed
at the outfalls. The results of the investigation were reported to the Riverkeeper.
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
