Dear Secretary Bose:

The City of New York (“City”), acting through the New York City Department of
Environmental Protection (“DEP”), hereby files with the Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission (“Commission”) an application for a new, successive preliminary permit for the
City’s West of Hudson Hydroelectric Project (“Project”). This application specifically pertains
to the Neversink Hydroelectric Development, which is located at the Neversink Reservoir and
Dam, and the Pepacton Hydroelectric Development, which is located at the Downsville Dam and
Pepacton Reservoir.

The City received a preliminary permit for the Project on March 20, 2009.’ As explained
in the attached application, the City proceeded diligently to develop and perform the studies that
would be needed to support applications for licenses or exemptions from licensing for each
Development that comprised the Project. Indeed, yesterday, the City filed an application for an
original license for the Cannonsville Hydroelectric Development (now referred to as the
Cannonsville Hydroelectric Project), one of the other Developments that comprised the Project.

As also explained in detail in the attached application, the City was recently notified by
New York State Electric & Gas Corporation that the electric distribution circuits to which the
City had planned to interconnect the Neversink and Pepacton hydroelectric facilities cannot
handle the output from the facilities and would need to be upgraded. The City has decided to
seek a new, successive preliminary permit instead of proceeding with licensure applications in

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order to study the implications of this information and compile the information necessary to
address this matter in its licensure applications if it decides to proceed with these Developments.

Copies of this application are being served concurrently on the individuals listed in
Section 4.32(b)(1) of the Commission’s regulations, 18 CFR § 4.32(b)(1). Additionally, DEP
has set up a web site for the Project, and a copy of this application will be posted to it.
