A “Near Miss” is an unplanned event 
that did not result in injury, illness, or 
damage—but had the potential to 
do so. Examples include: 

•	 An employee trips over an ex-
tension cord that lies across 
the floor but avoids a fall by 
grabbing the corner of a desk. 

•	 Re-energizing equipment be-
ing serviced, exposing per-
sonnel to the stored energy 
and narrowly avoiding injury.

Just because a disaster was nar-
rowly avoided this time does not 
mean that everyone is safe. You 
can prevent accidents by paying 

close attention to near misses 
and taking them seriously. 

•	 Never dismiss a near miss 
as a lucky break and forget 
about it.

•	 Inform supervisors and bu-
reau EHS staff of the occur-
rence in detail.

•	 Complete the DEP Incident 
Investigation Reporting (IIR) form 

Cooperating with investigations 
of near misses offers a unique 
opportunity to address condi-
tions or systems before a seri-
ous accident or injury occurs.

Work is underway to install aluminum covers and odor control units 
on each of the four sludge tanks located at the Bowery Bay Waste-
water Treatment Plant in Astoria, Queens. The $3 million project will 
ensure that nuisance odors related to the wastewater treatment pro-
cess are captured by the new aluminum covers and removed through 
an activated carbon filtration process. DEP has worked closely with 
City Council Member Costa Constantinides to ensure that these up-
grades are completed by the summer of 2016.
