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Collection of Electrical Inspection Fees 

Effective: 	Immediately 

Purpose: 	To reinforce our procedure to collect electrical inspection fees in a timely manner. 

Specifics: 	Rule 35-02 relative to the payment of fees for certificates of electrical inspection 
was promulgated by the Commissioner on July 25, 1995 and became effective 
August 25, 1995. 

The ten dollar filing fee for each application will remain the same as heretofore. 
The remainder of the fee, based on the work listed on the application, shall be paid 
before the earlier of 30 days after the date of completion listed on the application 
or the issuance of a certificate of electrical inspection. Billing for all fees shall be 
on a monthly basis and will be due 30 days thereafter. Individual billing for each 
job will terminate upon implementation of monthly billing statement. 
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
