• Age-CAP is a cross-platform smart phone 
application which aims to create a crowd-
sourced database of ‘age-friendly’ locations. It 
consists of survey styled forms which enable 
users to quickly rate a location or service.

The criteria used for rating was developed using 
the World Health Organization’s age-friendly 
cities guidelines (WHO, 2007) and age-friendly 
community initiatives in other North American 
cities.  
 
Users are also able to browse submitted ratings 
to assess the age-friendliness of locations in 
their neighborhood, providing them with 
information which was otherwise unavailable.
