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PURPOSE: The New York City Department of Sanitation (DSNY) has prepared this Report on Public
Participation Plan (PPP) Completion for the proposed Hamilton Avenue Converted Marine Transfer
Station (Converted MTS) to document and verify its compliance with the PPP, including its efforts to
answer questions and address concerns raised and to identify any outstanding issues. DSNY's written
certification in the Report attests to the fact that the PPP has been successfully completed for the
Converted MTS. The PPP was designed to achieve the goals of the NYSDEC Environmental Justice
Policy. an element of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation permit process for
environmental permits (Part 360 (Solid Waste Management Facility); Part 201-5 (State Facility Air): Part
661/608 (Marine Resources)) sought by DSNY for the development of the Converted MTS. The PPP was
approved by the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation on March 8, 2007, The
NYSDEC PPP approval letter is provided as Attachment 1.

As a general matter, through the implementation of the PPP, DSNY reached out to the MTS EJ
community with information about the MTS project proposed for the Red Hook section of Brooklyn and
about the NYSDEC permit process. [n addition, DSNY advertised and held an EJ informational meeting
in the EJ project area for the Converted MTS, engaged in a dialogue with community stakeholders on the
issues of concern, provided information on the Converted MTSs, responded 1o questions and informed the
attendees about the NYSDEC permit process.

Identification of Environmental Justice Areas: With guidance from NYSDEC staff and consistent
with the EJ Policy guidance on the use of census and other criteria to identify potential environmental
Justice areas, in May 2004, DSNY published maps with the Draft Scoping Document of environmental
Justice areas that would be potentially affected by the proposed actions. These environmental justice
areas, among them the Sunset Park/Red Hook section of Brooklyn in which the site of the Converted
MTS is located, were and continue to be the focus of DSNY's PPP activities.

BACKGROUND: The PPP and this Report are a continuation of the enhanced public participation
process undertaken by DSNY during the period of May 2004 through January 2005 to keep all of the
communities being considered for SWMP facilities involved in the City’s decision making and
environmental review process. This outreach process contributed to the endorsement of a Uniform Land
Use Review Procedure siting action for the Converted MTS by the alfected Community Board (Brooklyn
CB 7) in early 2005, the approval of the ULURP siting action by the City Planning Commission in April
2005, SWMP adoption by the City Council in July 2006, and SWMP approval by NYSDEC in October
2006.

The development of this Converted MTS is a component of the SWMP long-term export plan,

Among other approvals, NYSDEC environmental permits are required to operate and construct the
Converted MTS. The Converted MTS final permit applications can be found in two public repositories
described below,
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REPORT ON PPP COMPLETION:
Identifving Community Stakeholders

In the initial stages of the public participation process for the Converted MTSs, outreach efforts were
designed to identify and mform affected community leaders and local organizations, as wells as
mdividuals (stakeholders). Beginning in May 2004, DSNY developed inmtial contact hists of mdividuals
and local organizations through the affected Community Boards. Thereafter, lists were updated on an
ongoing basis through attendance sheets completed at the meetings and hearings described below and
through public comments. A Spanish/English hotline (1-888-NYC-SWMP or 1-888-692-7967) has been
m place since May 2004 to develop further entries to the Converted MTS stakeholders list and to respond
to mquiries. It continues to be an active resource for the MTS EJ community.

The stakeholders list in development for the Converted MTS sinee 2004, were updated as of March 2007
to include new entries in Community Board lists, additional community-based organizations, ¢ivic
groups, religious groups, neighborhood housing agencies, and schools, among others and updated lists of
clected officials. These lists have since been revised to include new stakeholders that participated in the
public process described herein, The stakeholders list for the Converted MTS which contained 259 entrics
as ol May 2007 is provided as Attachment 2.

Meaningful Opportunitics to Comment:

DSNY held an EJ informational meeting in the Converted MTS community. The meeting was held on the
date/time and location recommended by the District Manager of Brooklyn Community Board 7. the
community board in which the Converted MTS is proposed to be located:

The EJ informational meeting for the Converted MTS was held in a venue that was familiar (around the
corner from the Brooklyn CB 7 Office), accessible, proximate to the proposed site, and available on the
recommended date/time on a weekday non-holiday evening. Stakeholders were notified of the meeting
through a trifold mailer sent three weeks i advance of the meeting (mailed at the beginning of the third
week of March 2007), Newspaper display ads were published to notice the EJ informational meeting
(Notices) 1n three community newspapers that serve the Converted MTS EJ community: the Ming Pao
Daily News, a daily Chinese language newspaper with a circulation of approximately 146,000, the
Brooklyn Courier (Courier Life), a weekly with a circulation of approximately 40,000 and the Home
Reporter & Sunsel News (including Brooklyn Spectator and Spectator Extra), 3 weekly papers with a
combined circulation of approximately 600,000. A copy of the trifold mailer 1s provided as Attachment
3. Copies of the Notices published in the community newspapers and an affidavit of publication arc
provided as Attachment 4.

At the EI informational meeting, DSNY representatives talked with attendees and provided mlormation
on the Converted MTS project, permit applications and NYSDEC permit process. The trifold mailer
stated that translation services, including translated materials, would be provided on request by calling the
mndicated toll free hotline number: no translation requests were made through the hotline or to the
designated contact person. To accompany the handout provided to each meeting attendee al the start of
the meeting, a short PowerPoint presentation was made that was followed by a discussion with attendees,
I'he PowerPoint presentation handouts were available in English, Spanish and Mandarin, The presentation
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
