EXISTING

1. ALL EXISTING CONDITIONS SHALL BE CHECKED AND VERIFIED IN THE
FIELD BEFORE WORK IS BEGUN. ANY OBSTRUCTION ENCOUNTERED
DURING EXCAVATION, DEMOLITION OR CONSTRUCTION, SHALL BE
REPORTED TO THE ENGINEER IMMEDIATELY SO THAT CORRECTIVE
MEASURES OR ADJUSTMENTS CAN BE MADE BEFORE CONTINUING WITH
WORK.

2. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY ALL DIMENSIONS BY
