 Dear Governor Paterson, Speaker Silver and Majority Leader Smith: 
 
At its Full Board meeting February 18, 2010, Community Board #2, Manhattan, adopted the 
following resolution: 

 
  HUDSON RIVER PARK BUDGET 

 
Whereas Hudson River Park’s current construction projects can only continue in fiscal year 
2010-2011 if it receives $6 million in capital funding from both the City and the State, 

 
Whereas the City has committed to put up to $11 million into the park during that period, but 
will only match the State contribution; 

 
Whereas the Governor has proposed only to commit $3 million to Hudson River Park 
Construction in his proposed budget; 

 
Whereas CB2 considers the continued construction of the Park to be a public need of the highest 
order, 

 
Therefore be it resolved that CB2 shall send a letter supporting a $6 million allocation of capital 
funds to Hudson River Park for FY 2010-2011 to the Governor, Speaker Silver and the top 
Democratic leaders in the Senate. 
 
Please advise us of any decision or action taken in response of this resolution.
