We anticipate an overall attendance of 500 people..

The event will include live entertainment and/or celebrity appearances. Following are the live entertainment and/or celebrity
appearance components: We will have entertainment including musical and/or dance performances. We are also inviting
prominent community figures and city officials including Council members Chin and Mendez and Community Board 3 chair Gigi
Li. We are also inviting celebrities.

The event will be advertised. Following is the event advertising plan: We will promote this event to the community with flyers as
well as our mailing list, website and social media. We will also issue press releases through our Communications team..

The event will have on-site security. Following is the on-site security plan: We will work with the NYPD 7th precinct and also a
private security firm such as Knight Security with whom we have contracted previously. We will have security positioned at the
entry and exit points as well as additional roaming security throughout the event. .

There will be amplified sound. An NYPD Sound Permit is required from the local precinct.

Portable and/or tow-hook generators will be used at this event. FDNY notification is required.

There will be a stage, press platform or scaffolding at the event. Following are the dimensions and description: We will install 1
20ftx20ft stage riser. This will be positioned on the east side of Pitt street, across from 80 Pitt St where our headquarters is
located. We will also install 1 10ft x 20ft stages.

There will be a stage, press platform or scaffolding that exceeds two (2) feet in height and covers an area of 120 square feet or
more, and/or will be in place for 30 days or more.
