1. Status of Con Edison Settlement Fund
DISCUSSION:  Carol Kostik circulated a draft spreadsheet showing where settlement funds have been allocated to date.  Stuart Leigh thought the AFSZ amount was $20,000 too high; although the CB authorized a larger amount, he thought they had ultimately not been given it.  There was a difference of about $20,000 between what Con Ed said had been spent and what the various records used for the spreadsheet showed, so this could explain it.  Stuart and Carol will each investigate from their ends.

2. Compliance monitoring for expenditures
DISCUSSION: The Task Force could be more systematic in its review of how awardees spend their settlement funds. We will follow this process: (1) two Task Force members will review each awardee, including budget and work products.  Process will include site visits and a report back to the Task Force.  (2) Schedule for reviews will be LESEC for report to September Task Force meeting (Pat and Carol); AFSZ for October; and LES Girls Club for November.  (3) Paul Bartlett has offered to review air quality study of AFSZ and we will get it to him, this will be very helpful.

3. Settlement Fund planning
DISCUSSION: 

· The program description from the CB3 web site was reviewed and found to still be appropriate and valid and can form the basis of work for the balance of the year, including the proposal submission and review timeline.  However, at the September Task Force meeting, the Task Force will consider two additions suggested by Solar One: (1) add more information about the overall funding process and other participants, and (2) provide for “letters of inquiry” -- short (2-3 page) outlines of funding requests that could get feedback before a full proposal was written.  Carol and Pat both thought these were good ideas. 
· The proposal review schedule in the Program Description will require monthly meetings September-December.  Scheduling will be tricky due to other CB3 and CB6 and other commitments of Task Force members; Carol is collecting available dates and will work with the CB office to get scheduled.

· Presentation of Air Quality Study by AFSZ
· Progress reports from funded projects
· Report on review of previously funded project [LESEC]
· Revised program description discussion/vote
· Discuss prior proposals (Solar One, AFSZ/Chinatown Progressive Association) to give them feedback before they formally submit on October 1 cycle.
AFSZ and Solar One said the CB3 office had electronic versions of their materials; Carol will follow up to get them to Task Force members and Paul Bartlett (the air quality study).
