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· Facilitated discussion on program specifics for SPURA sites development
DISCUSSION:

David Quart of EDC, Edith Hsu-Chen of DCP, and Gabriella Amabile of HPD spoke to clear up some issues that had arisen during previous meetings. Mr. Quart spoke about the costs associated with increasing zoning in the SPURA area. These costs relate to required improvements to infrastructure.  Ms. Hsu-Chen spoke about the implications of possible increases in zoning in sites 3-6 from R8 to R9 or R10. Ms. Amabile spoke about sources of funding for affordable housing. She also addressed the concerns of former site residents and offered to meet with them.
Facilitated session

The facilitator, John Shapiro, reviewed the results of the development game we played last month. The game provided a way to prioritize different uses and better understand tradeoffs. He acknowledged that the committee had found the assumptions frustrating, particularly the assumption regarding limited funding. He assured us that the game would not be used to create development scenarios

He led a discussion regarding the non-housing uses that seemed to gain the most agreement among the players.
