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1. Management of Pedestrian and Vehicular Traffic: This Caffe Bene restaurant 
anticipates serving mostly local residents and no vehicular traffic is expected. With respect to 
crowds, no wait lines will be permitted and, in the unlikely event that there are crowds, a staff 
person will monitor sidewalk crowds and prevent any loitering. 

2. Noise: Soundproofing will be installed in the restaurant so that no sounds 
escape either to the floors above or outside the premises. There will be no open windows or 
doors left open. Low volume background music. The NYC Noise Code will be strictly 
followed. 

3. Other Licenses: Mangesh Shah and Pratik Shah, two of the four principals 
of the applicant, are currently principals of licensees holding Grocery Beer/Wine Product 
licenses.
