Applicants who submit more than one application or a photocopied
application will be disqualifi ed. Preference will be given to: Manhattan Community Board #4 residents for 84
units; mobility-impaired persons for 8 units; visual and/or hearing impaired persons for 4 units; and City of New
York municipal employees for 8 units. Also, preference for all units will be given to applicants who live in New
York City.
