ALTERNATE SIDE PARKING RULES SUSPENSION CALENDAR The City suspends alternate side parking (ASP) rules on legal and religious holidays. On major legal holidays (those with a **), stopping, standing and parking are permitted except in areas where stopping, standing and parking rules are in effect seven days a week (e.g., “No Standing Anytime”). Parking meter regulations are also suspended on major legal holidays. On all other holidays, only street cleaning rules are suspended, all other regulations remain in effect. There are two (2) dates in January 2013: 1/1** (Tue.), and 1/21 (Mon.). 
The NYC Department of Transportation (DOT) has announced that the 2013 Alternate Side Parking (ASP) Rules Suspension Calendar is now posted on its Web site at http://www.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/motorist/scrintro.shtml, and is available in formats that can be imported into Outlook and now into Google Calendar or iCal-three popular electronic calendar systems on Web-enabled mobile phones and other Portable Data Accessories (PDAs).
