Dear Commissioner Forgione:

Manhattan Community Board 4(CB4) requests parking regulation changes on the south side of W. 43rd Street between 9th and 10th Avenues, to accommodate the farmers’ market that operates during the summer on this side of the street. 

The market started its operation three years ago and has attracted a loyal following in the neighborhood.  There are very few sources of fresh produces in this area. The farmers have received a number of summonses, which make it difficult to continue servicing this area and generate a profit. 

The current regulation reads “No Standing Except Trucks Loading and Unloading 7a.m. – 7 p.m. Except Sunday “

 The new regulation we are requesting should read “No standing except for farmers market, 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. Saturday, May to November”. It is to be installed on the south curb, starting 385 ft. 250 ft., ending 423 ft. west of 9th Avenue (between the east and west sides of the 18th & 19th tree pits).
