Manhattan Community Board 4 is writing about the proposed application to alter 460 West 22nd Street.  According to the 1970 Chelsea Historic District Designation Report, 460 West 22nd Street was  built in the Italianate style in 1854 for Henry Lilleck as a two-bay English basement house, it was never part of a group. The report also specified that the building remained in its original condition, with the exception of the cornice, windows and ironwork.
 
The applicant’s proposal seeks to restore many aspects of the historic house. The   applicant and is proposing the following changes to the front façade on the basis of the historic tax photograph:
 

1.      Replace the windows to a 2 over 2 as shown

2.      Restore the lintels and sills

3.      Restore the existing cornice; replicate if the condition is poor

4.      Repair and restore iron work (some pieces are broken)

5.      Re-paint the façade white as it is currently

 
The applicant’s proposal also seeks to make several significant changes. On the rear façade, facing Clement Clarke Moore Park, the applicant would like permission to repair the brick as required and add four property line windows at the 2nd floor level. This is not a architecturally significant façade. The most notable portion of the applicant’s proposal includes a two-story extension on the southern façade as well as modifying the grade of the rear yard so that it is level with the basement level. On the roof, a penthouse is proposed with glass exposure along the North, West and South façades. These changes were presented as not being significantly visible in connection with protected features of the building. 

Although some concerns were expressed about impacts on the park,
Manhattan Community Board 4 recommends approval of this proposal.
