Without this shelter many hundreds of men would not have had a safe, 

warm and clean place to begin the process of coming off the streets and 
eventually find permanent housing. 

 
The volunteers in the evening shift help to welcome the men, most of whom 

already know what they need to do to get their beds set up and their food 

for the evening. Then the overnight volunteers have a separate room that 
they can sleep in and are there as support for the men and to make sure 

that everyone is up and out by a certain time in the morning (6:30am I 
think). So, you can see the only requirement to being a volunteer is 

compassion and time. Please, please help us help those that need it most. If 
you have any questions, please call me.
