Public School Pre-K Programs 

• Apply between March 4 - April 5, 2013  
• Apply online or in-person at an enrollment office starting March 4  
• Admissions is not first-come, first-served 

  
Community-Based Organization (CBO) Pre-K Programs 

• Ongoing application process  
• Contact CBOs directly to apply  
• Admissions policies vary by CBO
