Before you apply:  
• Hire a Licensed Master Fire Suppression Contractor.
• NBAT only accepts applications for NEW fire suppression systems being installed in NEW eating and drinking establishments.

• Once plan is 
approved, pick up 
and proceed to 
pull for permits at 
the DOB borough 
office the project 
is located. 

• Begin installation.

• Licensed Master 
Fire Suppression 
Piping Contractor 
must schedule an 
appointment with 
NBAT and perform 
a test of the 
system in the 
presence of an 
NBAT FDNY 
inspector.

• A test can be 
scheduled online.

• If the range hood 
passes the test a 
letter of approval 
is issued by FDNY. 

• A utility company 
can only lawfully 
provide 
commercial 
customers with 
gas services after 
successful FDNY 
inspections of 
Ansul systems and 
DOB inspections 
of installed gas-
fueled cooking 
equipment.

• Complete and 
submit both a 
TMR-2 (FDNY) and 
PW1 (DOB) form 
along with fire 
suppression plans.

• DOB application 
fee is determined 
and paid during 
pre-
filing/application 
processing.

• The FDNY plan 
review fee - $210.

• Once processed, 
submit job folder 
to NBAT at 100 
Gold St., 2nd floor, 
NY, NY 10038.
