Tax season is here again—
which means that you
could be eligible for tax
credits and free or
low-cost tax preparation.
Tax credits can reduce
the amount of taxes you
owe, or give you a refund
from the government.
Your family could be
eligible for up to $6,500
with the Earned Income
Tax Credit (EITC), and
working individuals could
be eligible for up to S600.
You might also benefit
from the Child Tax Credit
and other tax credits for
parents, which could add
up to an even bigger
refund. Call 311 or visit
nyc.gov/ofe, when you
receive your W-2 form(s)
to learn more about your
eligibility for tax credits
and to find the location
of a free or low-cost
tax preparation site
near you. And remember
to beware of Refund
Anticipation Loans (RALs).
RALs are not tax refunds
but actually high-interest
loans borrowed against
your anticipated tax
refund. You will pay
interest and could owe a
lot if you do not qualify for
the refund you expected.
