Radio New York and KEXP Collaborate on New Music Programming

new music programming on Radio New York (WNYE 91.5 FM) airing in partnership with 
KEXP, the legendary Seattle radio station.  The new programming, co-produced with KEXP, 
pays homage to New York’s thriving music scene and offers listeners a wide variety of music 
programming not currently available on the New York airwaves.

The three programs premiering today on Radio New York cover a wide range of music types 
and showcase the innovative sounds listeners can expect to enjoy every Monday to Friday on 
Radio New York.

- Wake Up, airing 6AM to 9AM, is a three-hour morning drive show featuring an 
eclectic mix of music, hosted by Kevin Cole of KEXP.   

 
- John in the Morning airs 9AM to noon as a simulcast of the long running KEXP 

variety mix show hosted by John Richards.   
 

- MoGlo, broadcasting from 12AM to 1AM, is a nightly modern global show with a 
music mix from the streets of New York and around the world, hosted by premier 
DJs, including Darek Mazzone of KEXP. 

 
In addition, Radio New York will continue its weekly broadcast of Music That Matters, 
produced by Kevin Cole of KEXP, Thursdays from 8PM to 10PM. 
 
Radio New York’s historic partnership with KEXP, dedicated to listeners and independent 
music, will transform radio in New York. 

“The new sounds of Radio New York signal the return of fresh, independent music to the 
NYC airwaves,” said Matthew Tollin, CFO/GM of Radio Operations for NYC Media Group.  
“The programming we’re creating with KEXP features the best of indie and world music that 
really connects with listeners eager for great radio content.” 

“Collaborating with Radio New York is a natural for us,” said KEXP Executive Director Tom 
Mara.  “KEXP already champions artists and listeners in New York and we’re thrilled to be in 
a position to better serve New York based listeners.” 
 
The programming partnership between Radio New York and KEXP is further supported by a 
marketing campaign created by Publicis New York.  The “Liberate Your Ears” campaign will 
span many forms of media including broadcast radio and television, web content, and other 
collateral. 
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“Something happened to radio in New York.  During the sixties and seventies, it was at the 
forefront of introducing the world to the best of British and Indie rock, including the 
Beatles,” said Rob Feakins, Chief Creative Officer of Publicis New York.
