For the month of November, the 76 precinct experienced a significant decrease in overall crimes. The largest reduction was in burglaries with a 50% reduction, followed by grand larcenies with a 35% reduction compared to 2009. Grand Larceny Auto also experienced a reduction, with only 3 cars stolen in the entire month. 


 


     


     Analysis of the five (5) robberies that occurred in November reveals that a large percentage of the robberies took place in the immediate vicinity of the Red Hook and Gowanus housing developments.  In an effort to prevent robberies and apprehend the perpetrators of the robberies when they occur, we at the 76 precinct have deployed our personnel in the areas where the crimes are taking place. The officers deployed in these areas have been directed to pay particular attention to low level crimes and quality of life offenses.   Eleven people were arrested for robberies in the past month.  The majority of those arrested were 19 years of age or younger.  Most of them had little or no prior criminal history.

Traffic Safety Tips





The 76 Precinct wants you to be safe!!  Many of our traffic accidents are eminently preventable.   The following tips are developed from trends observed in recent accident reports:





Always be careful when opening your car door.  Numerous accidents occur in our precinct in this fashion.  Remember, many of our streets are narrow, and great care should be used when opening your car door.  


Do NOT double park!!  Again, incidents of double parking, combined with the narrow streets, cause many needless traffic accidents.


ALWAYS wear your seat belt.  It has been proven time and time again that the use of seat belts greatly reduces injuries in the event of an accident.  


Do NOT use your cell phone while driving.  Again, the distraction caused by cell phones often leads to accidents.  


Please make sure that when are crossing major streets, you allow enough time to get to the other side safely.  Large intersections pose a significant problem to our senior citizens and to our children when going to and coming from school.   These large intersections account for a large percentage of pedestrian fatalities citywide. 








 In addition to effective deployment of police personnel, it is necessary to ensure that there is appropriate follow-up whenever a person is arrested for one of these crimes. Whenever a person is arrested for a robbery, an executive member from the 76 precinct confers with the prosecutor and conveys the importance of the case and the gravity of the problem being experienced in the community. We constantly work with the prosecutor to ensure that perpetrators are arraigned on the appropriate charge and request that appropriate bail is set in order to ensure the defendants appearance in court.


 


Part of our reduction strategy is to vigorously patrol the areas where known perpetrators of robberies frequent and reside. Youthful offenders are visited at their residences and at their schools in an attempt to turn them away from a life of crime. We at the 76 Precinct believe that with constant analysis of the crime data, effective deployment and relentless follow-up we will be able to reduce robberies in 2011.



































As always the police need the publics help in the fight against crime. Some simple measures that can be taken to reduce the chance of becoming a victim are:





Always be aware of your surroundings, particularly when dialing a cell-phone or texting or e-mailing from a portable electronic device.


Report suspicious activity to 911.


Never leave valuables unattended, particularly when in public places such as parks, transit facilities, retail establishments and restaurants.


If you become the victim of a crime, promptly report the incident to 911. This greatly increases our chances of apprehending the perpetrator, thereby preventing others from being victimized.


With the holiday season upon us, the volume of packages delivered by FedEx & UPS has significantly increased.  Packages left unattended in front of doors or otherwise visible from the street can be seen as an invitation to some.

Highlights from this issue





The Cop of the Month for November is Police Officer Darnell Simon. Officer Simon affected eight arrests in the month of November including seven arrests for robberies. Officer Simon is an integral part of the 76 Precinct’s crime reduction team.


 In an effort to reduce violence the 76 Precinct has placed great emphasis   on removing guns from the street.  To do this we are employing several different strategies. One of these is to ask whether guns are present in the household whenever we responded to domestic incidents.  Police Officer Dynell Powell affected an arrest for possession of a semi-automatic pistol as a result of making one of these inquiries.  


Another strategy is to work in conjunction with personnel from Probation & Parole and visit the residences of persons convicted of violent crimes.  Police Office Anna Carrasco, from the 76 Precinct Anti Crime Unit arrested a probationer for possession of a loaded .40 caliber pistol and 350 decks of heroin, during one of these visits.
