Dear Mr. Gallent:

Under City Environmental Quality Review, the lead agency is required to determine whether a
proposed action may or will not have a significant effect on the environment. In accordance
with this regulation, the City Planning Commission has determined that the proposed action
will not have a significant effect on the environment.

Enclosed is the Negative Declaration for CEQR No. 01DCP015Q, Rockaway Boulevard
Rezoning, including supporting statements for the finding that the project will not have a
significant effect. The proposed action could result in new commercial development on three
sites within the rezoning area. Two of the sites (Block 12047, Lot 40 and Block 12048, Lot 77
respectively) are currently occupied by gas stations. The third site is vacant and utilized for
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the Environmental Assessment Statement, it is projected that the vacant parcel could be
redeveloped with two 4,500 sq. ft. local retail uses with 10 accessory parking spaces each.
No new development is projected on the parcel owned by the applicant (Block 12047, Lots 37
and 38). That parcel is developed with an upholstering establishment. The commercial use
would be made a conforming use by the C2-3 overlay.

The proposed rezoning would also include the placing of (E) designations for lots within the
rezoning area where past uses raise the potential for petroleum-based hazardous contamination.

The (E) designation for hazardous materials will be placed on Block 12047, Lots 32, 34, and
40, and Block 12048, Lot 77.

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The (E) designation for hazardous materials would ensure that sampling and remediation take
place where hazardous material contamination may exist, and would avoid any significant
impacts related to hazardous materials at these locations. The (E) designation would require
that the fee owner of such site conduct a testing and sampling protocol, and remediation where
appropriate, to the satisfaction of the NYCDEP before the issuance of a building permit by the
Department of Buildings pursuant to the provisions of Section 11-15 of the Zoning Resolution
(Environmental Requirements). The (E) designation also includes a mandatory construction-
related health and safety plan which must be approved by NYCDEP.

The text for the (E) designation would be as follows:

Task 1 -The applicant must submit to the NYCDEP Office of Environmental
Planning and Assessment (OEPA) for review and approval a soil and ground water
testing protocol including a description of methods and a site map with all
sampling locations clearly and precisely represented.

No sampling program should begin until written approval of a protocol is received
from DEP. The number and location of sample site should be selected to
adequately characterize the site, the specific source of suspected contamination and
the remainder of the site’s condition. The characterization should be complete
enough to determine what remediation strategy (if any) is necessary after review of
sampling data. Guidelines and criteria for choosing sampling sites and performing
sampling will be provided by DEP upon request.

Task 2 - A written report with findings and a summary of the data must be
submitted to DEP after completion of the testing phase and laboratory analysis for
review and approval. After receiving such tests results, a determination will be
made by DEP if the results indicate that remediation is necessary.

If DEP determines that no remediation is necessary written notice shall be given by
DEP.

If remediation is indicated from the test results, a proposed remediation plan must
be submitted to DEP for review and approval. The applicant must perform such
remediation as determined necessary by DEP. The applicant should then provide
proof that the work has been satisfactorily completed.

A DEP-approved construction-related health and safety plan would be
implemented during excavation and construction activities to protect workers and
the community from potentially significant adverse impacts associated with
contaminated soil and/or groundwater. This plan would be submitted to NYCDEP
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for review and approval prior to implementation.

Maritime Heritage Preservation Study, funded in part by the New York State Department of
State Coastal Management Program. The summary report analyzes a range of issues affecting
the City Island community and recommends zoning and planning strategies to address them.
Accompanying technical reports include maritime and development histories of City Island, and
an assessment of the maritime industries today, with proposals to help strengthen the island’s
water-dependent businesses, particularly its marinas and yacht clubs. These reports, as well as a
survey of the island’s architecture to be issued separately, take stock of this island community’s
historic maritime resources, consider ways in which to preserve and enhance those resources, and
lay a foundation for further discussion and community planning efforts.

Name, Description and Location of Proposal:

Rockaway Boulevard Rezoning
The applicant, Lewis Sepodin, is proposing a zoning map amendment to establish a C2-3

commercial overlay along the blockfronts of the north side of Rockaway Boulevard between 144"
Street and Inwood Street in the South Jamaica section of Queens Community District 12 (Block
12047, Lots 32, 34, 69 (part), 37 (part), 38-40, 42 (part) and Block 12048, Lots 77, 126 (part),
82 (part), 83 (part), 85, 86, 87 (part)). The affected area is zoned R3-2.

The proposed rezoning could result in new commercial development on three sites within the
rezoning area. Two of the sites (Block 12047, Lot 40 and Block 12048, Lot 77 respectively) are
currently occupied by gas stations. The third site is vacant and utilized for truck storage and
parking. Under the reasonable worst case development scenario analyzed in the Environmental
Assessment Statement, it is projected that the vacant parcel could be redeveloped with two 4,500
