Get Prepared:

Beat the Heat

The summer heat has arrived in New York City.
Already, the city has faced one heat event in the
2011. In 2010, New York City experienced seven
different heat emergencies, with 16 days of
extreme heat.

During the summer months, many New Yorkers are especially vulnerable to heat-
related hazards. Beware of the needs of yourself, family, friends, and neighbors.

Heat waves are particularly dangerous for children, seniors, people with
cardiovascular disease, and people taking psychotropic and other medications.

As New York warms up this summer, check in daily with your neighbors who may
require additional assistance and make sure they are comfortable and cool.

When assisting an at-risk individual, some preparedness tips to consider during the
warmer months are:

. Make sure the air conditioner is working properly and encourage its use.
Spending even a few hours in an air conditioned environment can be
beneficial.

. ldentify Cooling Centers or air-conditioned buildings nearby and how to get
there.

. Offer assistance in getting groceries, prescriptions, and walking pets.

. Make sure shades, draperies, or awnings can cover windows that receive
morning or afternoon sun.

Organization Spotlight:

WTC Medical Monitoring and Treatment Program

The WTC Medical Monitoring and Treatment Program is a federally-funded initiative
that provides completely free and confidential healthcare for those who participated
in the rescue, recovery, clean-up and restoration of essential services following the
9/11 attacks, either as paid employees or volunteers. The program provides annual
monitoring, ongoing treatment, mental health counseling, and social work services.
Potential eligibility extends beyond work locations at Ground Zero to include locations
anywhere below Canal St. or wherever personnel came into contact with WTC debris,
including the Fresh Kills Landfill, or aboard tug boats and trucks. With about 32,000
responders in the program thus far, an additional 200 new responders continue to
enroll each month. Six clinic locations in the New York/New Jersey area offer
services, while a national component provides care for those who came to New York
from across the country.
