Personal Injury and Property Damage claims can now
be filed electronically via eClaim. The first step is to
download the type of claim form you wish to file. i.e
Personal Injury or Property Damage (Property Dam-
age or Loss, Automobile Property Damage and/or
Water Damage). Second Step, Follow the directions
within the form. The more information you can pro-
vide, the easier it will be to investigate your claim.
Continue eClaim filling process by certifying all infor-
mation that will be provided is true and correct. Attach
documents. Wait for receipt . Easy as 1-2-3.

BLOCK PARTY

According to the Street Activity

Permit Office (SAPO):
Block Party - A Block Party is a
street activity requiring the closure of
a single block of a street, or a portion
therof, for a single day intended for a
community-based, not-for profit
organization, association, or the like,
which has an indigenous relationship
to the specific street, community or
both.

Rain Barrel Giveaway Program

As part of its citywide stormwater man-
agement effort to reduce stormwater
runoff and create a more livable, sus-
tainable city, DEP initiated the Rain Bar-
rel Giveaway Program in spring 2008
and distributed 250 barrels to home-
owners in Queens Community Boards 12
and 13. Rain barrels capture stormwa-
ter from your roof and store it for future
use such as watering your lawn or gar-
den. Initiated by the Jamaica Bay Wa-

tershed Protection Plan, DEP targeted
neighborhoods with the watershed for
the second phase of the pilot program
in 2009. DEP received a tremendous
response for the program and distrib-
uted 750 barrels in 2009. 2011 Rain
Barrel Giveaway DEP is giving away
another thousand rain barrels across the
City in 2011. This year we are giving
away rain barrels at the following loca-
tions: Queens Saturday, April 30, 2011
9:00 am — 2:00 pm Cunningham Park
196th Place & Union Turnpike Please
note: Rain Barrels will be given away
on a first-come, first-served basis, one
per household.
