NYC Department of Health & Mental Hygiene

In 2014, the NYC Council passed the Animal Abuse Registration Act. This act required any adult
convicted of animal abuse crime after October 2, 2014 and residing in New York City to contact the
NYC Health Department to be added to the Animal Abuse Registry. Anyone required to register is
prohibited from owning, possessing, residing with, having custody of, or intentionally engaging in any
physical contact with any animal. The registration period lasts for five years after sentencing or, if
incarcerated, for five years after release from incarceration. The animal abuse registry is now active.

No Penalty Retaining Wall Inspection Program
Now through September 18, 2015 property owners may call 311 or 212-639-9675 to request an
inspection of their property by a Buildings Inspector without penalty of violations. During the
inspection, Building Inspectors will conduct visual examinations of retaining walls and record structural
conditions such as bulging, displaced material or leaning of the wall. If repair is needed or violating
conditions that are not immediately unsafe are found on walls, the Department will defer issuing
violations until September 21, 2015 to allow property owners time to take corrective action.

MTA New York City Transit

2015 Flushing 7 Line Schedule of Work

The MTA New York City Transit (NYCT) has been making capital improvements on the Flushing 7 line
over the past several years to improve the entire line's long-term capacity and reliability. This work
has involved three major, multi-year projects: the implementation of Communications-Based Train
Control, the replacement of elevated track panels, and the reconstruction and fortification of the
Steinway Tubes. Work will be continuing on these projects into 2015, which means that NYCT will
require new service suspensions and disruptions on the 7 line while this work is performed. For a more
detailed account of NYCT's progress on these projects and more, visit wyw.MTA.info and follow the
link to the webpage entitled "7 Line Weekend Accomplishments.”
