CONSTRUCTION OF A THREE STORY, TWO FAMILY DWELLING WHICH RESTS ON THE MAPPED,BUT
UNBUILT PORTION OF ASH AVENUE.

ACOMMITTEE MEETINGWAS HELD ONWEDNESDAY, APRIL6, 2016 TO REVIEW THE APPLICATIONAS
PRESENTED. THE COMMITTEE REPORT IS ON FILE AT THE BOARD OFFICE WHICH GOES INTO GREATER
DETAIL.

SINCE THIS WAS AN "A" ITEM, THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATI ON, ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AND FIRE
WERE CONTACTED TO SEE IFINTHE FUTURE THESE LOTS WOULD BE UTILZIED BY THEM. AT THE TIME OF THE MEETING,
THE ONLY AGENCY THAT RESPONEDED WAS D.E.P.

THE COMMITIEE REVIEWED THE PLANS AS SUBMITIED, AND MICHAEL NACHMIAS,REPRESENTING THE APPLICANT,
EXPLAINED THAT THE CURRENT SOX 25 LOTWILLBEDIVIDED INTOTWO 25 X 25 LOTS, WHERE TWO SEMI-
DETACHED THREE STORY, TWO FAMILY HOMES ,WOULD BEBUILT. TWO OF THE UNITSWOULD HAVE SIXBEDROOMS,
AND TWOWOULD HAVE 4 BEDROOMS. EACHWOULD BE PROVIDED WITH TWO PARKING SPOTS - ONE GARAGE AND
ONE OPEN SPACE SPOT.

THE COMMITIEE MEMBERS WERE CONCERNED ABOUT THE PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION, THE AMOUNT OF BEDROOMS,
AND A COMPLETE BATHROOM INTHE BASEMENT, A SEPARATE REAR ENTRANCE GOING INTO THE BASEMENT, AND SIX
BOILERS INTHE BASEMENT, WHICH COULD INTRODUCE THE POTENTIAL OF ESTABLISHING AN S.R.O.AND, THE
POSSIBILITY OF CONSTRUCTION NOT CONFORMING TO THE PREVAILING R4-1ZONING.

THE APPLICANT SHOWED ARCHITECTURAL PLANS OF THE PROPOSED DWELLINGS FOR THE COMMITIEE TO REVIEWTO
SEEHOW THE BUILDINGSWILLBE SITUATED ONTHE MAPPED,UNBUILT PORTION OF ASH AVENUE, AND HOW THEY
WILL APPEAR ON THE LOT INRELATION TO THE ADJACENT BUILDINGS, AND THE STREET.

THE COMMITIEE REQUESTED THAT THE APPLICANT NEEDS TO PROVIDE LETIERS FROM THE OTHER TWO AGENCIES -
D.OTAND FIRE,AND ALSO A RENDERING OF THE PROPOSED NEW CONSTRUCTION.

A MOTIONWAS MADE INCOMMITIEETO TABLE THE APPLICATION UNTIL RECEIPT OF THIS INFORMATION.
A QUESTION AND ANSWER PERIOD FOLLOWED:

Q.IS CONSTRUCTION WITH THE ZONING CODE?
A.TTHEBUILDINGSWILLBEBUILTACCORDINGTOTHER4-1ZONE.

A LENGHTY DISCUSSION ENSUED BETWEEN THE COMMITIEE CHAIRPERSON, BOARD MEMBERS, AND MICHAEL
NACHMIAS REGARDING THE NUMBER OF BEDROOMS PROPOSED. THERE WAS CONCERN THAT THIS AMOUNT OF
BEDROOMS ON SUCH A SMALL HOUSE, COULD POTENTIALLY LEAD TO THIS BECOMING AN S.R.O. THE FOLLOWING
MOTIONWAS VOTED UNANIMOUSLY (35)WITH ONE ABSTENTION FOR CONFLICT TO DENY THIS APPLICATION TAKING
INTO CONSIDERATIONTHE FOLLOWINGSTIPULATIONS:

1 NORECEIPTOF SIGN OFF LETIERS FROM D.O.T AND FIRE DEPARTMENTS,

2) SIXBOILERS-SHOULD ONLY BE ONE FOR EACH HOUSE,

3 THE POTENTIAL FORANOTHER BEDROOM TO BE BUILT ON THE SECOND FLOOR WHERE PRESENTLY

THERE IS OPEN SPACE



THERE WERE NOSPEAKERS FOR PUBLICPARTICIPATION.
