Approval of Issuance of Fiscal 2013 Series S-1 Building Aid Revenue Bonds 

 

  The second and final item on the agenda was the approval of the issuance of the 

Authority’s Fiscal 2013 Series S-1 Building Aid Revenue Bonds (the “Bonds”) consisting of a 

tax-exempt serial and term bonds.  Mr. Page noted that the Finance Committee of the Authority 

had recommended the approval of the Bonds.  A motion was made to approve the Sixty-Ninth 

Series Resolution Authorizing the Issuance of Up to $950,000,000 Building Aid Revenue Bonds 

of the Authority (a copy of which is attached hereto) which authorizes the issuance of the Bonds.  

The motion was seconded and, there being no objections, approved.
