WHAT YOU CAN SAY

At a bank or credit union, you can say:

* I would like to open an account.
» What kinds of accounts do you have?

* Please tell me about your basic bank account. I want an account with
very low or no fees.

* Do I need to have a minimum balance in my account? How much?

Write down the answers and read them at home later. This will help you
to compare the banks and credit unions and make the best choice.

* Are there any fees for using an ATM card? What if  use my ATM card at
other banks or other places?

» Will you charge me a fee if I write a check for more money than I have
in my account? How much?

* Can you please give me a written statement of all the fees you will
charge me to have an account here?

You can also ask if someone at the bank speaks your language.

* I would like information about the Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC).
* I want help finding a bank.
* I want help with my taxes.

* Is there a Financial Empowerment Center in my neighborhood that helps
people with money problems?

You can also ask for an interpreter. 311 speaks your language.
