COMMISSION DIRECTIVE: NYC Marathon Road Closures 2025

To all Trade Waste Licensees and Registrants:

Please be advised of upcoming street closures on Sunday, November 2, 2025, for the annual NYC Marathon and
Family Reunion. See the list below and a map at this link of roadways that will be temporarily closed by the NYC
Police Department for the event.

NYC Department of Transportation’s (“DOT") construction embargo for these locations is in effect starting 12:01
a.m. Friday, October 24, 2025, through 11:59 p.m. on Sunday, November 2, 2025. DOT will strictly enforce
this embargo and violators are subject to be summonsed.

ALL LICENSEES AND REGISTRANTS ARE HEREBY DIRECTED:

e To complete waste collection in the affected areas before 12:00 p.m. on November 1, 202S5.

e To remove your respective containers along the event route before 8:00 p.m. on November 1, 202S.

e  You must notify all customers along the event route that no waste may be placed on the curbside
between 10:00 p.m. on November 1, 2025, and 7:30 p.m. on November 2, 2025.

e  You may resume collection at 8:00 p.m. on November 2, 2025.

Failure to comply with this directive is a violation of the Commission's Rules (see 17 RCNY § 1-09) and may
subject you to civil penalties of up to $10,000 for each such violation and could adversely affect your license or
registration status.
