Dear Mayor Adams & Mayoral Agencies,

The time has come to request more and improved police services and resources from our
city government. We are experiencing significant increases in violent crime. As of this
writing and over a 2-year period, we are witnesses am 166% increase in murder, an125%
increase in rape, an 11% increase in robbery, a 24.9% increase in felony assault, a 19.2%
increase in grand larceny and a 37% increase in grand larceny auto. For many years, each
summer our 45" Precinct headcount is lessened and shared between higher crime
precincts and the New York Yankees Stadium seasonal detail. It has exposed our largest
vulnerability. We cannot adequately protect our own precinct service area and respond to
the quality of life concerns we prioritize. We cannot be safe if we simply do not have the
manpower to patrol. The City of New York Police Department has reduced our resources to
a point where itis reflected in our higher crime rate and the lessening of our quality of life.
In addition to the violence we are experiencing, because of low personnel at our precinct,
response times to 311 complaints have increased. Residents are waiting longer for
emergency service units, according to the Mayor’s most recent Mayor’s Manager Report
(MMR). Since the Covid 19 Pandemic, our community has been flooded with commercial
cars, trucks and trailers in our residential streets and along our highway service roads. We
can no longer afford the quality of life we have with the low-level headcount with which our
precinct is operating. Our highest priority is that our 45" Precinct is made whole and
replete with the resources that every other precinct uses at its disposal.

Statement on Data Accuracy

Under Title 13 of the U.S. Code, the Census Bureau is legally bound to protect the privacy of individuals
participating in the decennial census. To adhere to the law and to avoid the disclosure of information about
individual respondents, the Census Bureau has historically applied a host of techniques, such as top- and bottom-
coding, imputation, table- and cell-suppression, and data swapping. The Census Bureau is employing a new
technique with the 2020 Census, referred to as the Disclosure Avoidance System (DAS), based on differential
privacy. With this approach, the Census Bureau “infuses noise” systematically across census data and sets a
quantified disclosure risk, referred to as the Privacy Loss Budget (PLB).

While the new DAS approach may diminish the risk of disclosure concerns, it comes at a cost to data accuracy.

Consequently, 2020 Census data users should be aware that all sub-state counts, except for housing units (which
are unaffected by the DAS), may be adjusted to protect the privacy of Census participants and may be subject to
reduced accuracy. Because DAS noise infusion is randomized, it is impossible for data users to know the degree to
which any individual statistic is altered. However, it is possible to say that in general the relative size of errors
decreases as counts increase. Consequently, data users should have greater confidence in the accuracy of the data
as counts get larger. Further, an evaluation of a Privacy-Protected Microdata File (PPMF), treated with a Disclosure
Avoidance System like the one applied to 2020 redistricting data, showed that counts of 300 or more rarely have
sizable errors (error beyond +/- 10% of the count). Therefore, while data users need to be cognizant of data
accuracy limitations, they should have confidence in conclusions based on sizable counts, which are relatively
unaffected by the Census Bureau'’s latest disclosure avoidance method.



3. OVERVIEW OF COMMUNITY DISTRICT

Bronx Community Board #10 is one of the largest geographic Community Board Districts in the
borough of The Bronx. The Board serves the communities of Pelham Bay, City Island, Country Club,
Throggs Neck, Co-op City, Westchester Square and Zerega. We are experiences challenges as any
other community district in the City of New York. We are a community district that does not receive
the resources it deserves. We need more manpower at our 45th Precinct. We are experiencing
significant increases in violent crime and grand larceny auto. According to the Mayor's
Management Report, response times to emergencies have increased for both Emergency Medical
Services and police. The Department of Sanitation needs more resources to empty litter baskets on
a daily basis. The City of New York Department of Buildings needs more inspectors to dampen the
illegal construction that is occurring on our commercial corridors and residential communities. The
City of New York Department of Transportation is unable to install more street lighting. Current,
light-emitting diode (LED) lighting has proven to dark for our communities. Moreover, we are all
collectively noticing more sink holes on our streets. This spring and summer we saw that the
Department of Parks and Recreation needs additional manpower for cleaning as our area parks,
walks and bicycle paths were neglected. The Department of Education is not providing enough for
seats for after-school programming. We need more attention from city government.
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4. TOP THREE PRESSING ISSUES OVERALL

Bronx Community Board 10

The three most pressing issues facing this Community Board are:

Crime and Public Safety

We are experiencing significant increases in violent crime. Publicly reported data, such as the
NYPD Compstat for the week of September 22nd, 2025 shows double digit percentages, over a
two year span, in all the major categories. Our residents are ardent supporters of the NYPD and we
have had to operate with lower manpower for over a decade. It is finally materializing in a higher
crime rate. Additionally, there is a plague of commercial cars, trucks and tractor trailers parking
illegally and overnight at all of our highway service roads and residential streets. Our residential
streets are full of out-of-state vehicles that park more than seven days without movement. Most
importantly, we are experiencing gun violence in communities such as Waterbury Lasalle,
Westchester Square and Co-op City, communities where there was hardly any at all. Our precinct
service area is too large for our small headcount and for us to only have three sectors operating as
of our Quality of Life Team is not enough.

Land use trends

Our land use and zoning protections are an an asset. Every Mayoral Administration after Mayor
Michael Bloomberg has clawed back some of the zoning protections and requirements that make
living in an outer-borough worth it. We are producing our fair share of market rate multiple dwelling
housing in Pelham Bay. These new development trends often rent units to City of New York
voucher holders helping to increase the affordable housing stock in the City of New York. However,
this data point does not show itself in any study the City of New York or housing organization
produces. Because of our increase in population, we have seen little to no increase in any
uniformed services within our community district. Our current zoning protection, Lower Growth
Management Area (G, should remain intact as we remain a transit desert outside of Pelham Bay. We
will vote accordingly on any measure that harms or rolls back our district specific zoning
requirements.

Street flooding

We have not seen any plan from any Mayoral Administration to address our constant street
flooding. Our community, largely surrounded by water, benefits from having permeable pavement,
more capital reconstruction, new and updated sewer and storm drains. However, we have hardly
had any projects to-date. Our residents are curious to have more rain gardens but the City of New
York Department of Environmental Protection does not accept requests. Our community district
requires innovative storm protection technologies as street flooding is a given during a simple
rainstorm.

Most Important Issue Related to Healthcare and Human Services

Access to healthy food and lifestyle programs
We have little to no lifestyle programming in Bronx Community Board 10. We have many public
school buildings that can help foster programming and education on lifestyle changes.

Community District Needs Related to Healthcare and Human Services

Needs for Older NYs

According to City Planning, Bronx Community Board #10's is home to a sizeable aging population.
Co-op City is a Naturally Occurring Retirement Communnity, or NORC. With this in mind, Bronx
Community Board #10 asks that the City, through DFTA and its corresponding senior centers, invest
in more case management and transportation services for seniors. The City of New York My Ride
program offered by the Department for the Aging was successful and popular. The program must
return.

Needs for Homeless

Bronx Community Board #10 is located in the northeast Bronx. Its business services are
concentrated in several commercial areas: E. Tremont Avenue, Crosby Avenue, Westchester
Square, Bartow Avenue and City Island Avenue. DHS placed a shelter for 95 women and children in
a former hotel, on the outskirts of our Board area. It has no laundry facilities on site, so the women
must take two buses to reach the nearest laundry mat. There are no cooking facilities (microwaves
in the rooms) flouting the requirements of the Comptroller's Memorandum governing Emergency
Contracts that states such facilities must be located in rooms where women with children or
pregnant women are domiciled. There is anecdotal evidence from the community at large, that the
meals offered to the clients at the shelter are unappetizing and that they are often discarded. One
of the contractual goals of the shelter operators is to provide the clients with opportunities for job
training. employment and enhanced social services. Bronx Community Board #10 is home to three
City of New York-operated shelters. We ask that the City bear in mind that under the Fair Share
Criteria, Bronx Community Board #10 has met its requirement.

Needs for Low Income NYs

Our low-income New Yorkers need help in their own communities. Our Board Office benefits from
having a NYCHRA liaison help New Yorkers to access benefits and resources. We request the same
from DFTA to help older New Yorkers.

The return to phonics is laudatory. We must equip every school with a library and librarian. If not,
we must encourage school visits to our public libraries.

The City of New York should invest in all youth community facility in Co-op City and throughout our
community district.

Most Important Issue Related to Public Safety and Emergency Services

General crime

Unfortunately, over a two year period our crime rate has increased. Simply put, our 45th Precinct
does not have enough manpower and hasn't in over a decade. Grand larcency auto crimes have
exploded in our Country Club and Throggs Neck section. Violent crime and burglaries have
increased substantially in our commercial corridors in Pelham Bay. Response times since FY21 have
increased over three minutes according to the newly released Mayor's Management Report. Our
treatment is unacceptable. We cannot afford to lose officers to parade, sporting event and other
details when our own statistics show that violent crime is only increasing.

Community District Needs Related to Public Safety and Emergency Services

Needs for Public Safety

The entirety of the 45th Precinct is surrounded by highways. We have unique challenges because
of it. We are experiencing an increase in crimes in nearly every category. Because we are the
largest geographic precinct and community district, we need more quality of life teams and more
targeted foot patrol.

Most Important Issue Related to Core Infrastructure, City Services and Resiliency

Preparedness for extreme weather events (incl. coastal flooding, heat waves, cold shaps, heavy
wind and rain)

As of this report, we have seen little to no investment from the City of New York to address our
constant street and coastal flooding. Our roadways flood constantly. We are not seeing enough
sewer and storm drain replacement.

Community District Needs Related to Core Infrastructure, City Services and Resiliency.

Needs for Water, Sewers, and Environmental Protection

Bronx Community Board #10 would like to see a joint DEP/DOT program to survey our areas and
install sea walls and catch basins. Neighborhoods like City Island would experience flooding on
streets like Tier, Bay, Fordham, Hawkins, Carroll, Centre, Winter, Early, Pell, Reynolds, Pilot, Marine,
Buckley, Horton, Schofield, Rochelle, Beach, Kilroe, Sutherland and Terrace Streets; King Avenue
and Fordham Place are inadequately protected. In Edgewater Park, which has a sea wall, 1st, 2nd
and 4th Avenue, Pennyfield Avenue and Soundview Drive are vulnerable; Silver Beach, which also
has a sea wall, is also prone to flooding. Acorn, Beach, Ceder, Daisy, Elm, Fern, Geranium, and
Hazel Streets, Ivy, Jasmine, Edgar, Dare, Casler, Bevy, Alan, Schuyler Places, Indian Terrace, and
the campus of SUNY Maritime College, are all prone to flooding. Within Locust Point, Locust Point
Avenue, Tierney Place, Longstreet Avenue and Hatting Avenue, the Hammond Cove and Locust
Point Marina area, and Calhoun and Schurz Avenues in Throggs Neck will be badly affected, as well
as Clarence and Randall Avenues and the Country Club section. The end of Lafayette Avenue in
Ferry Point and all of Ferry Point Park will be flooded. The Board would like to see that both
agencies develop a plan to stop the storm water surges and to provide a newer sewers and storm
drains that will be able to handle it.

Needs for Sanitation Services
We need better and routine maintenance of our street-side highway service roads. Often, our
service roads are neglected and become areas for illegal dumping.
