Boundaries

The Cross Bronx Expressway is the Southern boundary. Head West to the Harlem River.
Then turn northward along the Harlem River to Hall of Fame Terrace. Then head east
along Hall of Fame Terrace (West 181st Street) until Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd
(University Avenue). Turn northward again on Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd
(University Avenue) until you reach West 183rd Street. On West 183rd Street you turn
eastward and follow until you reach Jerome Avenue. On Jerome Avenue you turn north
and follow until East Fordham Road. On East Fordham Road you turn east and follow
East Fordham Road until Webster Avenue. When you arrive at Webster Avenue you will
have reached the most eastern boarder of Bronx Community Board 5. On Webster
Avenue turn south and follow all the way down to the Cross Bronx Expressway.

Community Board 5 is serviced by several MTA surface transit bus routes, BX3, BX32,
BX1 & BX2, BX41 & SBS 41, BX40 & BX 42, BX36, BX12 & SBS12, BX9, and the
BX22.

Community Board 5 is also serviced by the MTA IRT 4 Train with stops at 176th Street,
Burnside Avenue, 183rd Street, and Fordham Road. The MTA IND D & B Train runs
under the Grand Concourse and services the Community Board with stops at 174th-175th
Street, Tremont Avenue, 182nd-183rd Street & Fordham Road.
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We are also serviced by the MTA Metro North’s Hudson, Harlem, and New Haven

Lines. The Hudson Line services the community via the Morris Heights Station located at
West Tremont Avenue and Cedar Avenue and by the University Heights Station located
at West Fordham Road and the Major Deegan Expressway. The community is serviced
by the Harlem line via the Tremont Station located at East Tremont and Park Avenues
and also by the Fordham Station located at Fordham Road and Third Ave. The New
Haven Line is also accessible at the Fordham Station.
