Questions of the Board Members and Answers of Gotham

Stephen Chesler: Just to confirm that part of the main rezoning motivations is to achieve
a lot more density, I was wondering if you could just address what the height you going to
achieve with the rezoning?

Answer: The answer is yes to acquire the development rights from the museum as it would
be part of the merge zoning lot - As of right this MTA site is an existing R6 and as Brian
mentioned this is provided for 2.54 F.AR. with the passing of the City of Yes you can
proceed with UAP which would enable

Stephen Chesler: How many stories?

Answer: As of right it would be approximately fourteen stories reproposing an upzoning
which would be the conversion of the monitor lot from an M 1-3 district to an R8 as well
as the majority of the MTA site which would be in contact with the RA areas and zones to
the immediate north. There are envelope requests and requests in our land use application
for additional height in order to deliver the density which provides for all the benefits that
we discussed.

Del Teague: The height is?




Answer: The height is - so going from, as you saw in the slide when you go from East to
West as the building steps up, the East building, the one hundred percent affordable
building would be two hundred and twenty-five feet tall, the West building which has an
East tower and a West tower which would be 450 and 600 ft respectively

Answer: The ERA (?) District just to the north allows, has a right for 400 fi tall and the
rationale for increasing the westerly most building is just to place where the air rights from
the museum site to add more floor area enough incrementally more affordability.

Del Teague: So how many stories that you will be having?

Answer: the West Towers 56 stories, East towers 46, and East buildings are approximately
23

Stephen Chesler: What I find missing from this is more details about renderings of the
buildings and then vantage points on the ground like from in Bushwick Inlet Park, from
various vantage points from East Street, and Franklin down West Street. In the nine years
on the board I will never have received an application that did not have those vantage points
because it is one of the biggest points here is the size of those intensities, I just want to
have an honest conversation for the Board that discussion about our recommendation, 1
would appreciate having those vantage points

Answer: | think it’s a good comment to study, there’s an urban design chapter and a land
use chapter, and those studies should be contained within them, we’ll make sure to point
out where those chapters.

Del Teague: Can you provide it to us rather than having us go on to some site searching
for it?

Answer: Yeah, in respect of time, the DEIS is a thousand pages long so, but you have a
copy and we’ll send you the direct sections.

Austin Pferd: Statistic question for the MTA, I was under the impression that land has
essentially already exchanged hands, but [ mean Brian said that it could potentially remain
a walking facility for the next 20 years. So what is the current status of the lease?

Answer: Yeah, so we have entered into what’s called a conditional designation lease — is
that the right term? Okay, yes, so we have conditionally designated Gotham as the lessee,
but we haven’t closed on that transaction yet, and won’t until we know what’s actually
going to be built there. So yes, it is still the MTA’s land, and it gets a lease as opposed to
retaining the land. It would be 99 year lease.

Del Teague: So, the land has not been transferred.

Answer: That ts correct, the lease is not closed.




Ward Dennis: Two questions, one I came late I apologize, I didn’t hear Box Street
mentioned, is that still part of this project?

Answer: So, part of our role in this is that we're going to build as part of the off site
eplacement for the MTA free facilities, emergency response unit, material control storage
unit, and a mobile wash because the ERA was going to go in that facility. Yes, it does
unlock the front of Box Street park, which the city is building.

Ward Dennis: Thank you, and second question, does the existence of the map designation
on the monitor site prevent any of this project from happening?

Answer: Like I mentioned in my testimony, the designation was from way in the — when
the Greenpoint-Williamsburg rezoning — it was at that point, a notion of mapping that
area’s parkland, the city never acquired it — it was a legal matter, it’s just a paper note. It
doesn’t have any legal effect in terms of the museum’s ownership of its land. It was never
acquired, the museum still continues to privately own its land.

Ward Dennis: That doesn’t answer my question, if the mapping — the map designation
remains, could the rest of the project — the entire project proceed as is?

Answer: [ believe it could, but it’s a very technical matter — we’re cleaning up a map note,
that’s literally the extent of the action. It’s not a demapping in the sense of removing
parkland or going to the state for the alienation of parkland.

Del Teague: Could you get us more information on that? I mean, you’re saying we could,
but you're not tying yourself down.

Answer: Happy to follow up in a written resolution.

Rosemary Espinal: My question is regarding the construction of the site, my concern is
that this will be disruptive to the neighborhood, it’s going to bring pollution to the
neighborhood, and it’s really going to affect the peace and quiet of the neighborhood. Do
you have any plans to mitigate — this is a huge private, HUMONGOUS, ambitious project
in this neighborhood, the towers are too high — so, what do you have in plan to mitigate the
disruption of construction, truck traffic, and pollution to the neighborhood? We are already
victimized by environmental crises here, so I wanted to hear that.

Answer: From the perspective of on the ground, where builders, for a very long time, I
acknowledge construction is — for a period of time, we have to remove the warehouse and
build the building. With that said, the sites are in environmental disrepair, the MTA sites
for example will clean up under the DEC Voluntary Cleanup Program, make these sites
clean and safe, next to an important community asset. Through our experience in mitigating
impacts — how we address noise, addressing DEP protocols, site safety and logistics,
making pedestrian movements still work — so we’ll work with DOB, DEP, DEC to mitigate
those impacts. We can provide additional written testimony to the board, pulling excerpts
from the DEIS in how we intend to do that, data from VHD and Cindy could speak further
but I hear your comment, it’s a fair point, we all understand the short term is about the long
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term, and we’ll work with you, for example when we did Group Street development in the
Lower East Side for the Chinese American Planning Council, who built an
intergenerational community, we had task force meetings directly with the CV, we had
daily updates, weekly updates, there was never a surprise. So, it’s about communication.

Cory Kantin: I wanted to know, how much are you paying the MTA, I guess, annually,
and I assume that means you don’t have a tax abatement as other affordable housing
projects do?

Answer: Your question was about the structure of the land lease; the land lease is three
years for construction, a lease up in 99 years on a stabilized basis; there’s an upfront
payment, there’s an ongoing payment for 99 years. The upfront payment — I do not recall
off the top of my head, it starts around 2+ million dollars? And over the course of 99 years
rose to — in cumulative dollars pushing upwards to over 700 million dollars in gross
revenue, but that’s over 102 years. In terms of your question on exemptions, there’s a
multitude of options — the Board had asked, we submitted an answer in writing, you could
build either through supplemental rundown to taxes to the MTA. we pay rent on our site
and the MTA separately has amuch smaller payment to pay for the replacement site. We’re
not the owners of the replacement site.

Stephen Chesler: Roughly two-hundred ?

Answer: We’ll provide a definitive answer in writing, right now I don’t want to provide
numbers off record. We’ll provide the answer in writing specifically.

Cory Kantin: Can you also answer, what was the amount of money that you were giving
to the parking annually?

Answer: It starts around three-hundred thousand, cumulatively over 99 years I cannot state
on the record, but we’ll provide that in writing as well. We know it adds up to 92 million
dollars.

Cory Kantin: Is there any additional infrastructure provided for the residents given its
location and distance from the train?

Answer: In terms of waterfront infrastructure?

Cory Kantin: Yeah, anything that goes to Kent or Franklin or anything that handles the
amount of new residents that are coming in any consideration for the neighborhood from
an infrastructure perspective?

Answer: It’s a highly walkable location for public transit in terms of infrastructure around
the site, it’s approximately 20 million dollar investment for site resiliency, bulkheads,
waterfront infrastructure, pedestrian connections, and there is an analysis in the DEIS about
walkability, certain improvements from block to block and analysis, which will be
continued to bereviewed, undertaken but that pinpoints our part toimprove the walkability
from the site to public transit. runs along this facility is now the fifth busiest bike lane in
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the entire city, and so that infrastructure is really important to the neighborhood especially
with 11,000 new units of housing, and currently, on West Street, it’s usually blocked by
trucks that are delivering to these high-rises, it’s blocked by other vehicles, so what are you
doing about that infrastructure?

Meryl LaBorde: So I have a follow up question about the transportation, you were just
talking about the pedestrian infrastructure, the bike lane that runs along this facility is now
the fifth busiest bike lane in the entire city, and so that infrastructure is really important to
the neighborhood especially with 11,000 new units of housing, and cwrrently, on West
Street, it’s usually blocked by trucks that are delivering to these high-rises, it’s blocked by
other vehicles, so what are you doing about that infrastructure? Are you going to make sure
that your piece of the Brooklyn Greenway and also the surrounding areas is accessible to
cyclists and also pedestrians?

Answer: So we’ve started coordination with DOT as part of the planning of this project
and coordination will continue on through the completion. We plan to maintain the bike
lane that runs up north and south along Franklin, maintain that bike lane turning west on
Quay Street, and then up north through West, If there are improvements that need to be
made as a result of overuse of those bike lanes, we can discuss those with DOT, Quay
Street between Franklin and West Street will remain one way in the western direction, so
if there’s an opportunity to widen those bike lanes, we will. It’ll be a matter of conversation
with DOT. As of now, the secret analysis dictated by city planning — and as represented in
the DEIS, does not study bike use, so we will have to bring that back to DOT to ensure safe
environments for those on bikes as well as pedestrians.

Answer: And to add onto civilian’s point, the conditions today from Franklin West are not
great given the street is in line with MTA facility, so the civic improvements will be
important part of the regional.

Meryl LaBorde: My second question was just about the new MTA facility and what the
environmental impact is. So it’s really just when you go through that environmental impact
statement that you send us, can you highlight what it says the environmental impact is there
because that’s still in our district, it’s moving the truck traffic from one part of the
neighborhood to the other, so what is the impact on this other portion of this district?

Answer: Yeah, certainly, we’ll share that information. It was studied in all the secret
categories the same, the replacement facilities. So, from the MTA’s perspective, getting
the truck traffic off the waterfront and into the IBZ works better given the connections to
major arteries throughout the city and enables them to respond faster with.

Teon Brooks: One quick question, you mentioned that HPD is involved with this project.
What is their role with the Monitor Point project and are they going to be managing the
east building or is that something separate?

Answer: The westerly building will be conventionally financed, the easterly building will
get support from HPD under the new construction finance program, which focuses on
households from mostly 30-80 AMI, and that would include capital subsidy, tax exempt
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bonds and law income housing tax credit, which is how most of our affordable housing in
New York City is financed. So it’s public private partnership together between the westerly
buildings conventionally financed and easterly buildings with capital support from HPD.
So together, that gets us to the four hundred and sixty homes. Easterly building has more
than two hundred permanently affordable homes with a deep seal

Stephen Chesler: When is the development plan for Monitor Museum? When will it be
built? Is there a program in plan yet?

Answer: Our goal working with the museum is to do it simultaneously. Part of what Gene
(Don’t know if this is the actual name who he was referring to) stressed is any plan is to be
task ready and executable and that’s exactly the goal here. Question was asked earlier about
proceeds to build the museum. Gotham has the expertise working with a lot of non-profit
organizations, the law system design procurement of operations. But the first step is the
land use process. The land use process gives us the zoning envelope and approval to do it,
the next phase while we’re building the replacement facility will be to design the museum
at the same time that we get the western buildings and eastern buildings designs shown and
ready.

Answer: [ would fully expect to still work with the community and Janice and George and
the Board would be absolutely open to doing that, and we’ll be partners in ensuring the

community is involved; I mean, that’s the whole point of building the museum.

On November 12, area residents and advocates celebrated
some happy news about Monitor Point, a proposed
waterfront development at 40 Quay Street. The Gotham
Organization (Gotham) revealed that they’ve committed to
making 40% of the apartments affordable (460 units out of
the 1,150 units) as the development moves closer to NYC’s
formal review (ULURP) process. More than 40 were in
attendance for this announcement, which was held at
Southside United HDFC - Los Sures’s David Santiago Senior
Center.

Tenant advocate organizations in attendance, United
Neighbors Organization (UNO) and Los Sures’s La Lucha,
have been working for greater affordability on the
Williamsburg-Greenpoint waterfront, and Monitor Point sits
on the largest remaining vacant property there.

Gotham and the Metropolitan Transportation Authority
(MTA) joined forces to create a public-private partnership
that aims to create a mixed-use waterfront community. This
40% affordability commitment from Gotham exceeds the
25% required under Mandatory Inclusionary Housing rules.

Introduction: Longtime Polish-American Resident and
Finance Professional Opposes Monitor Point Development

Dobry wieczor. My name is Veronica Zapasnik, and I represent BOTH the old and the new
Greenpoint. I immigrated here from Poland in 1990, have deep roots in this community for
35 years, and grew up in a basement with my parents and 2 other Polish people. I spent much of
my childhood in Greenpoint, which was traditionally a working-class, immigrant neighborhood.

Thirty-five years ago, my mother performed in Polish theater in THIS EXACT Polish &
Slavic Center auditorium where we are gathered today. We ate weekly in this building’s
cafeteria, and we shopped at Kiszka for Polish groceries (which thankfully still exists).

After college, I returned to Greenpoint as a working professional in finance, and I have
lived here for the past 10 years. I therefore speak both as someone who grew up in this
neighborhood before its transformation, and as someone living through its consequences today.

I strongly oppose the Monitor Point project, having seen first-hand what has happened in the
neighborhood over the past 35 years. The vibrant traditional immigrant community has now been
largely lost due to astronomical market rent increases throughout Greenpoint &
Williamsburg since the influx of luxury towers over the past decade. We have heard
developer-provided talking points from union workers who largely do not live in this community
and therefore do not experience the direct, daily affordability impacts these projects have on
Greenpoint — on rents across the neighborhood and on the cost of groceries and services. It is
the people and the community that make this city incredible — not wealth and glass towers.

Biggest Issue: Influx of luxury towers drives up rents across
the entire neighborhood, even with some “affordable” units

While I recognize there is a housing shortage in NYC, CBI1 is simply the wrong place for
additional luxury housing towers. Community Board 1 has already contributed the LARGEST
amount of new housing built BY FAR since 2010 — yet market rents throughout all of CB1
have skyrocketed. Between 2010 and 2024, Community Board 1 added 29,000 units of housing,
while Community Board 18 — which encompasses Canarsie, Bergen Beach, Mill Basin,
Flatlands, Marine Park, Georgetown, and Mill Island — added only 500 units.

This matters because building 700 more ultra-luxury units does not solve the NYC housing
crisis — it makes it worse. More than a dozen luxury towers have gone up in the past 15 years,
yet market rents have risen significantly across the neighborhood. While NYC rents rose about
110% since 2010, Williamsburg and Greenpoint saw increases closer to 150%, making CB1
one of the fastest-gentrifying districts in the city. By inviting primarily wealthy residents into
CBI, these developments push out long-time residents as the entire market shifts upward.



Here is the key point that often gets overlooked: the 700 luxury units are what drive rent
increases throughout the entire neighborhood. Even if a portion of units are labeled
“affordable,” the market-rate luxury units set a rent precedent for smaller landlords.
Smaller landlords throughout CB1 look at what wealthy transplants are paying in luxury towers
and raise rents in older buildings to match that new “market.” That ripple effect accelerates
displacement across the neighborhood.

As someone with a master’s degree working in finance, even I am barely able to afford
remaining in this neighborhood.

A decade ago, it was possible to rent a one-bedroom apartment in CB1 for around $2,000. Now,
market-rate one-bedrooms are around $6,000 — triple from a decade ago — unaffordable even
for many people with college and graduate degrees. As a CB1 real estate broker (Cory Kantin)
has stated, the expected rents of around $9,000-$16,000 per month at Monitor Point are
only affordable for households earning roughly $500,000 to $1 million.

At the January 20 hearing, a Gotham representative stated that Gotham “is not setting a
precedent” with its tall towers. But Gotham is also not acknowledging the precedent set by
high market rents spilling over into the rest of CB1. These rent increases have fundamentally
altered — and in many ways dismantled — our long-standing community, creating a
disproportionate burden on this neighborhood.

Luxury housing units — and the rent increases they bring for the ENTIRE market — now
need to be prioritized elsewhere and distributed more fairly throughout NYC. Other
Brooklyn neighborhoods have gotten away with contributing little or no new affordable housing
over the past 15 years, while Greenpoint/Williamsburg has surpassed every other community
district across all boroughs.

While I support jobs and good wages for construction workers, most construction workers do not
actually live in our neighborhood, and there are many other neighborhoods in NYC where
construction projects can take place without further dismantling an already overburdened district.

Second Biggest Issue: “Affordable” units here are not truly
affordable when AMI is above $100,000



The area median income (AMI) for CB1 is well above $100,000, because CB1 is now one of
the wealthiest districts in NYC. That means many units touted as “affordable” at 50%, 60%, or
80% of AMI are still priced for relatively high-income households — and are not truly
affordable for many residents.

Gotham’s presentation claims that 40% of units are “affordable housing,” but many of
those are priced at 60-80% of AMI. In CB1, that is hardly affordable for many working people
and long-time residents — especially when paired with the neighborhood-wide rent inflation
caused by the 700 luxury units.

Open Space and Parks Crisis: CB1 has among the lowest
park space per capita in NYC, despite massive housing
growth

There is an open space and parks crisis in NYC, and CB1 has one of the LOWEST park space
per capita ratios in the city while also seeing the LARGEST amount of housing built since
2010. This combination makes our neighborhood increasingly crowded and unsustainable.

Currently, Greenpoint/Williamsburg have approximately 30 square feet of public park
space per capita, while the NYC average is about 78 square feet — well below the
recommended 109 square feet.

Approving this development GOES AGAINST THE PROMISE that was already made to
residents in the 2005 rezoning. This is public land that was explicitly promised to residents to
become an extension of Bushwick Inlet Park.

We have already seen what happened along the Greenpoint waterfront despite past promises
from developers: there has been no meaningful increase in park space per capita. The
neighborhood feels increasingly crowded, and there is almost no green space to relax and
recover from the stressful jobs we work just to afford living here.

Monitor Point is significantly taller than other recently built buildings. By blocking light and
airflow, it will further degrade one of the last remaining areas of open sky in this part of
the city and reduce sunlight reaching Franklin Street and the rest of Greenpoint — a real
quality-of-life and mental-health issue.

Some union members in support of the project said it should not be the case that only luxury
tower residents should enjoy the waterfront — but that is exactly what this project would
reinforce: we would remove open public space and invite more wealthy residents to monopolize
what remains of our community waterfront.

MTA Finances



Regarding the MTA: the money the MTA would receive from this deal will have no tangible
impact on MTA finances at the scale of its needs. If the City paid the MTA the same amount
directly, it would be one of the most cost-effective park-space acquisitions in NYC history.

Instead, public land is being channeled toward the profits of a for-profit real estate developer.

Flood Zone Considerations

Lastly, these massive skyscrapers work against nature-based flood defenses that would best
protect this flood-prone neighborhood. The towers sit well within 100-year flood zones. I lived in
the city during Hurricane Sandy and know how important this is. Instead of massive towers, we
need nature-based resiliency solutions that actually protect this sensitive waterfront.

On behalf of the New York State Association for Affordable Housing (NYSAFAH) and our members committed
to creating and preserving affordable housing across the five boroughs, we appreciate Brooklyn Community
Board 1’s (CB1) consideration of our perspective on the application for Monitor Point (Application No.
C260105ZMK et. al.).

NYSAFAH was founded in 1998 by affordable housing industry professionals who had the foresight to
recognize the need for greater public-private partnership. We are a membership organization of over 400
businesses representing for-profit and not-for-profit developers, lenders, investors, attorneys, architects,
and others active in the financing, construction, and operation of affordable housing. Monitor Pointis a
prime example of the creative projects we need to address public infrastructure needs and our urgent
housing crisis.

This project seeks to finance the relocation to and modernization of a Metropolitan Transit Authority
facility in the industrial business zone. It also seeks to improve waterfront infrastructure, create new open
space, provide and fund greenway connectivity and operations, and offer space for the Greenpoint
Monitor Museum, a historical and cultural asset for the community and New York city at large.

Moreover, these benefits are accomplished alongside the creation of approximately 460 units of
affordable housing at an average of 60 average median income, representing 40% of the housing
development’s residential space. This is a significant, voluntary addition to the affordability mandate
required by Mandatory Inclusionary Housing, no small feat considering the economics of building
construction and in the context of the community commitments.

To Whom It may Concern,

While you consider granting an upzoning to the Gotham Monitor Point project, please consider the
community that has been here fighting to protect our waterfront. We have been standing up - time and
time and time again - to advocate for responsible development in Williamsburg and Greenpoint. | stood
with neighbors over 30 years ago at the site of Marsha P Johnson State Park, when it was an abandoned
lot, as we all voiced our outrage at the potential rezoning for high rises. At the time, the city and the and
the property owners were framing it as a choice between waste transfer stations and oil depots or high
rise apartment buildings. We were supposed to be happy that waste transfer stations would not return,
despite the alternative being the essential theft of our waterfront and sky by real estate developers.

Our fight continued along this waterfront, with small victories and big losses. Bloomberg's rezoning plan,
which ignored the neighborhood’s thorough rezoning recommendations, was a massive giveaway to
moneyed real estate interests. Many of these players, with strong connections to the Bloomberg
administration, bought large industrial waterfront tracts which overnight went from a value of $10M to
$150M, once the Bloomberg rezoning was pushed through.

Way back in the 90's, NYC promised us a park. You are probably aware that Williamsburg and Greenpoint
existed (and still exist) as communities very high on the list of neighborhoods with an undesirable ratio
of industrial contamination exposure to public park space. The city could have purchased key sections of
the land that is forming Brooklyn Inlet Park for $15M back around the year 2000 but instead chose not to
address their park promise. The park stalled. But we continued to fight. And eventually the city bought
that same parcel of land for $160M!

Bushwick Inlet Park has come together, but at a very high cost. This is not just accounting for the
staggering number of ... $500M (!!) that this park will have cost, but of the extreme community fight
required to push this boulder up the hill. The battle has lasted decades, with endless advocacy invested
in this very important part of our community. And now we have this waterfront green space in view, not
just viable, but well underway, and behold - we are faced with the biggest of turds, ready to be laid at
the very edge of our inlet, right on our park. This is an outright kick in the teeth to the entire community.
Worse yet - this is proposed to happen on city owned land!!! Honestly, despite the fact that over the
years while we fought for our park, groves of high rise apartment building have sprung up to steal our
sky and waterfront, this particular proposal is a far more grotesque disregard for community, for this
investment of effort.

No amount of so-called ‘affordable housing’, no landscaped waterfront pathway, no Box St Park
development, and frankly no Monitor Museum promise compensates for this insult. Any of these
bonuses is important in its own right, but we should not be lured into terrible deals by shiny objects. The
long view is necessary. And, though we have unwisely squandered the opportunity to responsibly
develop a great proportion of the Williamsburg and Greenpoint Waterfront, we can not give up now and
say "Oh, what's another high rise on the waterfront.”

This entire conflict needs to be reframed. WE own that land. WE are NYC. If WE need to wait even longer
for Box St Park, for the Monitor Museum, so be it. Do not give OUR sky and OUR waterfront away. Do
not up zone beyond the existing as of right zoning. Leave Bushwick Inlet Park in peace! Better yet, let us
aim to incorporate the Mobile Wash Facility parcel into the park! Never say never about our ability to do
great things without real estate developer perks. It might take time but we can get it done. So if,
however, you deem to lay that Gotham high rise turd, it is there for over 100 years.

Do not compromise with OUR waterfront! No more! Not 70 stories. Not 50 stories. Not 30 stories. Just
NOT. Period.

| strongly oppose the proposed Monitor Point development, based on both principle and the
facts.

| worked with Brooklyn Community Board 1 for the entire duration of the 2005 rezoning process.

We all spent hundreds and hundreds of hours on this detailed, technical, deliberately obscure,
and rigged process, only to receive almost none of what we fought for and deserved. One of the
few benefits we did receive was a promise of waterfront parkland, including Bushwick Inlet, in
exchange for creating a dense, tall, luxury enclave on our waterfront.

Many luxury buildings have been built and our neighborhood has been transformed into a luxury
playground filled with a population of transients. But our parks have taken 20 years to be
completed - except for Bushwick Inlet, which is still mostly unusable by the public. Now, we are
being told that the only way to get the city to honor its previous promise is to allow another
gargantuan development that would turn this public land into luxury amenities for 3000 mostly
wealthy tenants.

The proposed development is ridiculously inappropriate on every front: way too big, way too
expensive, and way too close to the water.

Re: the proposed development being to close to the water, | want to make 3 points:

1) Bushwick Inlet is a vital ecological value in a number of ways; as natural space for the
public, as wildlife habitat, as wetland flood protection, and more,which speakers tonight
described. Having such dense residential and commercial development so close to the
water would destroy it. The noise and the microclimate changes from the heating and
cooling systems, among other factors,would scare away wildlife.

2) During rainstorms, the CSO system would dump sewage from the buildings right into the
Inlet and East River.

3) Not only would these buildings create flood channels on the side streets during the next
superstorm, but the tenants of these buildings would lose their investments in their
homes. What kind of developer would build on a flood zone that’s virtually guaranteed to
be hit hard in the relatively near future? One who only cares about immediate profits, not
the neighborhood or even their own tenants.

Re: Opposition to the Gotham Organization’s Monitor Point Rezoning Application at 40 Quay
Street

To Brooklyn Community Board 1:

For the past 45 years my wife and I have proudly called Greenpoint home. Over the years we have stood
proudly shoulder to shoulder with community members against many environmental threats - the
Greenpoint incinerator’s release of dangerous cancer-causing dioxin into our air; our neighborhood’s
legacy of millions of pounds of toxic chemicals documented in the 1980°s Hunter College “Hazardous
Neighbors” study; and the City’s failure to deliver on its promise to complete Bushwick Inlet Park more
than two decades ago. None of these issues have been more important and more threatening to the quality
of life for young and old in our community than Monitor Point’s massive high-rise development proposed
on City land just 50’ from Bushwick Inlet Park.

Here are the 3 most important reasons I recommend a NO VOTE WITH NO CONDITIONS for
Gotham Organization’s Monitor Point Rezoning Application:

Monitor Point exposes our neighborhood to increased flood risks in future storms

Most of our neighborhood was once low-lying wetlands surrounding the miles-long Bushwick Creek, and
waterfront parcels like 40 Quay Street were once underwater and subsequently raised by adding landfill
for development during the ensuing centuries. This is why much of our neighborhood has been subject to
increased flooding in recent years, and there is much more flooding on the way according to a multitude
of recent environmental studies. Our sewer system has been overwhelmed repeatedly even with moderate
rain in recent years. And yet there has been no significant flood remediation on Greenpoint-
Williamsburg’s waterfront to date. 40 Quay Street is the last remaining parcel of undisturbed public land
on the East River. As such it provides a unique opportunity for flood mitigation. The Monitor Point
proposal does exactly the opposite with massive development in a FEMA flood zone.

Monitor Point walls in the yet-to-be-completed Bushwick Inlet Park

Gotham’s requested upzoning reverses the 2005 rezoning’s mandated contextual low-rise development at
40 Quay Street. It also reverses the intent of City Planning’s 197-A Plan for a green ribbon of parkland
along the Greenpoint-Williamsburg waterfront. Gotham’s three proposed towers will block the view of
Bushwick Inlet Park from all directions — along West Street as residents look southward; on Meserole
Street as children from P.S. 31 walk three blocks westward; and especially in Bushwick Inlet Park as
parkgoers look north throughout the park and from its most sensitive environment and rich ecosystem at
Bushwick Inlet. In addition, long shadows cast by the towers reaching all the way to McGuinness
Boulevard will deprive thousands of community residents of afternoon light for months each year during
fall and early winter.

Monitor Point privatizes public land that should be used solely for the public good

Greenpoint-Williamsburg is being forced to make an unfair choice between affordable housing and open
space. Since our 2005 rezoning rents for residents and businesses have skyrocketed while our already
very low per capita open space ratio has plummeted. Yet over the past decade our neighborhood has
provided more new affordable apartments and new housing units than any other neighborhood in New
York City. Ironically we are now in desperate need of both - affordable housing and open space.



As activists in our community we shut down the Greenpoint incinerator in 1994, and compelled the City
to make good on its promise to complete Bushwick Inlet Park and purchase CitiStorage in 2016.
Gotham’s proposed project is the proverbial last straw that breaks the camel's back...1.8 acres of public
land infinitely more valuable to our community as flood protection and much needed green space than yet
another high-rise development. With Community Board 1’°s support we are confident of our victory
against the MTA’s effort to privatize public land at Bushwick Inlet Park.

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Dear CB1 & Land Use Committee,

Many of you know me, | am a former CB1 member (22&23), a current land use committee member, a
local real estate agent, and a mom.

| came to Williamsburg in 2006 as a part of the sales team for the first waterfront tower from the 2005
rezoning. | love good development, however | also understand the power of a large scale rezoning
and how it changed our community. | joined the land use committee in 2021 because | wanted to use
my experience to help us do better. Better planning, better affordable housing, and rezonings that do
not compromise our environment or sustainability.

There is a prevailing belief that more supply will lower rents, but that’s not my experience as a
resident or real estate broker, so | did some research.

Between 2020 and 2025, NYC lost 300,000 residents while adding 110,000 housing units, yet
the average rent rose by 18.1%,

In Greenpoint—in the district with the most new housing built—from 2020 to 2025 the average one-
bedroom rents rose nearly 40%, double the citywide average.

Why was there a 40% increase in rents in Greenpoint, when our district led the city in housing
production?

Is it because those projects were only 20-25% affordable housing? Monitor Point is 40%, shouldn't
that be enough? Should we be excited by that?

As Lincoln has said, and | agree, it would need to be a majority (50% or more) of truly affordable
housing to be a positive force for affordability. Majority market rate is majority, very expensive
housing, and that blend has not served us, as Monitor Point will not serve us.

Separately, there are other considerations to a good land use decision. A holistic view of

the location, size and how it fits into our neighborhood. The 40 Quay site is on a floodplain, beside a
beloved unfinished greenspace, on a one way street, which has 30,000+ other new residents +
additional residences to come that are already allowed via zoning. In short, | don't think it is a good
site to put 1100 people.

All'in all, we cannot rely on piecemeal rezonings from for-profit developers to fix our housing crisis.
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Instead, our city must take a holistic approach to planning and address some of the real
drivers of cost: warehoused rent stabilized units, high insurance costs, utility expenses,
building codes and regulations.

RE: Bushwick Inlet Park — A Case for Land Self-Ownership and Multispecies Justice and
Making Better Use of the Empty Buildings

Dear Community Board 1,

First, thank you for your leadership on composting, affordable housing, and environmental
justice. Your work to center marginalized communities in city policy gives me hope that
transformative change is possible in New York.

I'm writing as someone who walks by Bushwick Inlet regularly, watching herons fish in these
waters and seeing how this small marsh breathes with the tides. The Gotham proposal presents
us with a choice, and | believe this is a moment where we can set the bar even higher than
stopping a bad development. Instead of the conventional "Public Land for Public Good"—which
still frames nature as existing for human purposes—what if we tried something

unprecedented: Public Land for Public Land?

Beyond Human Exceptionalism: Land as Living Entity

You already understand that environmental and social justice are inseparable. This marsh
embodies that connection—it filters the water that flows to all our neighborhoods, cools the air
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during deadly heat waves that hit working-class communities hardest, and provides free flood
protection to residents who can't afford to live anywhere safer.

What I'm proposing builds on that foundation: recognizing that the boundaries between human
and more-than-human are colonial constructs that serve extractive capitalism. Progressive legal
systems worldwide are dismantling these false separations.

Aotearoa New Zealand: When Land Returns to Itself

In 2017, the Whanganui River became legally self-owning after 150 years of Maori resistance.
For the Whanganui people, "Ko au te awa. Ko te awa ko au™"l am the river. The river is me."
They fought not to own the river, but to let it own itself.

Even more remarkably, when offered the return of Te Urewera Forest, the Tahoe people chose
to give it back to the land itself. Te Urewera now exists as a legal person with its

own mana and mauri—choosing to return agency to the forest rather than claim ownership for
their community.

Australia: Rivers as Ancestral Beings

Australia's Yarra River gained recognition as a "living entity" in 2017. The Wurundjeri people
had been saying this for millennia: "The Birrarung is alive, has a heart, a spirit, and is part of our
Dreaming." Indigenous nations across Australia now assert that rivers are ancestral beings with
inherent rights—challenging the commodification that treats waterways as property to be
developed.

Wetlands as Living Infrastructure: The Science of Interconnection

You know better than most that our survival depends on functioning ecosystems. This marsh
operates as a 24/7 composting system—much like the initiatives you've championed—except
it's been running perfectly for millennia and gets better with time.

Multispecies Nursery

This small wetland hosts the early life stages of 75% of coastal fish species. The intricate
choreography here—juvenile fish, crustaceans, marine invertebrates, shore birds—represents
relationships millions of years in the making. These aren't just statistics; they're the foundation
of food webs that connect this inlet to the Atlantic Ocean.

Metabolic Partnerships

The marsh pulls carbon from our atmosphere, transforms organic waste into nutrients, slows
stormwater to prevent flooding, and cools surrounding air through evapotranspiration. It's
performing the work of multiple engineered systems—for free, forever, while supporting
countless species.

Nearly one-third of our endangered species depend on wetlands. We've lost over half of these

systems since colonization. Each remaining wetland becomes more precious and more
overworked.

Multispecies Climate Justice



You already fight for climate justice that centers frontline communities. This proposal extends
that framework to include the more-than-human world. Gotham wants to add 1,200 luxury units
to a flood zone without infrastructure upgrades, accelerating both displacement and ecological
destruction.

The same logic that treats low-income residents as disposable treats this marsh as expendable.
Both are forms of violence against communities—human and more-than-human—that sustain
each other.

Following Mayor Mamdani's Lead: Transformative Politics for
Multispecies Justice

Mayor Mamdani proved that when leaders advocate for truly transformative policies rather than
incremental reforms, people respond with unprecedented support. He showed that pushing for
what's right, not what seems politically safe, creates the conditions for mass movement.

This inlet offers a chance to take that approach one step further. The 5,000+ petition signatures
opposing Gotham's plan suggest our community is ready for something bigger than defensive
politics. They're ready for a vision of how we could live differently.

A Living Legacy: Legal Personhood for Bushwick Inlet

Your composting work already recognizes that waste can become resource through natural
processes. Your housing advocacy already challenges the commaodification of basic needs.
Legal personhood for this marsh extends that same logic: recognizing that land doesn't exist to
generate profit but to sustain life.

I'm asking you to consider advocating for legal personhood for Bushwick Inlet's wetland.
This would:

* Provide permanent protection that transcends political cycles

» Acknowledge Indigenous legal traditions that understand land as living relative

* Position NYC as a global leader in rights of nature legislation

* Create a replicable model for other threatened ecosystems

* Protect the relationships that sustain both human and more-than-human communities

| know this sounds ambitious. But your career already demonstrates that ambitious policies can
win when they're rooted in justice and care for community. This is a chance to extend that care
to include the living world that sustains us all.

We have a choice between perpetuating a system where land exists to generate profit, or
pioneering one where we recognize ourselves as participants in communities of life.

This isn't just about saving a wetland—it's about modeling how humans can live as part of the
world rather than separate from it.

The marsh has been here longer than our city, offering its gifts freely to any species that knows
how to receive them. Maybe it's time we learned that language.

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Hello CB1 Land Use Committee,

| am weeder at the Pollinator Garden at 50 Kent. | am also a longtime resident of the Southside. | am
very concerned about rezoning Monitor Point so that the Gotham Organization can build luxury towers
on our waterfront. | think it is a terrible idea to sell our public land to a private developer so they can
profit. The height of the buildings will threaten our promised park and the sale of this prime real estate
will continue to drive up the cost of living in Greenpoint and Williamsburg.

This land is zoned as a buffer. It should stay that way. It was a part of our neighborhood’s 2005
rezoning agreement which included our park as open space in exchange for the density that would come
to the neighborhood with the towers. Adding high-rise towers to this parcel of land, land designated R6,
violates this agreement. We have waited 20 years for the Bushwick Inlet to be accessible to our
community. It is an ecological treasure. And now, just as we are about to open it, we are being asked to
remove park designation to allow for excessive height on its northern edge? It seems like a cruel joke to
take away land before our park is even realized. Instead of the tranquility of a park, we will be inundated
with the sound of pile driving, truck load after truck load of concrete and when it is built we will lose the
view of the sky and lowrise Greenpoint forever.
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We are so steeped in a framework of capitalism here in NYC that it is hard to see the value of land for
what it is on its own - without a building on it. For this parcel of land we have to think long-term. We
have to think of future storms like Sandy and how it will affect flood zones and our sewers. Monitor Point
is in a flood zone. Together with the inlet it has the capacity to naturally soak up water during a storm.
What is the monetary value of that? We also have to think of future populations needing open spaces.
You cannot separate this parcel from its proximity to the tidal estuary. They work in tandem. The inlet is
a rarity in our city. It hasn’t been touched in 100 years and because of its isolation from the currents of
the East River, it supports a variety of life. There are salamanders, flounder, egrets, and it’s a vital
destination for migratory birds. It's a place for nature to thrive. And we deserve nature in our
neighborhood. Nature has a remarkable ability to heal us. The more we are connected to nature, the
more chances our children will experience the awe of a ruby-throated hummingbird in its environment.
Our environment. What is the price for that? The Gotham Organization has green washed their
proposal with all the ecological benefits they are providing our community with its 3 buildings. It's
insulting. They are co-opting our existing park and claiming it as part of their contribution, using popular
buzz words like native plants, but in reality they are taking away from our park and giving us wind
tunnels, driveways and narrow landscaped walkways to doorman buildings that will ultimately threaten
the inlet.

| know there is a big push to add affordable housing units to our city. We elected our mayor for this
reason, but Monitor Point is not the right land. We shouldn’t be asked if we want to have affordable
homes or open spaces. That is a false equivalency. | want both. | think it is possible to create affordable
housing in this city without compromising our promised park. Don’t let the Gotham Organization use
affordable housing as a carrot. It's a Trojan horse. Offering units that are at 100% AMI is not affordable.
And the majority of units will be at market rate. Zillow has a 3 bedroom apt on the water going for
$15,750/month. That is not affordable.

It may seem that the more housing we create will tip the balance of supply and the rents will go down.
But that hasn't happened here. | have been in this neighborhood for 30 years. The rents have gone up
400% since the zoning laws in this neighborhood changed and the towers were built. Real estate in this
city is predatory. Our neighborhood has been on the forefront of development for NYC but we are on a
world stage. The more luxury condos built on our waterfront with views of Manhattan, the more second
and third time homeowners make smart investments. The more luxury rentals on our waterfront, the
higher the threshold for what a one bedroom apartment will go for in Greenpoint and Williamsburg.

| want affordable housing. Can we be more creative than the Bloomberg administration that gave away
our waterfront? Putitin my backyard. There are buildings throughout the southside where investors
hedged their bets and bought up buildings and used them to leverage other projects only to go
bankrupt. I'm thinking of the building on Roebling and Hope that started to fall apart from neglect.
Parapet bricks falling down onto the sidewalk. How long will that be unoccupied? How long will the
scaffolding stand? Can we ask Gotham to buy that land? Or the property on Grand that was built taller
than the others around it with an ugly modern facade only to get a stop work order back in 2010 and still
sits unoccupied. Can we have a more nuanced approach than the old - take our open spaces and give
them to developers, give them tax incentives in exchange for promises that are never realized because
those developers go bankrupt and sell to other organizations that are free to build high without the same
restrictions. Let’s learn from our neighborhood’s past mistakes.



It may seem like an immediate win for affordable housing, for this administration hitting their projected
goals to push forward with this development. . And to those few people who win that lottery, it just might
be a win. But | imagine those individuals will also have to compromise on the number of bedrooms that
they can afford versus what they truly need. The parents will give their kids the one bedroom and sleep
on the couch in the living room every night. They will go out into the park to escape those close quarters
like I did with my kids in my tiny apartment. They will meet their neighbors in these open spaces and
create long lasting friendships. Let's choose to be stewards of the land this time. Let’s not put affordable
housing units in a flood zone. Let’s not build one of the tallest buildings on the waterfront that will dwarf

our park. Let’s not compromise. Let’s use our public land for public good. | trust it will pay off in the
long term.

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I believe that this plan is fundamentally bad and should be defeated.

It violates the 2005 rezoning agreement, which promised this land would serve as a buffer and
transition zone—not high-rise towers. It steals parkland by requesting the city to remove park
designation from an adjoining property to allow high-rise towers. It will ruin Bushwick Inlet just as the
surrounding park is being completed after 20 years by turning the park and inlet into luxury amenities
for luxury tenants. It offers inadequate public benefits—just a narrow walkway and street extension—
while adding nearly 3,000 new residents. Luxury housing accelerates displacement, raises rents, and
makes communities less affordable. The project threatens a rare ecological treasure—Bushwick Inlet
is a vital natural habitat in NYC’s harbor and home to diverse wildlife—to add 1,200 mostly luxury
units to an overbuilt neighborhood with many more towers planned and without any infrastructure
upgrades to support the increased density. This is irresponsible planning that adds thousands of units
to a coastal flood zone and devastates resiliency during a climate emergency. Bushwick Inlet is a rare
natural embayment, a migratory bird stop, and an ecological treasure opening to the public for the
first time in over 100 years. So close to the water's edge, the towers pose a direct threat to wildlife
and the Inlet's natural sanctuary, reducing it to a mere water-feature amenity within the huge
development, when more than 80% of our marine life's health depends on estuaries like the Bushwick
Inlet.

Thank you for the meeting tonight. Below are my comments re: Monitor Point

Assemblymember's Emily Gallagher's sentiment about this being an agonizing decision was apt as CB1
district needs lists affordable housing and parks as two of the top three needs with infrastructure
resilience as a third. It's clear there are caring and competent people on what is being shaped as a
binary narrative of parks vs housing.

Like many of our community, | am skeptical towards big developers in the neighborhood. | understand
that CB1 has had more than our fair share of increase in especially luxury waterfront high rise housing
in the recent years. | deeply love parks as a dog mom and athlete and that is one of the most attractive
things about this neighborhood choosing to stay or moving here.

However, | am curious if the Parks department is genuinely able to afford an additional parcel of land
at this time. There are two and a half undeveloped parcels already part of Bushwick Inlet Park that are
only partly funded. If one of the greatest needs for CB1 is more parks funding for maintenance and
security staff, | am not sure if it makes sense to add additional financial capital and operational
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burden. | would prefer that we get the already owned park parcels remediated and opened at this
point.

An additional ~450 units of "affordable" housing would be very aligned with the Pro Housing and
Affordability agenda that was in effect voted on in the recent mayoral election. | concede that high
density luxury, waterfront housing has rightful detractors. However, it's worth considering the
alternatives for adding additional affordable housing. | am not sure it would be easier or cheaper to
find enough land for 450 units in a less dense configuration and increasing density closer to the
existing transit cores by tearing down or building high rises would certainly be at least as unpopular. |
know that the developers are certainly going to be making plenty of money as well. Unfortunately in
the system we are in that seems to be a primary way that additional affordable housing is being built.

As someone that is pro housing, pro parks and the environment and pro transit, | do not find this plan
perfect but is a decent compromise on the top three district needs.The existing MTA building does not
provide any benefits for housing, parks or infrastructure resilience while bringing a lot of

commercial vehicles to the area.

| can see and appreciate the desire and vision for additional park parcel but based on the conversation
about the MTA fiduciary duties and having already signed lease in part, and the Greenpoint Museum
being opposed to a park, this doesn't seem like a credible alternative. It seems that the waterfront with
housing would be a great compromise for the community, the MTA, the museum, the park people and
the housing people. Certainly, seeing developers get richer is distasteful but | would hate for the
community to cut off our nose to spite our face.

The Monitor Point rezoning would allow towers that are wildly out of scale with the surrounding
neighborhood and placed directly beside Bushwick Inlet — a space that residents have fought for over
many years as a place for open sky, access to the waterfront, and breathing room in an increasingly
dense area. What's being proposed feels like a complete disregard for the scale, history, and character
of Greenpoint.

This proposal violates the intent and promises of the 2005 Greenpoint/Williamsburg rezoning, which
designated this site as a low-scale transition area and buffer adjacent to Bushwick Inlet—not a location for
out-of-scale high-rise development. The proposed towers fundamentally contradict both the letter and spirit
of that agreement.

The plan also removes land that was long intended to support public open space by requesting the
elimination of park designation on an adjoining parcel.

I want to speak in strong opposition to the proposed upzoning of state-owned
land along the Greenpoint waterfront.

In 2005, under the Bloomberg administration, Greenpoint was comprehensively rezoned. That rezoning
dramatically altered our neighborhood, increasing density, height, and development along the waterfront
with the promise of public benefits, including open space and infrastructure. Nearly twenty years later,
that rezoning has still not been fully realized. Large portions of the waterfront remain unbuilt, and many
of the impacts—on housing, transit, schools, and quality of life—have not yet been fully felt or evaluated.

Given that reality, it is premature and irresponsible to ask this community to accept additional upzoning.
Until the 2005 rezoning has been fully executed and its consequences clearly understood, this
neighborhood does not want to negotiate further increases in height or density.

This concern is especially urgent because the land in question is owned by New York State. Public land
should serve the public good. It should not be leveraged through a 99-year lease to benefit a private
developer proposing three very tall luxury towers just 50 feet from a public park—a park this community
has fought for, organized around, and waited for over 30 years to secure.

State-owned property represents a once-in-a-generation opportunity to prioritize broad public benefit:
meaningful open space, community facilities, environmental resilience, and uses that serve the people who
already live here—not just future luxury developers.

Greenpoint has already given a great deal. We are asking, reasonably and responsibly, for the city and the
state to pause, to honor past commitments, and to recognize that public land should remain a public asset.
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Until the existing rezoning is complete, and its impacts fully understood, further upzoning—especially on
state-owned land—should not move forward.

Dear Decision Makers,

I am a small business owner in Greenpoint, and | am writing to strongly oppose the proposed
development plans for Bushwick Inlet.

These plans fundamentally violate the spirit and the letter of the 2005 rezoning agreement, which
clearly promised that this land would serve as a buffer and transition zone—not be transformed into
high-rise luxury towers. Our community accepted years of construction and disruption based on that
promise. Breaking it now undermines public trust and sets a dangerous precedent.

The proposal also effectively steals parkland by asking the city to remove park designation from an
adjoining property in order to permit high-rise development. This land was meant to serve the public,
not to be leveraged for private gain.

Bushwick Inlet Park has taken over 20 years to materialize. Just as it is finally nearing completion, this
plan would ruin the inlet by turning public open space into a luxury amenity for a small, wealthy
population. Parks should serve entire communities, not function as selling points for luxury real estate.
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The so-called public benefits are grossly inadequate. A narrow walkway and a street extension do not
justify adding nearly 3,000 new residents. There are no meaningful investments in transit, schools,
healthcare, or sanitation—services that are already strained.

As a small business owner, | see firsthand how luxury housing accelerates displacement and drives up
commercial and residential rents. This model has repeatedly failed to make our neighborhoods more
affordable. Instead, it pushes out long-standing residents and the independent businesses that give
this area its character and economic resilience. So many of small businesses had to close their doors
these past months due to unreasonable rents, it is sad to see and clearly harming our neighborhoods
spirit!

Bushwick Inlet is also a rare ecological treasure within New York City’s harbor. It is a vital natural
habitat and home to diverse wildlife. Threatening it for short-term development gains is
environmentally irresponsible and deeply out of step with the city’'s stated climate goals.

This plan would add approximately 1,200 mostly luxury units to an already overbuilt neighborhood,
with more towers planned and no corresponding infrastructure upgrades. Density without planning is
not progress—it is neglect.

Finally, adding thousands of housing units in a coastal flood zone during a climate emergency is
reckless. This development undermines long-term resiliency and puts people, infrastructure, and
public resources at risk.

Bushwick Inlet should remain a protected buffer, public park, and ecological asset—not another
example of broken promises and overdevelopment. | urge you to reject these plans and honor the
commitments made to this community.

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Dear CB1 & Land Use Committee,

Many of you know me, | am a former CB1 member (22&23), a current land use committee member, a
local real estate agent, and a mom.

| came to Williamsburg in 2006 as a part of the sales team for the first waterfront tower from the 2005
rezoning. | love good development, however | also understand the power of a large scale rezoning
and how it changed our community. | joined the land use committee in 2021 because | wanted to use
my experience to help us do better. Better planning, better affordable housing, and rezonings that do
not compromise our environment or sustainability.

There is a prevailing belief that more supply will lower rents, but that’s not my experience as a
resident or real estate broker, so | did some research.

Between 2020 and 2025, NYC lost 300,000 residents while adding 110,000 housing units, yet the
average rent rose by 18.1%,

In Greenpoint—in the district with the most new housing built—from 2020 to 2025 the average one-
bedroom rents rose nearly 40%, double the citywide average.
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Why was there a 40% increase in rents in Greenpoint, when our district led the city in housing
production?

Is it because those projects were only 20-25% affordable housing? Monitor Point is 40%, shouldn't
that be enough? Should we be excited by that?

As Lincoln has said, and | agree, it would need to be a majority (50% or more) of truly affordable
housing to be a positive force for affordability. Majority market rate is majority, very expensive housing,
and that blend has not served us, as Monitor Point will not serve us.

Separately, there are other considerations to a good land use decision. A holistic view of

the location, size and how it fits into our neighborhood. The 40 Quay site is on a floodplain, beside a
beloved unfinished greenspace, on a one way street, which has 30,000+ other new residents +
additional residences to come that are already allowed via zoning. In short, | don't think it is a good
site to put 1100 people.

All'in all, we cannot rely on piecemeal rezonings from for-profit developers to fix our housing crisis.
Instead, our city must take a holistic approach to planning and address some of the real
drivers of cost: warehoused rent stabilized units, high insurance costs, utility expenses,
building codes and regulations.

If you're conflicted by this project, please write to me. I'm happy to share my sources and
continue a dialogue to create real affordable housing and address the drivers of housing costs in our
city.

New York City, with its hundreds of miles of coastline, must learn how to manage the threat of serious
flooding caused by increased precipitation, storm surge, rising sea levels, and subsidence. It must learn
how to live with water.

Living safely with water means being honest about the risks of a rapidly changing climate; building robust
and comprehensive resiliency along our waterfronts; updating drainage infrastructure to manage
stormwater and CSOs; implementing evacuation plans; and not least, situating new development outside
the City’s floodplains.

Paradoxically, the City is spending billions for resiliency along the Manhattan coastline—at East River
Park and Battery Park City—while downplaying the risks of flooding along the Queens and Brooklyn
coasts to greenlight huge residential towers right at the water’s edge.

Such is the case with the Gotham tower planned for 40 Quay Street in Greenpoint. By allowing this
flood-prone, quasi-public property to be used for residential development, the Dept of City Planning is
putting residents and the surrounding neighborhood in harm’s way. It is also risking millions in uninsurable
property damage and removing critically needed public waterfront access and open space. The building
simply does not belong there.

Greenpoint is not alone in fighting this kind of short-term planning. The same dynamic is happening across
the city—including in Long Island City (LIC) right next door. Like Greenpoint, LIC is situated along a
floodplain by the East River. And it too suffers from serious deficits of open space and services that
haven’t nearly kept pace with its massive growth. Despite these problems and challenges, however, the city
has authorized a rezoning to add over 15,000 new residential units to the neighborhood—including in
towers inside the floodplain at the water’s edge.

We say, once again, there is a better way...

Long Island City Coalition/Hunters Point Community Coalition (LICC-HPCC) has proposed an alternative
community-based plan for safe, sustainable development outside the floodplain.' 1t respects private rights
while significantly increasing open space, improving drainage, and reducing flood risks through
comprehensive resiliency infrastructure built along the coast. It also calls for the city to capture much more
of the value created by rezonings to support true affordability and provide the funding required for critical
needs.

City Planning must listen to communities like Greenpoint and Long Island City that have deep knowledge
of what will improve their neighborhoods versus what will wreak havoc. New York can create the housing
it needs without building in its floodplains or destroying the character of its neighborhoods. There should
be no ‘Sophie’s choice’ between affordable housing and the parks, school seats, transportation, and other
services that make our neighborhoods livable.

Let’s keep the city safe and dry by building resiliently and sustainably. And let’s improve Greenpoint by
adding much needed open space around Bushwick Inlet and placing the Gotham tower elsewhere.

My name is Luca Marcelli. | am a graduate student in Urban Planning at Columbia University and have
worked as an environmental planner reviewing this specific proposal. | am writing to express my
strong opposition to the proposed rezoning and two-tower development at 40 Quay (Monitor Point),
directly adjacent to Bushwick Inlet Park.

From both a planning and environmental perspective, this proposal is deeply concerning. It would
rezone public waterfront land to permit development that is dramatically out of scale with the intent
of the 2005 Greenpoint-Williamsburg rezoning, which envisioned this area as a transition zone and
future public open space next to Bushwick Inlet Park—not luxury towers rising dozens of stories at the
water’s edge. Public land, particularly along the waterfront, should serve long-term public benefit
rather than private real estate interests.

The project would also undermine critical open space goals in North Brooklyn. The neighborhood
already falls far below the City's recommended open space ratios, and the “publicly accessible space”
proposed by the developer does not meaningfully substitute for true parkland. At the same time,
constructing high-density residential towers immediately adjacent to a tidal inlet raises serious
concerns related to flooding, climate resilience, and the protection of a rare estuarine ecosystem.

I'm writing as a Greenpoint resident of 25 years who is done being studied, presented to, and
managed, while our public waterfront gets carved up into private profit.

| will make my point very clear- Monitor Point is a bad plan and it should be defeated. Full stop.

Let's name what this is: a rezoning maneuver designed to jam three out-of-scale towers (640, 490',
and 260') directly next to Bushwick Inlet and the park- about 50 feet from the shoreline.

These buildings don't “fit” Greenpoint. They dominate it. They turn a neighborhood into a wind tunnel
and cast a literal shadow over the waterfront we've spent decades fighting to reclaim.

1) This violates the spirit of the 2005 waterfront rezoning AGAIN.

We were promised a balanced waterfront: development plus real public space. The site at 40 Quay was
meant to be a transition/buffer next to the future Bushwick Inlet Park; not the location of a high-rise
wall.
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This plan is a betrayal of that commitment and an insult to everyone who organized for the park for
years while the city dragged its feet.

2) This is public land being used to enrich private developers.

The proposal steals parkland by seeking removal of park designation from adjoining property to
enable high-rise towers. That's not “planning.” That's taking public value, OUR shoreline, OUR light,
OUR air and converting it into luxury rent rolls.

3) “Public benefits” that are basically zoning minimums are not benefits.

We're being offered a narrow public access area and a connector, while the plan adds nearly 3,000
residents and loads more pressure onto already strained infrastructure. That is not a fair trade. It's a
JOKE.

4) The affordable housing pitch is an insult- especially on public land.

The developer touts 25% affordable units. This is the minimum required, not generosity.

And if we're talking about building on PUBLIC land, here's the reality: public land should serve public
need. If housing is the justification, then it should be 100% affordable, not a luxury complex with a
small set-aside used as moral cover.

5) This neighborhood has already delivered massive housing growth, and we’ve
been shortchanged on parks.

Save the Inlet cites over 29,000 new units built in our district over the last ~14 years—the most of
any neighborhood in the city.

We've absorbed growth. What we have NOT gotten is proportional green space, real climate resilience
infrastructure, and breathing room. We are already overbuilt. This plan doubles down on the worst
pattern: more towers, more strain, less community, less quality of life for longtime residents.

6) Building a mega-development in a coastal flood zone is reckless.

The site sits in both 100-year and 500-year flood zones. A massive waterfront complex works against
the nature-based defenses that would actually protect the neighborhood.
This is climate denial with a financing package.

7) Bushwick Inlet is an ecological treasure, not a “water feature” for luxury
tenants.

The inlet as a rare embayment, a migratory bird stop, and an ecological asset opening to the public for
the first time in over a century. These absurdly oversized and poorly designed towers would reduce it
to an amenity inside a huge private development.

We do not protect fragile ecosystems by putting luxury skyscrapers at their edge and calling it
“revitalization.”

8) The community has spoken, loudly.

| have been a resident of Williamsburg, Brooklyn for the past 8.5 years and live within walking distance
to the proposed rezoning site. | visit Marsha P. Johnson and neighboring parks regularly for birding
and long walks. | am writing to express serious concerns about the proposed rezoning for a luxury
housing development at 40 Quay St. The following are my concerns:

- The plan violates the 2005 rezoning agreement, which promised this land would serve as a buffer
and a transition zone - not high rise towers.

- Threatens an ecological treasure - Bushwick Inlet is a vital natural habitat home to diverse wildlife.
I've seen dozens of bird species making a home there or stopping by during migration season.

- Offers inadequate public benefits - I've seen time and time again how luxury apartment buildings fail
to add value to the community around the neighborhood. Some don't even plan trees on the sidewalk
of the building, making walking around the area an eyesore. In this case a narrow walkway and street
extension does little while 3,000 new residents will be coming to the area.

- Downsides to luxury housing - accelerates displacement, raises rents, and makes communities
unaffordable.

Dear Ms. Fuller, Ms. Teague, and Mr. Chesler:

I am a Williamsburg resident and write to oppose the Gotham proposal for a second
rezoning of 40 Quay to allow the developer to build approximately 120 stories of mostly
luxury housing on public land directly bordering Bushwick Inlet Park. This public land
should be used for public benefit, not luxury housing; high-rise towers literally on the park’s
edge would have a terrible impact on a park the community has been fighting for decades
to realize; and Gotham’s claimed open-space, museum, and affordable-housing benefits
are illusory.

As an initial matter, | want to express my concern about how the Board is handling
this proposal. It was only on Friday afternoon that CB1 published notice that tonight’s
hearing would include a Land Use Committee meeting. If this is intended to signal that the
committee may vote tonight on the Gotham proposal instead of on February 3, that would
be alarming. The notice came less than one full business day before the day of the meeting
and on the eve of a holiday weekend, which almost assures that community members who
had planned to submit written comments for the previously scheduled meeting on
February 3 will miss their opportunity. And to force the Land Use Committee to vote tonight
would rush committee members into a decision without time for meaningful deliberation.



This makes no sense given that CB1 has plenty of time to allow a committee vote before
the February 10 meeting of the full board.

| also note that the Board has provided no information about how tonight’s hearing
will be managed for those planning to speak. The presentation last June was chaotic with
many members of the public denied the opportunity to speak while union member after
union member brought in by Gotham got to speak (and repeat almost the exact same
thing). | wrote to the Board right after that meeting urging it to make sure future events were
better managed and with full notice to the public about the rules, but we seem to be facing
the same situation for tonight. This should be not the case.

On the merits, the Board should reject this proposal for a host of reasons. The MTA
lot is one of the largest remaining publicly owned lots in North Brooklyn, and it should be
used for maximum public benefit, not luxury high-rise towers. Consistent, with this, when
the area was rezoned in 2005, the lot was designated for medium density to protect the
park by providing a transition from the high-density lots farther north of the site and the
planned park immediately south of it; this proposal blows up that sensible arrangement by
bringing high-rise towers — much taller than even the ones north of it — to this site and right
to the edge of the park. Towers of this size will have a devastating impact on the park, which
of course is largely incomplete even to this day. Indeed, the biggest benefit here is to
Gotham, which would eventually have a beautiful park at its front door, thus giving its high-
income residents the ultimate amenity.

| also am troubled by what | view as Gotham’s disingenuousness on key points.
Gotham claims its project would add around 50,000 square feet of open space, but the
DEIS explains that 34,000 of that is required by existing zoning rules; 7,000 square feet of it
would be planted space for museum visitors; and, incredibly, 2,000 square feet of it would
be for a vehicle turnaround at the building’s Quay Street entrance and garage. In truth, the
only open public space coming from Gotham is about 9,000 square feet of hard surface
that would be adjacent to the walkway required between its buildings. And to make matters
worse, Gotham does not discuss that its proposal would narrow a portion of the required
esplanade from the paltry 40 feet required by the waterfront-access plan to 30 feet.

Gotham also makes grand claims about a museum - even invoking the Monitor
name for its project. But all available information indicates the museum has no assets and
no capacity to function.

Finally, Gotham’s repeated effort to trumpet the project’s “affordable” housing
ignores the fact that these apartments will be enormously expensive and the fact that the
onslaught of similar luxury towers in the area with their claimed affordable housing has
come with dramatic increases in rent and other costs of living all across the community. No
one can accuse opponents of this project of being NIMBY in light of the fact that our
community has seen more apartments - luxury and “affordable” — come on-line in recent
years than any other community in the city. If the city wants to add more housing in



Greenpoint, that’s great, but this publicly owned land adjacent to Bushwick Inlet Park is not
the place to do it, and that housing should be 100% affordable.

Enough is enough. The Community Board should reject this proposal, honor the
commitment made to the community in the 2005 rezoning, and devote its energy to
assuring completion of the park promised 20 years ago.

My name is Susan Albrecht, | have been a resident and homeowner in Greenpoint
for over 35 years and a former Community Board Member.

| respectfully urge the Community Board to reject the proposal for the
development and rezoning of Monitor Point.

Twenty years ago, Greenpoint and Williamsburg underwent a major rezoning.
Since then, nearly 30,000 new housing units have been added to our district.
There is a reason this particular parcel was not included in that original
community-wide rezoning: it was intended to become part of Bushwick Inlet
Park. With tens of thousands of new residents, our community does not need
more towers—we need the open space we were promised.

Our district has one of the lowest ratios of open space per resident in New York
City. Anyone who visits McCarren Park on a mild day sees the reality: thousands of
people squeezed into a limited park. Preserving natural space is not a luxury for
us—it is a necessity.

If this development moves forward, we will permanently lose an irreplaceable
natural habitat. There is no path to reclaiming it later. This is similar to federal
proposals to open pristine parkland to gas drilling: once a unique ecosystem is
destroyed, it is gone forever.

In dense urban neighborhoods—where many struggle with high rents,
overcrowded living conditions, and daily stress—access to nature is invaluable.

Simple, restorative moments like watching birds over the inlet or listening to the
rush of the East River matter deeply to our well-being. Our community deserves
this park.

Some may argue that affordable housing in the proposed building outweighs the
need for open space. But if that is truly the priority, then the entire project should
be 100% affordable—not a luxury tower with a fraction of affordable units.

The sale of this MTA parcel is already concerning, given the agency’s
well-documented lack of transparency around its finances. But we should not
compound that problem by approving a rezoning that would allow a 60-story
building wildly out of scale with our community. Our infrastructure is already
overextended; this project would only intensify that pressure.

Monitor Point is not like other rezoning applications. It is a unique site, a
neighborhood treasure, and one of the last opportunities to expand public open
space along the waterfront in a meaningful way.

For all these reasons, | respectfully ask you to vote no on this rezoning and help
us preserve this precious natural area for current and future generations.

My name is Monty Preston, and I'm a Greenpoint resident. | am writing to urge this board to reject the
Gotham Organization's rezoning plan for 40 Quay Street and 56 Quay Street, known as Monitor Point,
as proposed. This represents contradictory climate policy and fiscal irresponsibility.

New York is facing an urgent, immediate climate threat from extreme rainfall and flash flooding. To
mitigate this damage, New York is rightly spending millions on resiliency infrastructure, including living
shorelines through wetland restoration across the five boroughs. 2 people lost their lives in this
October’s flood, and yet this board is considering approving development that would constrain and
degrade Bushwick Inlet's existing wetland capacity. How can you justify constructing wetland-
resilience infrastructure in other neighborhoods while undermining it in ours?

Building Monitor Point directly adjacent to Bushwick Inlet means:

¢ Increased stormwater runoff that will overwhelm natural absorption.
e A physical constraint that will prevent wetland migration as sea levels rise, effectively signing a
kill order on this ecosystem.
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e Edge effects and pollution will immediately compromise the inlet's ecological function.

e A permanent barrier to expanding the inlet's flood protection capacity. This is incredibly
shortsighted and irresponsible.

Monitor Point adds nearly 3,000 new residents to an already overbuilt, flood-prone neighborhood
without any infrastructure upgrades: no sewer capacity improvements, no transit expansion. What
happens in the next emergency?

Expanding Bushwick Inlet into an integrated wetland park would provide community-wide storm surge
protection, water quality improvement, and mental and physical benefits to the public through
recreational space. Every dollar spent on climate prevention saves $6 in emergency response costs.
Please, reject this development and invest in Bushwick Inlet instead.

| am writing to follow up on the Monitor Point rezoning project and luxury towers proposal. This evening
will be the next public meeting on the development of the land adjacent to Bushwick inlet park, which |
urge you to oppose.

Concerning the open space, the proposal has a small concrete walkway with “public” benches which is in
no way adequate for a high rise for 3,000 residents. The land where the proposed tower is being built
was designated in 2005 as a transition area, and infringes upon Bushwick Inlet park which has taken the
community 20 years to realize. Bushwick inlet is a unique tidal estuary and the neighbourhood has
fought long and hard to convert this neglected space back into parkland.

There are already 10 new luxury towers on the Greenpoint waterfront casting enormous shadows on the
properties of long time residents and putting a pressure on the infrastructure.
We do not need another luxury tower. We need more open space and park land!

As for affordable housing, the Monitor point website promises 460 “affordable” units. The information is
scant on what exactly affordable means in this context and what size these apartments will be. If we learn
any lessons from the recent developements in North Brooklyn is that the towers have led to higher rents
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in the neighbourhood driving out many artists, families, and middle class residents who have long called
north Brooklyn home. None of my neighbours who have been recently displaced can afford the
"affordable” units in these new buildings.

| am a licensed landscape architect and 9 year Greenpoint and Williamsburg resident who
strongly opposes the proposed Monitor Point development by Gotham Organization. | am

not against housing, but where we develop matters.

The sheltered Bushwick Inlet represents one of the last places in the entire Brooklyn

waterfront where living shoreline restoration is still feasible. Once we install a bulkhead here,
as proposed by Gotham, that opportunity is gone for 200 years. You cannot retrofit a natural
edge after you've built a steel wall — but you can build housing on hundreds of other sites in

North Brooklyn.

The developer is taking credit for doing the bare minimum required by law. They're
demapping an existing public park, requesting variances to reduce the required esplanade
width, and delivering only what's legally mandated while retaining private control. That's not
creating waterfront access — it's maximum privatization that will result in a narrow sliver of
public space that will feel sterile, unwelcoming, and private against a 600’ tall tower that is

marketed for luxury tenants.

Let's be clear about what "resilient design” means here: a bulkhead protects buildings from
flooding, but it amplifies wave action, increases erosion, and worsens flooding in adjacent
areas. It cannot adapt to sea level rise and provides zero ecological function. True resilience
comes from living shorelines that work with nature, not rigid concrete walls that fight against
it for generations. Please refer to my conceptual rendering attached for a larger,
systems-approach to what this property could be if it prioritized public access for the public

good.



The DEIS compares this proposal to degraded existing conditions, not to what this site could
become. Degraded sites are exactly what we restore — that's the entire point of restoration.
This inlet has sheltered waters, gradual slopes, and protection from wave action that make it
uniquely valuable for tidal marsh establishment. The fact that it's degraded now means

restoration would provide maximum ecological benefit.

When the developer admits their density is incompatible with ecologically responsible
shoreline design, they prove my point: this is the wrong location for this project. Economics

not working isn't an excuse to cause irreversible harm — it's evidence of poor site selection.

We don't have to accept maximum privatization just because the alternative presented is
abandonment. A generous and resilient public park with living shoreline restoration is the
third option they're ignoring. It requires political will, but pretending it doesn't exist is a

planning failure.

As a professional who designs coastal resilience projects, I'm telling you: you get one chance
at shoreline restoration. Bushwick Inlet is one of the last places in New York City where it's
still possible. Housing can be built on dozens of other sites. Ecological restoration can only

happen here.

| urge the Community Board to reject this proposal and demand alternatives that protect our
irreplaceable natural resources. Where we develop matters. This is the wrong location for
this proposed development.

Dear Chairperson Dealice Fuller,

Please distribute the following public comment to all members of Brooklyn Community Board 1 in advance of
the presentation on Monitor Point by Gotham Organization during Tuesday's Public Hearing.

Over many years, Gotham Organization has contributed substantially to the development of affordable housing
in Manhattan, Brooklyn, and Queens. However, the company is currently facing serious and ongoing scrutiny
from regulatory authorities for a range of alleged violations, including:

1. material misrepresentations to LIHTC tenants regarding the affordability of their units;

2. noncompliance with regulatory agreements;

3. rent overcharges;

4. lease violations;

5. violations of the Rent Stabilization Law; and

6. tenant harassment.

Most recently, the New York State Division of Housing and Community Renewal (DHCR) imposed treble
damages on Gotham for persistent, illegal charges assessed that amounted to harassment.
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The violations have been so severe and pervasive—and Gotham’s resistance to corrective action so pronounced
—that every elected official representing Manhattan’s Hell’s Kitchen West Side has jointly requested that NYC
Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD) conduct a comprehensive audit of all Gotham-
owned properties. The purpose of this audit is to determine the full scope of Gotham’s misrepresentations to
tenants in affordable housing about the elimination of affordability. The signatories on the letter to HPD were
New York State Assembly Member Linda B. Rosenthal, Chair of the Assembly’s Housing Committee; State
Senator Brad Hoylman-Sigal; U.S. Congressional Representative Jerrold Nadler; and New York City Council
Member Erik Bottcher. That audit has not yet been completed.

In addition, Gotham has demonstrated a troubling pattern of making commitments to communities in order to
secure approvals, only to later retreat from or materially alter those commitments.

For example, for more than twenty years Gotham included a utility allowance in tenants’ leases to offset the high
cost of the electric HVAC system it installed to provide heat—heat which Gotham is legally required to provide
at no additional cost. After more than two decades, Gotham attempted to unilaterally remove this utility credit
from hundreds of rent-stabilized leases. This plainly unlawful action is currently under review by both DHCR
and HPD.

More recently, Gotham assured Manhattan Community Board 4 that LIHTC tenants in its new Maybury building
on Tenth Avenue would receive services comparable to those provided to market-rate tenants. In reliance on this
representation, CB4 approved the project. After approval, Gotham eliminated in-unit washers and dryers from
the LIHTC apartments and replaced them with a shared laundry room requiring additional out-of-pocket
expense. This change imposed new financial burdens on low-income tenants and had the further effect of visibly
segregating them within the building.

More broadly, Gotham has a documented practice of intentionally differentiating LIHTC units from market-rate
units—often by clustering them in identifiable apartment lines—so that lower-income tenants are readily
distinguishable from, and marginalized within, the broader residential community.

A particularly egregious example of Gotham’s false promises occurred in Clearwater, Florida. There, Gotham
made extensive commitments in order to win an RFP competition. The Clearwater City Council chose Gotham's
proposal and invested significant political capital in promoting it to voters, who ultimately endorsed the plan in
an election. Within weeks, Gotham informed the City Council that it would deliver fewer apartments than
promised and would require additional public funding to do so. When called to account, Gotham declined to
send any senior executives to address the Council’s concerns. Instead, they sent a lawyer.

Some members of Brooklyn Community Board 1 may recall that Gotham’s Fort Greene development, The
Ashland, was found to be noncompliant with Fair Housing laws. Rather than promptly remedying these
deficiencies for the benefit of tenants with disabilities, Gotham delayed corrective action until it was compelled
to do so through litigation.

I raise these issues so that Brooklyn Community Board 1 may exercise appropriate caution and diligence in
evaluating Gotham’s representations. Any commitments made by the developer should be explicitly defined,
rigorously enforceable, and resistant to post-approval erosion. Experience suggests that Gotham may return
seeking additional concessions—whether more park land, more money, or reduced obligations—after approvals
have been granted.

If the Brooklyn community seeks a development partner that operates transparently, honors its commitments,
and treats all tenants with dignity and equity, it should carefully consider whether Gotham Organization meets
that standard.

This evening, | attended the community meeting at the Polish and Slavic Community Center. Our family
has lived in Greenpoint since 1997. We are against the project as it was presented by the developers.
We support rational affordable housing and promised, dedicated parkland.

The developers are presenting a false choice to the community. Once this project is completed with 40%
affordable housing units, rents will increase across Greenpoint, pricing out current and future residents.
There will be a net decrease in affordable housing across Greenpoint.

Furthermore, there will be more stress on the existing infrastructure and public transportation of
Greenpoint. Local roads like Manhattan Ave, Franklin St and McGuiness Blvd are already choked with
traffic at certain times of the day. Residential roads see significant spillover traffic from the main arteries
including speeders and reckless drivers. The 62 bus has very inconsistent service made worse by the
recent rerouting. The 32 bus rarely runs at all, especially from LIC into Greenpoint. The G train is terribly
overcrowded and needs to run on a more frequent schedule. Ferry service should be increased by at
least one more dock. Is the MTA aware of this while cutting back door deals with real estate developers
at the expense of our community? Will the MTA improve public transportation proportionally to the
increase in residential density?

All: | am writing regarding my concern about the process for gathering community input about the
guestionable and massively out-of-scale rezoning plan for Monitor Point. | understand that the CB1 Land
Use Committee has scheduled a Public Hearing for Tues. Jan 20th at 6pm at the Polish & Slavic Center,
176 Java St, Brooklyn. The Land Use Committee has scheduled another meeting on February 3 to vote
on the proposal, giving community members 2 weeks to submit testimony.

We are hearing the CB1 Land Use Committee may be forced to vote on whether to approve the project
at Tuesday's meeting! This is more than just problematic. It means anyone who cannot testify at the
hearing tonight will be disenfranchised from this critical decision, and the Land Use Committee will be
deprived the information it needs to make its decision.

Community members have raised many issues with this rezoning plan, including:

1. violates the 2005 rezoning agreement, which promised this land would serve as a buffer and
transition zone—not high-rise towers.

2. Steals parkland by requesting the city to remove park designation from an adjoining property to
allow high-rise towers.

3. Ruins Bushwick Inlet just as the surrounding park is being completed (after 20 years!) by turning
the park and inlet into luxury amenities for luxury tenants.
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4. Offers inadequate public benefits—just a narrow walkway and street extension—while adding
nearly 3,000 new residents

5. Luxury housing accelerates displacement, raises rents, and has failed to make communities,
including ours, more affordable.

6. Threatens a rare ecological treasure—Bushwick Inlet is a vital natural habitat in NYC’s harbor and
home to diverse wildlife.

7. Adds 1,200 mostly luxury units to an overbuilt neighborhood with many more towers planned and
without any infrastructure upgrades to support the increased density.

8. Irresponsible planning that adds thousands of units to a coastal flood zone and devastates
resiliency during a climate emergency.

The Community clearly deserves sufficient time to provide its testimony. Please assure the CB1 Land Use
Committee sticks to its plan for the hearing tomorrow night and the vote two weeks later. You cannot be
pressured into making an uninformed decision on a project of this magnitude.

Dear Chair, Members, and Elected Officials,

This letter is to register emphatic opposition to the Monitor Point rezoning at 40 and 56 Quay Street in
Greenpoint. The proposal is not a routine development; it is the culmination of a twenty-year pattern
of broken promises, public land giveaways, false affordability, and planning decisions skewed toward
private profit at the direct expense of this community.

This project should be rejected because it:

e Breaks the 2005 Bushwick Inlet parkland commitments that justified the Greenpoint-
Williamsburg rezoning in the first place.
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e Privatizes a key piece of public waterfront for 99 years under an undervalued MTA ground lease,
on land widely understood as part of the promised park.

e Uses "affordable housing” rhetoric to mask that most units are luxury and that the income
thresholds for “affordable” units are calibrated to exclude many current residents.

e Dumps thousands more residents onto already overburdened infrastructure: overcrowded G
train, insufficient school seats, and strained sewers.

e Relies on a nonprofit partner, RiseBoro, with a documented history of political corruption ties
and thousands of open violations, raising serious questions about accountability and quality.

e Advances over unanimous or near-unanimous community rejection and undermines the
legitimacy of New York City's land use process.

The core facts are not in dispute; what is at issue is whether the City will honor its commitments,
protect public assets, and prioritize existing residents—or side with developers and agencies seeking
short-term cash.

[. PUBLIC LAND GIVEAWAY AND 20-YEAR BROKEN PROMISE

In 2005, the City rezoned a large swath of the North Brooklyn waterfront, dramatically increasing
allowable density in Greenpoint and Williamsburg. To sell this to a skeptical community, the City
promised a roughly 27-28-acre Bushwick Inlet Park as the centerpiece of the deal, plus additional
open space, to partially mitigate the impact of an expected 20,000 new residents in an area already
starved of parkland. Former Mayor Michael Bloomberg personally touted Bushwick Inlet Park as the
compensation for that rezoning.

The City’s own maps and planning documents depicted future parkland running from North 7th Street,
around the inlet, and up to the Greenpoint side at Quay Street, explicitly showing the waterfront as a
continuous public green corridor. Community Board 1 opposed the 2005 rezoning in part because
even this promised open space was still below what the area needed. The rezoning passed anyway, on
the understanding that the park would come.

Two decades later, the development has come, but the park has not. Only a fraction of Bushwick Inlet
Park has actually been built, even as luxury towers have multiplied along the waterfront. The City
ultimately spent well over $100 million acquiring parcels like CitiStorage and Bayside Qil to assemble
the core of the park, but the Greenpoint side—the small peninsula at 40 and 56 Quay, understood as
part of this vision—is now being carved out for private development.

Neighborhood organizations have been explicit: 40 Quay sits adjacent to one of the narrowest
sections of existing park, less than 50 feet wide, and was supposed to function as the gateway from
Greenpoint to the waterfront. Instead, the MTA is “selling public land next to a park” to be walled off
by three high-rise towers, turning what should be shared waterfront into a private amenity deck for
luxury tenants.

Put plainly: Greenpoint took the density hit in 2005 on the explicit understanding that this inlet would
be a park. The housing showed up; the park did not. Now, the last piece of waterfront that can make
the park whole is being handed to a private developer for a century. If this is allowed, the City’'s land
use “promises” are meaningless.

[l. 99-YEAR PRIVATIZATION ON AN UNDERVALUED DEAL



The 40 Quay parcel is owned by the MTA and currently used for a storage and operations facility.
Under the Monitor Point plan, the MTA would lease this public waterfront to Gotham Organization and
partners for 99 years. The lease payment is about $39 million. The overall development is often
described as a roughly $700 million project.

The financial imbalance is glaring. The public receives a one-time $39 million infusion; the private
partnership gains development rights to a massive, high-rent waterfront complex with three towers of
about 600 feet, 450 feet, and roughly 230 feet, totaling 1,150 units plus retail and museum space. The
per-acre price is well below what the City paid for other Bushwick Inlet parcels—tens of millions of
dollars for several acres only a few years ago. That suggests the MTA is under-pricing a unique,
upzoned waterfront site in a hot market.

The MTA's own 2019 RFP for 40 Quay stated openly that its “primary goal” was to generate financial
returns for its capital program, not to achieve a community-driven land use outcome. But the MTA's
capital needs are on the order of tens of billions of dollars; state and independent oversight reports
put the agency’s funding gaps in the tens of billions. A $39 million lease is a rounding error in that
context. It does nothing meaningful for transit, but locks a public waterfront site away for nearly a
century.

A 99-year lease is effectively privatization. It ensures that no living residents—and likely their children
and grandchildren—will ever see this parcel revert to true public control or be used as the parkland
they were promised.

[1l. FAKE "AFFORDABILITY" DESIGNED TO EXCLUDE EXISTING RESIDENTS

Monitor Point’'s defenders emphasize that 40% of the units will be “affordable.” That sounds
impressive in isolation. But the structure of the affordability and the local income reality tell a different
story.

Greenpoint and Williamsburg have seen wealth pour in over the last 20 years, but median renter
incomes still hover in the mid-$40,000s. Many long-term residents and working-class households fall
at or below that level.

By contrast, standard inclusionary housing bands, especially 60% of Area Median Income (AMI),
require incomes around $80,000-$90,000 for a family of three, with "affordable” two-bedroom rents
commonly over $2,000 a month. This is the band used in many similar projects and is being floated

here. In other words, a large chunk of Monitor Point's “affordable” units will require household
incomes roughly double the typical local renter’s income.

Those apartments might be numerically "below market” for a brand-new waterfront tower, but they
are not below market for the neighborhood’s struggling renters. They are effectively designed for a
higher-income population, often from outside Greenpoint.

Meanwhile, 60% of the units—about 690 apartments—will be full market-rate luxury units on the
waterfront. On this site, that means very high rents, high-end amenities, and a tenant base significantly
wealthier than the neighborhood's historical residents.

This is how Monitor Point fuels displacement: by importing a high-income population, ratcheting up
local rent comparables, and offering a thin slice of "affordable” units that current residents often
cannot realistically obtain or keep. We have seen this movie before. Studies of the Greenpoint—
Williamsburg rezoning have documented that it underestimated both the intensity of development



and the scale of displacement, and that the affordable housing created has not matched local needs.
Monitor Point repeats those mistakes.

[V. INFRASTRUCTURE THAT IS ALREADY AT THE BREAKING POINT

Since the 2005 rezoning, North Brooklyn has taken on an enormous share of the city’s new housing. By
some counts, the Greenpoint-Williamsburg area has added more than 20,000 units, making it one of
the most intensely developed areas in New York. The environmental impact statements for that
rezoning acknowledged that this would strain schools, transit, and sewer systems and called for
mitigation.

Two decades later, the reality is clear: the housing came; the infrastructure did not keep up.

e The G train is overcrowded and frequently unreliable, yet there has been no major capacity
upgrade to match the jump in riders from massive new projects.

e Local schools are under strain; parents and community organizations have repeatedly raised
concerns about overcrowding, catchment rezoning, and lack of new seats, especially at middle
and high school levels.

e Sewer and utility infrastructure has been pushed beyond its intended capacity, with residents
reporting backups, localized flooding, and other signs of system stress.

Monitor Point would add 1,150 units—likely 2,000 to 2,500 additional residents—to this already
overburdened system. Yet there is no robust, legally enforceable infrastructure package tied to this
rezoning that would guarantee new school capacity, transit improvements, or sewer upgrades linked
directly to the project. Relocating the MTA facility and unlocking a different park parcel is not a
substitute for fixing day-to-day service in the immediate area.

Approving Monitor Point in this context is not “addressing the housing crisis.” It is amplifying an
infrastructure crisis in a neighborhood that has already carried more than its share of citywide growth.

V. RISEBORO AND GOTHAM: PROBLEMATIC PARTNERS

The City is being asked to believe that Gotham Organization and RiseBoro Community Partnership are
responsible, trustworthy stewards of this project’s “public” benefits.

Gotham has already demonstrated in Fort Greene, with its 130 St. Felix Street project, a willingness to
push large, controversial rezonings over serious community opposition and against negative
recommendations from community boards. Residents there raised concerns about scale, shadows, and
historic context and ultimately sued to challenge approvals. That pattern—community rejection
followed by hardball politics—is now reappearing in Greenpoint.

RiseBoro's history is even more concerning. It is the rebranded successor to the Ridgewood Bushwick
Senior Citizens Council, built by former Assemblymember Vito Lopez. Lopez resigned from office after
devastating findings about sexual harassment and misuse of public and nonprofit resources. His ally
and the organization’s longtime executive director admitted to providing false documents to federal
investigators regarding her compensation and board approvals. Over time, the organization
developed a reputation for mixing political activity, public funding, and nonprofit work in ways that
raised serious ethical questions.



Today, RiseBoro is often described as a major nonprofit housing provider. But various reports and data
show it also carries a large number of open housing code violations and continues to pay very high
executive salaries. This is not the profile of an organization that should be entrusted, without strict
oversight, with hundreds of "affordable” units in one of the most sensitive redevelopment sites in the
city.

If, in spite of all other concerns, the City were to proceed with a version of this project, at minimum it
should not move forward without:

e Full resolution of outstanding housing code violations in RiseBoro's portfolio.

e Independent monitoring of building conditions and tenant protections at Monitor Point.

e Detailed public reporting on how subsidies, rents, and management are handled over time.
Those safeguards are not built into this ULURP.
VI. DEMOCRATIC LEGITIMACY AND ULURP

Brooklyn Community Board 1 has made its position clear over years of discussion: it does not support
turning the 40 Quay site into a massive high-rise luxury complex. Earlier fragments of this project were
voted down. Park advocates and community groups have consistently called for completion of
Bushwick Inlet Park and have characterized the MTA's 40 Quay deal as a betrayal of public trust.

Yet under ULURP, the community board'’s role is purely advisory. The same is true for the borough
president’'s recommendation. In practice, the City Planning Commission and City Council make the
final decision, and City Council member “deference” often means the local council member effectively
controls the outcome.

This structure creates a real risk: that all the community’s history, work, and stated priorities will be
ignored if they conflict with what developers and citywide planners want. In North Brooklyn, that
dynamic is acute because residents can point to concrete, written promises made in 2005 that have
still not been fulfilled.

If the Planning Commission and City Council approve Monitor Point as proposed—handing a key inlet
parcel to private hands for 99 years, on a broken promise of parkland and fake affordability—they will
not just be deciding a single project. They will be signaling that rezoning “commitments” are optional,
that public land is a piggy bank, and that ULURP is a performance rather than a meaningful check.

VII. WHAT A LEGITIMATE, COMMUNITY-SERVING PLAN WOULD LOOK LIKE

Rejecting Monitor Point does not mean rejecting all development, nor does it mean freezing
Greenpoint in time. It means recognizing that this specific parcel has unique history and symbolic
weight and must be planned accordingly.

A legitimate, community-serving approach for 40 and 56 Quay would include some combination of:

1. Completing Bushwick Inlet Park as originally envisioned, using these parcels to create a
continuous, accessible waterfront park from Williamsburg to Greenpoint.

2. If any housing is to be built, making it 100% deeply affordable at income bands that match local
renters (for example, 30-50% of AMI), with permanent affordability safeguards and public or



community land-trust ownership, and limiting height to a reasonable scale consistent with the
original zoning and neighborhood character.

3. Prioritizing civic, cultural, and community facility uses, such as expansion space for the Monitor

Museum and other local institutions, rather than a private amenity deck above a wall of luxury
apartments.

4. Pairing any development with ironclad commitments and funding for new school seats, transit

capacity enhancements, and sewer upgrades that directly address the cumulative impacts of
past and future development.

VIII. REQUEST AND CONCLUSION

Monitor Point is not a balanced proposal. It is a decision to:

Break faith with the Bushwick Inlet park deal that underpinned the 2005 rezoning.
Privatize public waterfront land through a 99-year lease while underpricing a scarce public asset.

Deploy misleading “affordable housing” numbers that exclude many current residents and
enable a majority-luxury complex.

Add substantial population to an area whose schools, sewers, and transit are already stretched.

Entrust crucial “public benefit” components to partners whose histories and performance do not
merit blind trust.

For these reasons, | respectfully urge:

The City Planning Commission to deny the Monitor Point rezoning applications and any related
map or text changes that would enable the current proposal.

The City Council, if the applications reach it, to vote NO and insist on a plan for 40 and 56 Quay
that centers promised parkland, true affordability, and public or community control of the land.

Council Member Restler and Borough President Reynoso to stand with the community in
rejecting this land giveaway and in demanding fulfillment of the Bushwick Inlet Park
commitments before any more large-scale waterfront development is approved here.

North Brooklyn has already done more than its fair share. The community was promised a park; it got
towers. The least this City can do now is protect the last remaining inlet parcels from being
permanently sacrificed to the same failed model.

Please reject this rezoning and keep this land in public hands for uses that truly serve Greenpoint
residents, present and future.

I've lived in Greenpoint for over 20 years. | have two kids and we are lifetime renters. We do not have
a rent stabilized apartment and it's been a struggle to stay in the neighborhood. With that
background | want to give you my thoughts on the Quay St. MTA towers and just development here in
general. I've seen tower after tower go up in Greenpoint and the rents only go up, not down. I've
read all the studies that say it takes 5-10 years to see any effect but | haven't see one. In fact, my last
landlord doubled his usual rent hike on us and used the rents in the towers as his excuse. I've heard
similar stories from many friends. | decided to look into the numbers and found some disturbing
trends. According to Streeteasy, the average increase in rent across the city from 2010 to 2024 was
52%. But in Greenpoint it was 110%. Other neighborhoods that have built lots of housing, like Mott
Haven have also seen rents rise at double the rate of the rest of the city. So now, between what seems
obvious on the ground and what I'm seeing in the numbers - | can only come to the conclusion that
luxury housing drives up rents. | know affordable housing is inextricably tied to developers and luxury
housing but | have to say as a long time resident of greenpoint with a family - I do not want any
more housing built here unless it's 100% affordable. Given that Greenpoint has taken on so much
of the housing burden, not to mention the environmental burden of this city | think it's a fair ask. |
also think that upzoning an area that was already rezoned is ridiculous. If they have to build
something there it should be a school or a 100% affordable building that meets the original scale
designated when they rezoned it back in 2005. It's public land and it should serve everyone in a
capacity that benefits the public - not another DINK (double income no kids) haven. The proposed
project is not it.

The MTA site should just become marshland / park. |t would save our community the future
headache of building seawalls to protect the rich people in the luxury towers in 10 years. Also, |
found a diamondback terrapin hatchling right where they want to build - they are a vulnerable species
and they are laying eggs in the inlet so marshland would really be great. Let's also not forget that
Greenpoint has added probably at least 50k people to the neighborhood and the outdated sewer
system can’t handle anymore. Ask anyone here with a basement during a storm. We also need more
park space to accommodate all these people. You can’t build more without creating more green
space. If you go to McCarren Park on a sunny weekend you can barely find a spot to sit in the grass it
is so crowded. We also still remember the pandemic when outdoor space was more important than
ever. This spot can provide us with that much needed green space while 100% affordable housing can
be built almost anywhere else in the neighborhood.
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I strongly urge you to NOT approve this project.

While you consider granting an upzoning to the Gotham Monitor Point project, please consider the
community that has been here fighting to protect our waterfront. We have been standing up - time and
time and time again - to advocate for responsible development in Williamsburg and Greenpoint. |
stood with neighbors over 30 years ago at the site of Marsh P Johnson State Park, when it was an
abandoned lot, as we all voiced our outrage at the potential rezoning for high rises. At the time, the
city and the and the property owners were framing it as a choice between waste transfer stations and
oil depots or high rise apartment buildings. We were supposed to be happy that waste transfer
stations would not return, despite the alternative being the essential theft of our waterfront and sky by
real estate developers.

Now the framing is that we need this development for "affordable" housing and to pay for Box St Park,
etc. There are plenty more sites for developers to make money and also build affordable housing.
You do not need to sh*t on the 30 year struggle we fought to secure a smidgeon of our waterfront for
park.

Our fight continued along this waterfront, with small victories and big losses. Bloomberg’s rezoning
plan, which ignored the neighborhood’s thorough rezoning recommendations, was a massive
giveaway to moneyed real estate interests. Many of these players, with strong connections to the
Bloomberg administration, bought large industrial waterfront tracts which overnight went from a value
of $10M to $150M, once the Bloomberg rezoning was pushed through.

Bushwick Inlet Park has come together, but at a very high cost. This is not just accounting for the
staggering number of ... $500M (!!) that this park will have cost, but of the extreme community fight
required to push this boulder up the hill. The battle has lasted decades, with endless advocacy
invested in this very important part of our community. And now we have this waterfront green space in
view, not just viable, but well underway, and behold - we are faced with the biggest of turds, ready to
be laid at the very edge of our inlet, right on our park. This is an outright kick in the teeth to the entire
community. Worse yet - this is proposed to happen on city owned land!!! Honestly, despite the fact
that over the years while we fought for our park, groves of high rise apartment building have sprung
up to steal our sky and waterfront, this particular proposal is a far more grotesque disregard for
community, for this investment of effort.

No amount of so-called ‘affordable housing’, no landscaped waterfront pathway, no Box St Park
development, and frankly no Monitor Museum promise compensates for this insult. Any of these
bonuses is important in its own right, but we should not be lured into terrible deals by shiny objects.
The long view is necessary. And, though we have unwisely squandered the opportunity to responsibly
develop a great proportion of the Williamsburg and Greenpoint Waterfront, we can not give up now
and say “Oh, what’s another high rise on the waterfront.”

This entire conflict needs to be reframed. WE own that land. WE are NYC. If WE need to wait even
longer for Box St Park, for the Monitor Museum, so be it. Do not give OUR sky and OUR waterfront
away. Do not up zone beyond the existing as of right zoning. Leave Bushwick Inlet Park in peace!
Better yet, let us aim to incorporate the Mobile Wash Facility parcel into the park! Never say never
about our ability to do great things without real estate developer perks. It might take time but we can
get it done. So if, however, you deem to lay that Gotham high rise turd, it is there for over 100 years.

Do not compromise with OUR waterfront! No more! Not 70 stories. Not 50 stories. Not 30 stories. Just
NOT. Period.

These towers, reaching up to 56 stories, directly contradict the 2005 rezoning agreement, which
promised this area would serve as a buffer zone to protect the community and transition into
parkland. The developer’s plan even requests the removal of a park designation from an adjacent lot,
effectively stealing public parkland to expand private luxury development.

Community members strongly oppose the project on environmental, equity, and infrastructure
grounds. The Bushwick Inlet is one of the East River’'s few remaining natural tidal estuaries—a rare
ecological habitat home to diverse wildlife. The plan threatens to degrade this critical site,



transforming it into a luxury amenity for wealthy tenants while offering no tangible benefit to the
broader community. Additionally, the introduction of 1,200 mostly luxury units in an already overbuilt,
under-resourced neighborhood would accelerate displacement, increase rents, and strain
infrastructure—with no meaningful investment in transportation, schools, or public services.

This development represents a betrayal of long-standing promises to the Greenpoint and
Williamsburg communities. For two decades, residents have fought to see the waterfront preserved
and made accessible, not handed over to private interests during a climate emergency. We call on
Council Member Lincoln Restler and all ULURP stakeholders to reject the Monitor Point
rezoning—fully and unconditionally—and to uphold the principle that public land must serve the public
good.

Dear Members of Community Board 1 and Council Member Restler,

My name is Sean Labbé, and | have been a resident of Williamsburg since 2008. | am writing to
strongly oppose the proposed Monitor Point rezoning at 40 and 56 Quay Street.

[ have lived in Williamsburg through multiple incarnations. When | moved here, large portions of the
waterfront were still desolate. Even before that, | spent years in this neighborhood... visiting friends,
working, socializing, and even filming an independent movie on Kent Avenue back when traffic ran
both ways and before the luxury high-rises arrived. Miss Williamsburg Diner was still there. The
waterfront was imperfect, gritty, and unmistakably part of a real neighborhood.

Over time, | welcomed some change. Basic conveniences and improved infrastructure can be positive.
But what has unfolded over the last decade, and what the Monitor Point proposal represents, is
overdevelopment at a scale that has directly harmed residents.

| have already been displaced once.
In 2018, after 10 years... | lost my original apartment on Bedford Avenue and South 1st Street due to
escalating rent increases after a new landlord took over. The conditions created made it impossible to
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remain, and | was ultimately forced to leave. This was not a choice... it was the result of rising rents and
landlord pressure that made staying untenable.

This experience is not unique, and it illustrates exactly why rezonings like Monitor Point matter so
deeply. These projects directly drive rent increases in surrounding areas. Each new luxury development
raises property values, fuels speculation, and increases pressure on existing tenants. The result is
displacement... repeatedly and predictably.

| am now once again at a point where if my rent increases, | may be forced to leave Williamsburg...
and possibly New York City altogether. | have watched countless friends, neighbors, and families leave
for the same reason. Monitor Point accelerates this pattern.

What is especially troubling is the disconnect between stated policy goals and actual outcomes.
Elected officials routinely say they oppose rising rents and displacement, yet rezonings that
overwhelmingly benefit luxury development continue to move forward. These two positions are
incompatible.

At some point, the public is entitled to ask: Who is this development actually for? It is clearly not for
longtime residents struggling to remain in their homes.

The proposed towers are dramatically out of scale with Bushwick Inlet and with what remains of
Williamsburg's character. They will further block views, strain infrastructure, overcrowd public spaces,
and continue transforming a living neighborhood into a high-density, tourist-oriented zone.

After decades of intense waterfront development, meaningful scrutiny is not only appropriate, it is
overdue. Continuing to approve projects of this magnitude without accounting for cumulative impact
undermines public trust and deepens the sense that community voices are secondary to real estate
interests.

| am a 35 year Greenpoint resident, proud former member of CB1 Land Use,
Environmental and Parks commitees writing to oppose the upzoning of 40 Quay due to
the absolutely devastating affect Monitor Point would have on Bushwick Inlet Park.

In 2005, 40 Quay was intentionally zoned R6, contextual zoning, intended to be a step up to
the Large Scale General Development sites along the East River, a buffer both for
Greenpoint’s residential blocks to the east and the Bushwick Inlet Park and the Bushwick
Inlet itself immediately to the south.

Instead, Gotham is asking to overload the relatively small site with three mega towers, 26,
41 and 56 stories; 16 floors more than the (incomplete) West Wharf Development Towers a
block away along the East River. Like all the Greenpoint/Williamsburg East River
developments, zoning requires that West Wharf be set back from the River, to provide a 40’
wide public access waterfront promenade. Monitor Point offers no such set back. This
projectis being held to a different standard. The lot line of the two west building towers will
sit on an elevated 250’ long private platform directly above the soon to open stretch of
Bushwick Inlet Park. In essence, Bushwick Inlet Park will function as set back for the
development, an amenity; the inlet, a water feature for the private development

This Community Board and our Elected Officials know all too well the ongoing battle to
realize Bushwick Inlet Park, parkland promised to the community in the 2005 rezoning.

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Introduction: Longtime Polish-American Resident and Finance
Professional Opposes Monitor Point Development

Dobry wieczér. My name is Veronica Zapasnik, and | represent BOTH the old and the new
Greenpoint. | immigrated here from Poland in 1990, have deep roots in this community for 35
years, and grew up in a basement with my parents and 2 other Polish people. | spent much of my
childhood in Greenpoint, which was traditionally a working-class, immigrant neighborhood.

Thirty-five years ago, my mother performed in Polish theater in THIS EXACT Polish & Slavic
Center auditorium where we are gathered today. We ate weekly in this building’s cafeteria, and we
shopped at Kiszka for Polish groceries (which thankfully still exists).

After college, | returned to Greenpoint as a working professional in finance, and | have lived here
for the past 10 years. | therefore speak both as someone who grew up in this neighborhood before
its transformation, and as someone living through its consequences today.

I strongly oppose the Monitor Point project, having seen first-hand what has happened in the
neighborhood over the past 35 years. The vibrant traditional immigrant community has now been
largely lost due to astronomical market rate rent increases throughout Greenpoint &
Williamsburg since the influx of luxury towers over the past decade. We have heard developer-
provided talking points from union workers who largely do not live in this community and therefore
do not experience the direct, daily affordability impacts these projects have on Greenpoint — on rents
across the neighborhood and on the cost of groceries and services. It is the people and the
community that make this city incredible — not wealth and glass towers.

Biggest Issue: Influx of luxury towers drives up rents across the
entire neighborhood, even with some “affordable” units

While | recognize there is a housing shortage in NYC, CB1 is simply the wrong place for additional
luxury housing towers. Community Board 1 has already contributed the LARGEST amount of new
housing built BY FAR since 2010 — yet market rents throughout all of CB1 have skyrocketed.
Between 2010 and 2024, Community Board 1 added 29,000 units of housing, while Community Board
18 — which encompasses Canarsie, Bergen Beach, Mill Basin, Flatlands, Marine Park, Georgetown, and
Mill Island — added only 500 units.

This matters because building 700 more ultra-luxury units does not solve the NYC housing crisis —
it makes it worse. More than a dozen luxury towers have gone up in the past 15 years, yet market
rents have risen significantly across the neighborhood. While NYC rents rose about 110% since
2010, Williamsburg and Greenpoint saw increases closer to 150%, making CB1 one of the
fastest-gentrifying districts in the city. By inviting primarily wealthy residents into CB1, these
developments push out long-time residents as the entire market shifts upward.

Here is the key point that often gets overlooked: the 700 luxury units are what drive rent increases
throughout the entire neighborhood. Even if a portion of units are labeled “affordable,” the market-
rate luxury units set a rent precedent for smaller landlords. Smaller landlords throughout CB1
look at what wealthy transplants are paying in luxury towers and raise rents in older buildings to match
that new “market.” That ripple effect accelerates displacement across the neighborhood.




As someone with a master’s degree working in finance, even | am barely able to afford
remaining in this neighborhood.

A decade ago, it was possible to rent a one-bedroom apartment in CB1 for around $2,000. Now,
market-rate one-bedrooms are around $6,000 — triple from a decade ago — unaffordable even for
many people with college and graduate degrees. As a CB1 real estate broker (Cory Kantin) has stated,
the expected rents of around $9,000-$16,000 per month at Monitor Point are only affordable
for households earning roughly $500,000 to $1 million.

At the January 20 hearing, a Gotham representative stated that Gotham “is not setting a precedent”
with its tall towers. But Gotham is also not acknowledging the precedent set by high market rents
spilling over into the rest of CB1. These rent increases have fundamentally altered — and in many
ways dismantled — our long-standing community, creating a disproportionate burden on this
neighborhood.

Luxury housing units — and the rent increases they bring for the ENTIRE market — now need to
be prioritized elsewhere and distributed more fairly throughout NYC. Other Brooklyn
neighborhoods have gotten away with contributing little or no new housing over the past 15 years,
while Greenpoint/Williamsburg has surpassed every other community district across all boroughs.

While | support jobs and good wages for construction workers, most construction workers do not
actually live in our neighborhood, and there are many other neighborhoods in NYC where
construction projects can take place without further dismantling an already overburdened district.

Second Biggest Issue: “Affordable” units here are not truly
affordable when AMI is above $100,000

The area median income (AMI) for CB1 is well above $100,000, because CB1 is now one of the
wealthiest districts in NYC. That means many units touted as “affordable” at 50%, 60%, or 80% of
AMI are still priced for relatively high-income households — and are not truly affordable for many
residents.

Gotham’s presentation claims that 40% of units are “affordable housing,” but many of those are
priced at 60-80% of AMI. In CB1, that is hardly affordable for many working people and long-time
residents — especially when paired with the neighborhood-wide rent inflation caused by the 700
luxury units.



Open Space and Parks Crisis: CB1 has among the lowest park
space per capita in NYC, despite massive housing growth

There is an open space and parks crisis in NYC, and CB1 has one of the LOWEST park space per
capita ratios in the city while also seeing the LARGEST amount of housing built since 2010. This
combination makes our neighborhood increasingly crowded and unsustainable.

Currently, Greenpoint/Williamsburg have approximately 30 square feet of public park space per
capita, while the NYC average is about 78 square feet — well below the recommended 109 square
feet.

Approving this development GOES AGAINST THE PROMISE that was already made to residents in
the 2005 rezoning. This is public land that was explicitly promised to residents to become an
extension of Bushwick Inlet Park.

We have already seen what happened along the Greenpoint waterfront despite past promises from
developers: there has been no meaningful increase in park space per capita. The neighborhood
feels increasingly crowded, and there is almost no grass & green space to relax and recover from
the stressful jobs we work just to afford living here.

Monitor Point is significantly taller than other recently built buildings. By blocking light and airflow,
it will further degrade one of the last remaining areas of open sky in this part of the city and
reduce sunlight reaching Franklin Street and the rest of Greenpoint — a real quality-of-life and
mental-health issue.

Some union members in support of the project said it should not be the case that only luxury tower
residents should enjoy the waterfront — but that is exactly what this project would reinforce: we would
remove open public space and invite more wealthy residents to monopolize what remains of our
community waterfront.

MTA Finances

Regarding the MTA: the money the MTA would receive from this deal will have no tangible impact on
MTA finances at the scale of its needs. If the City paid the MTA the same amount directly, it would be
one of the most cost-effective park-space acquisitions in NYC history. Instead, public land is being
channeled toward the profits of a for-profit real estate developer.

Flood Zone Considerations

Lastly, these massive skyscrapers work against nature-based flood defenses that would best protect
this flood-prone neighborhood. The towers sit well within 100-year flood zones. | lived in the city
during Hurricane Sandy and know how important this is. Instead of massive towers, we need nature-
based resiliency solutions that actually protect this sensitive waterfront.

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Decoding the DEIS: How
Semantic Manipulation Sells
the Monitor Point Project

January 4, 2026

"Made with real fruit.” Check the label: 2% fruit juice, 98% sugar
water. Sounds better than it is—pure semantics.

The art of semantics, seen everywhere from marketing to policy, is
the exercise of sharp influence (even manipulation) through
wordplay to shape how meaning is delivered and interpreted. The
practice of semantics isn't inherently bad; in fact, it is one of the
most powerful tools for good. Consider inspiring figures such as
Maya Angelou, whose words could transform pain into power and
make people feel seen. When wielded positively, semantics can
inspire, unite, and encourage liberated thinking.

However, the same tool that can inspire can also deceive.
Unfortunately, in large-scale real estate development, it is too
often the latter. Enter the DEIS—short for Draft Environmental
Impact Statement—the required documentation of a project’s
environmental impacts. Recently, Go Quay, LLC (an entity
established by the Gotham Group) released the DEIS for the
Monitor Point Project in Greenpoint, Brooklyn. The proposal
includes trading approximately 51,000 sf of designated public



parkland—promised to the community in 2005 for Bushwick Inlet
Park completion and still incomplete 20 years later—for three
high-rise residential towers (56, 41, and 21 stories), a ~35,000 sf
museum (originally intended to be part of Bushwick Inlet Park with
size undetermined), and retail space. However, it's reasonable to
think the museum serves as the public-facing justification for
eliminating the park, as it's the mechanism that unlocks the real
profit prize: bonus development rights (367,228 zoning sf
generated by rezoning Lot 25 from parkland to residential use)
and waterfront access that transform the adjacent towers from
ordinary residential buildings into marketable luxury waterfront
living. Without Lot 25's rezoning, the entire development's selling
point is weakened—no waterfront amenity, no bonus density, less
appeal. More sugar water, less juice.

So how does a developer convince NYC to trade designated public
parkland for private development? Well, they don’t ask directly.
Instead, they use language that makes them look like they're
doing the city and its people a favor, when in reality, they're
immorally profiting while the community unjustly pays the price.
Here's some insight into Go Quay'’s tricky playbook:

Numerical Obfuscation

One upfront tactic deployed by Go Quay is numerical obfuscation,
a semantic technique that manipulates how numbers are
presented, calculated, and contextualized to obscure deficits and
create false impressions of benefit. Below are key examples of how
numerical obfuscation appears in Go Quay’s DEIS.

The DEIS claims the completed development will provide
approximately 75,000 sf of open space. However, ~25,000 sf (over
a third of the total) comes from Box Street Park, located 0.8 miles



from the development site. Box Street Park has been pending
completion since 2005. The DEIS itself acknowledges (buried on
page ES-9) that “applicants have no control over what will be
developed at this location in the future or the timing of any future
improvements.” Yet throughout the document, this uncertainty
disappears, replaced by confidence-projecting language like
"would facilitate the full realization” and “"would allow for” Box
Street Park. The hedge becomes a promise without actually
promising anything. The disclaimer exists, but only where few will
see it. So why does this presumptuous ~25,000 sf matter? Because
developers are counting phantom parkland in their total to make
the number sound better. Without Box Street Park, the project
only offers 43,000 sf of publicly accessible open space—Iless than
the 51,004 sf of designated public parkland they're eliminating.

Now, what does this leave us with on-site for the 2,795 new
residents? The developer claims 50,000 sf of open space, but only
43,000 sf is actually publicly accessible—the remaining 7,000 sf
consists of museum visitor areas and landscaping not classified as
publicly accessible open space. Using the developer’s optimistic
50,000 sf figure, that's 17.9 sf of open space per person. Using the
actual publicly accessible space (43,000 sf), residents get just 15.4
sf per person. The city’s benchmark for adequate open space is
108.9 sf per person, meaning this project provides between 14.1%
and 16.4% of what residents actually need. In a neighborhood
already facing an open space deficit, they're making the problem
worse by eliminating designated parkland while claiming they're
helping to alleviate it.

And why is lack of open space a problem? Well, briefly put,
inadequate open space doesn't just mean fewer parks—it
contributes to measurable public health consequences such as



higher rates of chronic disease, mental health issues, and social
disconnection. Therefore, considering Lot 25’s designation as
public parkland, it carries principles of public trust—land held for
permanent public benefit under the Public Trust Doctrine. Any
alteration should serve public interest. So how is reducing open
space good for the public? The project cuts total open space by
7.7%, passive space by 7.5%, and active space by 8.1% in a
neighborhood already lacking adequate active open space (1.07
acres per 1,000 vs. the 2.00 standard). Again, on-site, residents get
between 15.4-17.9 sf of open space per person—14.1-16.4% of the
108.9 sf standard. Even with their tentative 75,000 sf total
(including the phantom Box Street Park 0.8 miles away), residents
get 26.8 sf per person—24.6% of standard. Go Quay is eliminating
permanent public parkland while deepening an open space deficit
—actions contradictory to community benefit.

Another area of the DEIS where numerical obfuscation is at work is
the claim that the project benefits the community by providing
affordable housing. While the percentage is subject to fluctuation,
based on the DEIS, the developer intends to pursue Option 1
under Mandatory Inclusionary Housing, providing 25% of units
(approximately 300 units) as “affordable” at an average of 60%
Area Median Income. This targets households earning
approximately $78,600 annually (calculated for the study area’s
average household size of 2.43 people). In a neighborhood where
14.7% of residents earn under $50,000, where average household
income has spiked 81.3% (from $103,165 to $186,991), and where
rents have increased 63.5%, these “affordable” units remain out of
reach for the community’s lowest earners. The deeper deception:
the project includes zero units at 30-50% AMI, the deep
affordability that would actually serve existing struggling residents.
Meanwhile, market-rate units target households earning



$156,000-$272,000 based on current market rents ranging from
$3,900 to $6,800 monthly. By keeping affordability thresholds
aligned with rising market pressures rather than community need,
"affordable housing” becomes linguistic cover for development
that serves newcomers, not existing residents facing displacement.
Across NYC, working-class communities are demanding real
affordability to counter gentrification. Understanding how the
numbers obscure who actually benefits is the first step toward
demanding accountability.

The above examples illustrate numerical obfuscation at work: lead
with numbers that sound generous (75,000 sf! 300 affordable
units!), bury the context that exposes inadequacy (only 24.6% of
required open space, “affordable” units that exclude the 14.7% of
residents earning under $50k), and count things that don't exist
yet or serve the wrong people (phantom parkland 0.8 miles away,
market-rate units for households earning $156k-$272k). The
technique works because most readers stop at the headline—
75,000 sounds like a lot, 25% sounds fair. But compared to what
standard? Affordable to whom? At what cost to existing residents?
Once you see the pattern, you can't unsee it: big numbers masking
massive deficits, deployed to make community harm look like
community benefit.

Strategic Omission

The next tricky semantic used by Go Quay can be referred to as
strategic omission—the art of manipulating truth by focusing only
on what's there, not what's missing. Think of a research paper that
presents findings without discussing limitations, alternative
explanations, or contradictory data. The analysis looks complete
until you realize entire categories of inquiry were never pursued.



That's strategic omission: not lying about what's included, but
controlling what never gets examined at all.

For example, the DEIS includes a chapter on “Alternatives,”
required under SEQRA (State Environmental Quality Review Act) to
demonstrate that decision-makers considered other reasonable
options before approving a project. However, the alternatives
analyzed are limited to a “No-Action Alternative” (what happens if
nothing is developed), an “Existing Zoning Alternative” (280
market-rate units with zero affordability), and a “No Unmitigated
Significant Adverse Impacts Alternative” (which concludes that
avoiding traffic impacts would require reducing the project to just
45 units—essentially killing it). Conspicuously absent: completing
Lot 25 as the public park it was designated to be in 2005 while
allowing development to proceed on Lot 1, developing the
museum on a smaller scale or on non-park-designated land
(including Lot 1 itself), or pursuing deep affordability housing that
would serve existing low-income residents. This final option
deserves particular attention: the developer could still construct
housing on Lot 1, generate profit, and relocate the museum—all
without alienating designated parkland on Lot 25. The only thing
lost in this scenario is Lot 25’s conversion from public park to
private development asset, which unlocks the waterfront branding
and bonus density (367,228 zoning sf) that transform ordinary
residential towers into luxury waterfront living. By refusing to
analyze this alternative, the DEIS reveals its priorities: Lot 25s
rezoning isn't necessary for housing—it's necessary for maximizing
profit. These aren't radical proposals—they're alternatives that
could fulfill the 20-year community promise and serve public
benefit rather than private gain. By refusing to analyze them, the
DEIS creates a false choice: approve luxury development or get
nothing. The chapter runs pages analyzing why slightly smaller



luxury developments wouldn't work, but spends zero words
examining whether the public park everyone was promised might
actually be the best use of public parkland.

The power of strategic omission lies in its subtlety: requirements
aside, why would the developer avoid analyzing alternatives where
Lot 25 remains designated parkland? One possibility: without Lot
25, the towers on Lot 1 lose their selling point as appealing
"waterfront” towers, making the entire development less
marketable. Additionally, transferring Lot 25 from public parkland
to “publicly accessible” private space maintains developer control
over accessibility. If the towers primarily attract higher-income
residents, the area could become a hub of informal gatekeeping—
less about who can legally access the waterfront, more about who
feels comfortable doing so. The DEIS describes concrete pathways
over playable land, suggesting limited active recreation. This raises
the question: who will actually use this waterfront—new residents
or existing ones? If primarily the former, it contradicts NYC's stated
goals of equitable, sustainable development.

Other omitted alternatives deepen the pattern. The DEIS doesn't
consider community governance mechanisms that could protect
the "public” part of “publicly accessible land“—a significant gap
given that such spaces are vulnerable to de facto privatization
through design, programming, and security choices. The proposed
museum is 35,000 sf, nearly the size of the South Street Seaport
Museum, which covers centuries of maritime history—yet no
alternative examines whether a smaller facility dedicated to a
single Civil War ironclad and local shipbuilding history might yield
more genuinely public open space. The point isn't to debate the
museum'’s size, but to note its complete absence from alternatives
analysis. Could the museum be smaller, or does its scale serve a



longer-term development strategy beyond what's disclosed?
While these considerations may seem idealistic, their total
omission from a legally required alternatives chapter reveals
priorities. If addressing “NYC's most pressing issue of housing”
were the goal, deep affordability alternatives would merit at least a
page of analysis. Instead, they're invisible. Strategic omission
doesn't just hide truth—it protects the narrative that luxury
development is inevitable, necessary, the only path forward.
Challenging that narrative requires making visible what was
deliberately left out.

The strategic omission in the Alternatives chapter finds support in
another glaring gap: the DEIS section on “Irreversible and
Irretrievable Commitments of Resources.” Chapter 23 is supposed
to assess what's permanently lost if the project proceeds—the
commitments that can’t be undone. Yet the most irreversible
commitment of all goes unmentioned: parkland alienation. The
chapter lists “approximately 50,000 sf of new open space” as a
benefit without disclosing that this space sits on land already
designated as parkland since 2005. What they're eliminating—
51,004 sf of park-designated land with permanent public
protection—never appears in the chapter meant to catalog
irreversible losses.

What else is strategically omitted? The irreversible ecological
losses from turning Lot 25 into a “complementary” development
asset. The developer claims the project would result in “improved
wetland quality” through removal of non-native species and
shoreline stabilization. This framing ignores the thriving ecosystem
already present. Bushwick Inlet, which Lot 25 borders, serves as a
migratory sanctuary for over 140 bird species, including protected
species such as the North American Bald Eagle, Common Loon,



and Cooper’s Hawk. The inlet also sits directly in the Atlantic
Flyway, one of four major migration corridors in North America,

where millions of migratory birds stop to rest / nest.! Moreover,
the tidal estuary supports species like winter flounder, scup, and
white perch. Since 2014, oysters have been placed in the inlet as
part of restoration projects, each filtering up to 50 gallons of water
daily.g By depicting the inlet as needing improvement, the
developer adopts an environmental savior posture that obscures
measurable recovery already underway and the nature-based
flood resiliency the site provides. The “improvement” framing
hides what Chapter 23 should catalog: the permanent loss of
critical migratory habitat, water filtration capacity, and soft
shoreline flood protection once development disrupts the existing
ecosystem.

Additionally, it is not unreasonable to question the effectiveness of
the developer’s proposed environmental improvement plan given
that construction is expected to span 42 months and generate
significant environmental disruption. The DEIS acknowledges
construction will cause displacement of terrestrial wildlife and
aquatic fauna, including potential impacts to Atlantic Sturgeon and
Shortnose Sturgeon habitat (both federally listed species). During
peak periods, the site will host substantial numbers of workers and
trucks daily, with pile driving and excavation occurring directly
adjacent to the inlet. The developer admits construction will
generate unmitigable traffic and noise impacts, with conditions
exceeding acceptable levels at some locations even with
mitigation measures in place. Yet, the DEIS offers no clear strategy
for protecting the inlet's 140+ bird species, oyster restoration
projects, or aquatic habitats during this prolonged disruption. How
will nesting birds be protected? How will construction debris be
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prevented from entering the estuary? These questions remain
unanswered, raising doubt about whether “improved wetland
quality” is achievable or merely rhetorical cover for development
that will degrade the ecosystem it claims to enhance.

Procedural Camouflage

The final semantic tactic deployed by Go Quay is procedural
camouflage—wrapping substantive risks in institutional language
that makes uncertainty sound like routine bureaucracy. Go Quay'’s
DEIS acknowledges significant contamination across the
Development Site: polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons, heavy metals
including lead, petroleum-related volatile organic compounds,
carcinogenic compounds like benzo(a)pyrene, and two 7,500-
gallon fuel oil tanks closed in place in 2005 with “undocumented
condition”...meaning no one knows if they leaked or contaminated
surrounding soil. Contaminated fill extends up to 8 feet below
ground surface, and groundwater samples show contamination
exceeding state standards. Yet despite cataloging these conditions,
the DEIS concludes with procedural reassurance: “The potential for
adverse impacts would be avoided by compliance with the (E)-
Designation.” This single sentence performs semantic leverage by
shifting focus from what's in the ground (confirmed carcinogens,
mystery fuel tanks, contaminated groundwater) to the process that
will theoretically address it. The (E)-Designation is an “institutional
control” that requires investigation and remediation, yet this
happens after project approval, not before. The DEIS asks
decision-makers to approve the project now, based on the
promise that contamination will be managed later through
compliance with regulatory protocols. The developer states they
“may” enroll in the state Brownfield Cleanup Program or “may”
proceed under the (E)-Designation—the regulatory pathway itself



remains uncertain. Further investigation will occur “during
construction,” meaning the full extent of contamination won't be
known until excavation begins. Procedural camouflage doesn’t
hide the contamination, it hides the uncertainty, the gaps in
knowledge, and the post-approval timeline behind the reassuring
language of “compliance.” The semantic trick is making “we’ll deal
with it later through proper channels” sound equivalent to “the
problem is solved.”

Here's what the above means in practice: once approvals are
secured, the pressure diminishes. The developer has permits in
hand, construction timelines to meet, investors expecting returns.
Remediation becomes something to manage around profit
margins, not a precondition for breaking ground. If contamination
proves worse than initial testing suggested—if those
undocumented fuel tanks leaked, if carcinogens migrated further
—the community absorbs the risk during 42 months of excavation
and soil disturbance. Workers on-site face daily exposure.
Neighbors breathe what gets unearthed. Children near
construction zones become involuntary participants in an
experiment where the full scope of danger won't be revealed until
it's too late to refuse consent. The DEIS asks the public to approve
now and trust later—trust isn't a remediation strategy, and
compliance isn't safety. It's a transfer of risk from those who profit
to those who simply live nearby. Such a risk deserves to be at the
forefront of concern prior to project approval, not after.

Procedural camouflage extends beyond contamination into how
the DEIS handles environmental justice itself. Chapter 24, Effects
on Disadvantaged Communities, acknowledges that the NYCTA
Relocation Site sits in a Higher-Burden Disadvantaged Community
(DAC)—a census tract already facing comparatively higher



pollution and health vulnerabilities. The facility being relocated
there would move industrial operations from the Development
Site (a Lower-Burden DAC) to this more heavily burdened
neighborhood. Yet the DEIS concludes there would be “no
disproportionate burden” because the relocation site is
“surrounded by existing industrial and manufacturing facilities and
buffered from sensitive uses.” This is procedural camouflage at its
most cynical: using existing pollution to justify adding more. The
logic is circular—because the community already suffers from
industrial exposure, one more facility doesn’t count as
disproportionate harm. The DEIS even frames removing the facility
from the Development Site as a community benefit, celebrating
that it "would be buffered from residential uses within DACs" at its
new location. Translation: moving pollution from a less-burdened
area to a more-burdened one, then calling it compliance with
environmental justice law while doing the opposite of what
environmental justice demands—protecting the most vulnerable.
The semantic sleight of hand is in the word “disproportionate.” By
that standard, you can keep adding harm to already-harmed
communities indefinitely, as long as each individual project doesn’t
make things measurably worse than the cumulative burden that's
already there. Compliance becomes a shield for compounding
injustice. The community that's already breathing industrial air
gets another facility because, procedurally speaking, they're
already breathing industrial air. That's not environmental review,
it's environmental redlining dressed up in regulatory language.

Why Decoding Matters

None of what's described above as semantics is illegal. The DEIS
follows procedural requirements, checks regulatory boxes, and will
likely secure approvals through established channels. That's



precisely the problem. Developers aren’t breaking rules—the rules
allow semantic manipulation to pass as transparency, enabling
projects to look beneficial on paper while delivering measurable
harm in practice.

The above analysis of semantic techniques matters because it
exposes the gap between what communities are told and what
they’'ll actually experience. The DEIS is supposed to enable
informed decision-making, but when (1) numerical obfuscation
buries deficits under big numbers, (2) strategic omission erases
alternatives that serve public need, and (3) procedural camouflage
defers contamination risks until after approval, the document
stops being a tool for democracy and becomes a barrier to it. The
result is gatekeeping—not by hiding the DEIS, but by writing it in
language that requires expertise to decode. Who can tell the
difference between “75,000 sf of open space” and “only 24.6% of
what's required, a third of which is phantom parkland 0.8 miles
away that might never exist”? Who cross-references Chapter 23's
silence on parkland alienation while considering protections under
the Public Trust Doctrine? Who traces the circular logic in Chapter
24 that uses existing pollution to justify piling on more? The
excluded voices aren't just people without access—they're people
without translation, without community-side expert analysis to
counter developer-funded consultants armed with favorable facts,
and without the time or resources to mount an adequate response
at the scale needed.

The stakes of the semantic deception prevalent within the DEIS are
both concrete and cumulative. Residents get 17.9 sf of open space
per person instead of the 108.9 sf benchmark. “Affordable”
housing targets households earning $78,600—out of reach for the
14.7% of residents earning under $50k—while zero units address



deep affordability. A Higher-Burden DAC gets another industrial
facility because it's already polluted enough that one more doesn't
count as “disproportionate.” Communities lose the waterfront park
promised 20 years ago. Children play near construction sites
digging up undocumented contamination. Neighborhoods watch
"publicly accessible” space become de facto privatized through
design that decides who feels welcome. These aren’t hypotheticals.
They're what happens when the DEIS is written to persuade rather
than inform, and usually, no one with power to stop it receives the
decoded version.

This article isn't about demonizing Go Quay or condemning
growth. It's about recognizing the incentives: developers profit by
making projects sound better than they are, consultants profit by
crafting approvals, and decision-makers lacking independent
review often greenlight projects based on favorable readings of
selective facts. Communities are told to trust the process—trust
contamination will be handled later, trust compliance means
safety, trust "no disproportionate burden” equals justice. The
system isn't broken by accident. It's designed this way. The
question isn't whether this specific developer is uniquely
manipulative—it's whether a system that rewards semantic upper
hand over substance can serve communities rather than profit
margins. NYC says it prioritizes affordable housing, climate
resilience, environmental justice. On paper, projects like Monitor
Point check those boxes. In reality, who's left to argue when the
facts come from a developer-funded document deliberately
written beyond most people’s ability to decode?

What Could Change?

Recognizing the problem opens the door to fixing it. If semantic
manipulation thrives because the system allows it, then the



solution isn't better developers—it's better systems. What could
change? If the DEIS is meant to serve democracy, it needs to
become a tool communities can wield. That transformation
requires structural shifts such as those outlined below:

e |Independent technical review as a required checkpoint:
Currently, developers commission the DEIS, submit it for
approval, and communities scramble to decode hundreds of
pages before the hearing. This process should change. Before
any DEIS reaches decision-makers or the public, an independent
review body (publicly funded, not developer-paid) should
evaluate it and produce a public report highlighting potential
red flags: misleading numbers, ignored alternatives, deferred
risks, unsubstantiated claims of community benefit.
Communities would receive both the DEIS and the independent
assessment, creating a level playing field before anyone votes.

e Community-based DEIS review organizations and awareness
campaigns: Dedicated funding (whether public, philanthropic,
or NGO-backed) should support community organizations
specifically tasked with decoding DEIS documents and running
information campaigns. These teams would translate technical
jargon, identify red flags (phantom parkland, deferred
contamination, omitted alternatives), and mobilize
neighborhoods before approval becomes inevitable (e.g.
getting citizens to the community board meeting). Operating as
centralized community hubs, they'd help ensure understanding
a DEIS doesn’t require expertise residents may not have.

e Alternatives analysis that communities can enforce: SEQRA
mandates alternatives, but gives developers total discretion
over which ones to analyze. This creates the false choice of
"approve luxury development or get nothing.” Reform should
require developers to analyze alternatives proposed by



community boards, local organizations, or submitted during
public scoping—completing promised parkland, deep-
affordability housing, ecological preservation. These alternatives
shouldn’t be optional. Communities should have legal standing
to challenge inadequate alternatives analysis.

The Monitor Point DEIS shows what happens when semantics
replace substance and compliance substitutes for care. It's time to
flip the script: make the DEIS a mechanism for agency instead of
gatekeeping, where communities read through the tricks, demand
real answers, and shape development that serves people, not
profit margins.

Why | Wrote This

This case isn't just policy analysis for me. What led me to focus on
this specific DEIS is my firsthand experience witnessing the
consequences people face from development projects due to lack
of awareness, information sharing, and meaningful public
participation around environmental impact documentation. One
memory that stands out is my time in Mai Mahiu, Kenya, where a
highway being developed by China was under construction near a
rural community. The highway generated significant dust that,
carried by seasonal winds, damaged local crop yields—including
gardens belonging to internally displaced persons—and residents
reported increased respiratory issues. These impacts are often
disclosed in documents like Environmental Impact Statements, but
they're buried beneath layers of technical language and
inaccessible jargon that prevent communities from understanding
what's coming. Although America is considered a developed
country, it's becoming increasingly clear to me that the same
dynamics play out here as they do in countries classified as
"developing”—same issue, different face. In Nepal, teahouses



located near energy development sites often lose business as
construction disrupts foot traffic and alters the local landscape.
While these economic consequences may be acknowledged in
planning documents, they're rarely addressed—communities
receive no compensation, no mitigation, left in the dark as
development advances without accountability. The advantage in
the U.S. is slightly more formal agency over the process—language
accessibility and established legal procedures create openings for
intervention, but only if communities know what to look for before
it's too late. Yet, these openings only work if communities know
what to look for. The discussed Monitor Point DEIS is a textbook
example of how semantic manipulation operates within legal
compliance—and therefore, a chance to practice challenging it.

Take Action

If you're in NYC, here's what you can do: show up to the
Community Board 1 meeting on January 20th at 6:30 PM at the
Polish-Slavic Center. It's the public’s first chance to testify on the
40 Quay Street upzoning. Voice your concerns and bring the
questions the DEIS won't answer! Make decision-makers justify
trading permanent parkland for private development. If you're not
NYC-based, message me and | can voice your concerns for you.
The more eyes, the better! Showing up, asking the right questions,
and refusing to accept semantics as answers—that’'s how the
double-edged sword cuts the other way.

On a closing note, I'd like to add that | view the art of decoding
the DEIS as a tool for reaching Stage 4 in my Collective Emotional
Compression model: Emotional Rupture and Radical Reclamation.
This is the stage where clarity helps enable resistance. When
people can see the full picture without semantic fog obscuring the
deficits, they can begin to resist efforts that threaten their



livelihoods, their health, their promised parks. This isn't about
declaring developers wrong and communities right; it's about
equal footing. Right now, the playing field is tilted: one side has
paid consultants fluent in regulatory language, the other side gets
a 600-page document written to obscure as much as it discloses. If
the DEIS continues operating as a tool that favors those who profit
over those who live with the consequences, the referee is
effectively biased. That's not a fair match. Decoding semantic
techniques (numerical obfuscation, strategic omission, procedural
camouflage) levels the field. It transforms the DEIS from a
gatekeeping mechanism into a toolbox for liberation, where
communities can wield the same document meant to justify harm
and use it to demand accountability instead. The goal isn't to stop
development. It's to make sure development serves the people it
claims to benefit, not just the balance sheets of those building it.
