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Letter from DCP Director Daniel Garodnick

To my fellow New Yorkers:

Every year, each of New York City’s 59 community boards advocate for the needs of its
residents and stakeholders by preparing a Statement of Community District (CD) Needs and
Community Board Budget Requests. Through this process, community boards share the top
issues impacting their neighborhoods and propose capital and expense requests to address
those identified needs. I'd like to thank the volunteer members of our community boards and
the District Managers who work so hard in leading this essential process and in preparing these
reports.

The annual CD Needs process is the product of months of collaboration and public input and is
a valuable tool for New Yorkers to participate in neighborhood planning. At the broadest levels,
CD Needs offers a critical window into the challenges faced by New Yorkers, and how those
challenges may differ across neighborhoods. At a granular level, it provides a forum through
which community leaders specify those needs and make recommendations for spending --
which in turn are used by City agencies, elected officials, advocacy groups, and non-profit
service providers, among others, to better understand and meet the individual needs of each
community board.

Through this year's submissions, we heard the stories of our communities’ biggest challenges,
such as the human impacts of our housing crisis. In that vein, community boards again selected
affordable housing as the most pressing issue citywide, followed by crime and public safety, and
parks and open space. Through our online form, community boards generated more than 3,700
budget requests, and for each, one of 28 City agencies responded to indicate whether the
request could be accommodated within the upcoming annual budget. This year, in line with our
commitment to increasing transparency across the CD Needs process, we are publishing
agency responses to these requests in the final section of these reports.

DCP deeply values our partnership with community boards. We remain committed to supporting
them by increasing participation in, and improving the transparency of, the CD Needs process.
We have received valuable feedback from our community board partners, and we are excited to
work with them to continue improving our online submission form, to connect boards with
agencies to advance budget request proposals, and to open the form earlier in the calendar
year to allow more time for public input and preparation. We look forward to advancing this work
with both community boards and City agencies to ensure this is a valuable and productive way
to improve our City’s neighborhoods and to respond to local community needs.

Statement on Data Accuracy

Under Title 13 of the U.S. Code, the Census Bureau is legally bound to protect the privacy of individuals
participating in the decennial census. To adhere to the law and to avoid the disclosure of information about
individual respondents, the Census Bureau has historically applied a host of techniques, such as top- and bottom-
coding, imputation, table- and cell-suppression, and data swapping. The Census Bureau is employing a new
technique with the 2020 Census, referred to as the Disclosure Avoidance System (DAS), based on differential
privacy. With this approach, the Census Bureau “infuses noise” systematically across census data and sets a
quantified disclosure risk, referred to as the Privacy Loss Budget (PLB).

While the new DAS approach may diminish the risk of disclosure concerns, it comes at a cost to data accuracy.
Consequently, 2020 Census data users should be aware that all sub-state counts, except for housing units (which
are unaffected by the DAS), may be adjusted to protect the privacy of Census participants and may be subject to
reduced accuracy. Because DAS noise infusion is randomized, it is impossible for data users to know the degree to
which any individual statistic is altered. However, it is possible to say that in general the relative size of errors

decreases as counts increase. Consequently, data users should have greater confidence in the accuracy of the data
as counts get larger. Further, an evaluation of a Privacy-Protected Microdata File (PPMF), treated with a Disclosure

Avoidance System like the one applied to 2020 redistricting data, showed that counts of 300 or more rarely have
sizable errors (error beyond +/- 10% of the count). Therefore, while data users need to be cognizant of data
accuracy limitations, they should have confidence in conclusions based on sizable counts, which are relatively
unaffected by the Census Bureau'’s latest disclosure avoidance method.




3. OVERVIEW OF COMMUNITY DISTRICT




Community Board 13 is composed of Coney Island, Brighton Beach, Sea Gate and Gravesend, we are surrounded by
water. We are a growing community with residential, commercial and amusement developments. We have a
NORC population that has needs to be addressed, with a large immigrant community that also has special needs.
The Russian immigrants are moving into the NYCHA projects and high rise developments in Coney Island changing
the needs of the area. There has been an increase of Pakistani and Mexicans immigrants moving into Brighton
Beach. Also with our seasonal amusement area, the residents are forced to cope with increased traffic congestion
and severely dwindling number of parking spaces. There has been many challenges rebuilding the infrastructure
since Superstorm Sandy. The streets are still currently torned up and being fixed causing traffic delays. In 2012, the
community was not prepared for Superstorm Sandy. Ten years later, we are still not prepared for another
Superstorm Sandy, we realized that the need to protect our shoreline must be our first priority. We need to have
both short term and long term goals to fix the shoreline. Since the last Community District Needs request, the EDC,
DDC and Parks Dept has made some improvements to the infrastructure. Coney Island Phase 2A continues to work
on West 16th Street between Hart Place and Surf Avenue and expects to finish in 2024. We are still waiting for EDC
to begin to rebuild the bulkhead on Coney Island Creek from Cropsey Avenue to West 22nd Street. The Parks Dept
has continued to protect the shoreline by planting sea grass along Coney Island beach and Coney Island Creek Park.
We hope they will continue this for the next couple of years to help with the entire shoreline. The long term
solution, we need Army Corps of Engineers and the federal government and ORR to fund the project necessary to
protect us if another disaster occurs with the installation of sea wall/float gates. We found out there is $52 billion
dollars allocated to the NYC area from the federal government to study and protect the shoreline. We have to fight
for funding to come into the area. According to City Planning, our Community District Profile indicates we have the
largest senior population in NYC with 23.9% of the Community Board #13 being seniors. The growing senior
population issues must be addressed including more senior housing, additional senior center and the needs for
additional health care facilities, specifically geared to the senior population. The NORC population have more time
on hand and the work experiences, we need to tap into this resource and expand on any intergenerational
programs and mentorship with the seniors. Our most important issues in our seven policy area are - Health: C1
Trauma Center needed in Coney Island Hospital; Youth: Recreational/Educational Center needed for the youth;
Public Safety: more uniformed officers needed in the area; Environmental: Protecting the shoreline from the next
disaster; Housing/Economic Development: Overdeveloping the area with too many apartments, and need for more
jobs; Transportation: we need a traffic survey for the area during the summer time and improved mass transit;
Parks: Fixed the boardwalk. We will discuss this more in detail in each section. With the growing immigrant
population in Community Board #13, we need to address ESOL services, immigration rights, DACA raids, ICE raids,
etc. Community Board #13 has been working with city and local agencies and the Brooklyn Public library to bring
attention to the issues in the immigrant communities. According to the NYC Planning Community District Profiles,
we are in the top three in Limited English Proficiency. To combat this, we need more ESOL and conversation classes
so that our residents can become more proficient in the English language. Currently, we have several new
developments being built in the area. Six known development sites, each bringing in between 200-500 units per
development will surely overtax the infrastructure with more cars, causing increased congestion and parking
problems. More units mean more children and seniors coming into the area. The existing schools and senior
centers cannot handle the new population. These needs must be address before they move in. Upgrading the
infrastructure includes the sewer lines that need to be able to handle the new developments. Four developments
(West 33rd Street apartment, and Rybek/Seabreeze Apartments, Ocean Dreams and Surf Vets Apartments, Raven
Hall Apartments, L&M Project) have opened in 2021/2022. There are two more large apartment developments that
will be opening up in the next two years. We are also concerned about the increase in the flood insurance rate. We
know it will increase dramatically and will affect the small homeowners, renters and businesses in the area. We are
disappointed with GOSR (Governor’s Office of Storm Recovery) who has implemented the back flow prevention
project for homeowners to have installed to prevent water from coming into the homes through the sewer lines.
The program has begun but with the pandemic there hasn't been a great response because people didn't want
people in their homes. There were only two homeowners that were qualitfied for the project in our district. The
remaining homeowners are still without a back flow preventor and are proned to the next big storm. The FEMA
release preliminary flood insurance rate maps for the area. The flood insurance rate increase will affect the high
rise developments, too. Building management will have to pass the increased costs on to the renters through their
monthly rents and maintenance fees. The NORC in these high rise developments are on a fixed income and will find
it hard to pay the increase. With these increasing rates, t%e people will be forced out of their homes. We would call



this insurance gentrification, where the neighborhood would change because of the increase of flood insurance
rates. The traffic problem in the area has gotten worse with the new developments. NYC Ferry will not come to
Coney Island after extensive study on dredging the Coney Island Creek, resulting more frequently than anticipated
annual dredging. To maintain the dredging, it would have cost over $45 million dollars to clear the channel. The
other suggestion was to put it on the beach/oceanside but to do this, it would cost $90-5200 million dollars to build
a breakwater to protect the dock. Both options had a high price tag, but no one is willing at this time to flip the bill.
Therefore EDC will not bring the ferry system to Coney Island. We need to concentrate on making our subway
stations ADA compliant with elevators such as F Train - Neptune Avenue, Q Train — Ocean Parkway, etc. These
stations are located near NORC population in our community. We need to look at all the future developments and
it impacts the traffic and parking in the area. After the infrastructure projects are completed, we need to see how
all these developments effect the community. With the COVID19 still happening as we write this report, there will
be new problems that needs to be addressed. Retrofit schools, unemployment, closing businesses, vaccine
distributions, etc. are a few issues that everyone must face in the coming years. The City budget has to address
those needs in order for the neighborhood to flourish.
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4. TOP THREE PRESSING ISSUES OVERALL

Brooklyn Community Board 13

The three most pressing issues facing this Community Board are:

Infrastructure resiliency

Sandy Recovery and Future Resiliency: High-rise structures, notably those of the City's Housing Authority, evidence
of the storm’s devastation — the presence of mold, the shuttered community centers, abandoned homes, empty
stores and civic facilities. NYCHA buildings currently constructing 2nd floor generators to prevent future floodings.
Homes were not qualified for the back flow prevention program the State had promised to the residents. The
shoreline is our other concern. Nothing has been done to protect us from the next superstorm. We need short term
solutions such as planting beach sea grass and putting in dunes along the shoreline. Long term projects,will have to
deal with the Army Corp of Engineers to build a sea wall in the Rockaway Inlet. Currently, there are plans to
construct 6 large residential developments in our community. Each development has between 200-500 units. We
need to upgrade our infrastructure to sustain the new developments. The sewer lines need to handle the new load
of people moving into the neighborhood. As mentioned below with traffic, these developments do not provide
adequate parking and therefore the new residents will be forced to find street parking.

Traffic

Traffic is one of the overwhelming problems in the peninsula. During the summer season, motorists come in and out
of Coney Island and Brighton Beach, they are looking for free parking spots. When they realized there are no
parking spots, they circle around the area waiting for someone to leave. This happens throughout the summer and
residents feel hostage in their home, afraid to leave and lose their parking spot. There is limited amount of parking
spaces and parking lots once they are filled up the streets. This causes a traffic nightmare. Emergency vehicles from
Fire, Police, ambulances, EMS have difficulties reaching to their locations where time is an essence. One solution
having people use mass transit. We finally have express service on the F train to Coney Island. We no longer have
the ferry system come to Coney Island due to the enornmous cost of dredging the Coney Island Creek. Another
solution is to have offsite parking and have people shuttled in on a jitney buses to their locations. This would partial
alleviate the congestion coming into the area, and would give people an alternate route of getting out of the area.

Other

Fixing up the Reigelmann Boardwalk - The Riegelmann Boardwalk has been neglected for so many years.
Community Board #13 has decided to put this in as a Top 3 important item to address. We understand there is a
huge amount of funds to fix and maintain the boardwalk. It still needs to be fix and have a plan to have future
maintenance, so we don’t run into this problem again.

With this
pandemic, we need all the medical facilities to handle COVID19.

Brighton Beach Avenue is exceptionally wide, and the
existing street lighting does not extend to adequately
bathe pedestrians in light. This is especially true on the
southside of Brighton Beach Avenue adjacent to the
public park at the Oceana where the lush trees obscure
the sidewalk and keep it in darkness. Pedestrian-level
lighting in the form of (what are called by DOT) B-pole
lights would greatly enhance visibility and remove the
element of vulnerability which is currently the
pedestrian experience.

Traffic safety is a very real concern. When motorists,
bicyclists and pedestrians don?t follow the rules of the
road, public safety is endangered. Neckdowns provide
safe refuges for pedestrians to wait to cross the street.
They shorten the effective crossing distance for
pedestrians. And they do not take away parking
spaces. They should be in place at every intersection in
every commercial corridor in Southern Brooklyn.

NYC Ferry has constructed the Coney Island Ferry
Landing at Kaiser Park. We are waiting for EDC to
report to the community if the Coney Island Creek site
is acceptable or the oceanside at Steeplechase Pier as
an alternate site for the ferry.

Sufficient funds are requested to improve access at the

We need to have Parks to partner with DSNY

to extend recycling collection options to include the
Reigelmann Boardwalk using smaller collection
equipment that would not damage the boardwalk.

We would like to request the Parks Dept to hire
additional carpenters and expand their schedule from
seasonal to year-round in order to keep up with the
increasing demands and backlog of complaints related
to the conidtion of the planking of the Riegelmann

Boardwalk.

Allocate funds for an existing social services and legal
organization to set up a branch in Community Board
#13 area in order to provide assistance to the
vulnerable population, domestic violence victims, single
mothers, and low-income residents living with serious
mental health concerns. This funding would disrupt
and dismantle cycles of hospitalization, homelessness,
and incarceration by providing direct legal and social

work services.
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Approval of this request depends on
sufficient Federal/State funds.
