Out of the nine hospitalized workers, six of the
workers were taken for observation, while two of the
other workers went to Cornell Hospital and the ninth and
final worker went to Jacobi Hospital. The workers that
went to Cornell Hospital and Jacobi Hospital are in
hyperbaric chambers. All of the workers are in stable
condition. Three ECB Violations were issued: one
violation to the General Contractor for a failure to
safeguard, one violation to the Site Safety Manager for
the failure to perform his duties, and one violation to the
Fire Safety Manager for the failure to perform his duties.
A full Stop Work Order (FSWO) and three DOB
Violations were also issued. The contractor has been
directed to only make the site safe. Holes were created in
the formwork to ventilate the space.

A DOB inspector reported that a lull was deliving an ECB Violation 35376626P 020519CEO3MS01
eighty pound cement bag to the fourth floor when the

bag fell from the lull and struck a worker that was on a

scaffold at the second floor level. The worker went to a

hospital. An ECB Violation was isued for a failure to

maintain safety operations at the job site. A full Stop

Work Order (FSWO) and a DOB Violation were also

issued.

A DOB inspector reported that there were contractors ECB Violation 35377189k
that were installing exterior windows at the site. One of
the workers was attached to a life-line on the exterior
leading edge when he hyperextended his elbow while
setting a window. The worker was taken to a nearby
hospital and was released from the hospital with a minor
injury. There were no design drawings found for the life-
line that was in place, and the life-line was found to not
be an effective fall arrest system. An ECB Violation was
issued for the failure to provide design drawings. A partial
Stop Work Order (PSWO) was issued on all exterior
window installations. The contractors are to design a
safe design drawing and a Means and Methods for
window installation.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker was standing on
a ladder and stripping formwork when the formwork fell
on the ladder and knocked the worker off of the ladder.
The worker fell approximately nine feet. The worker was
taken to a hospital by ambulance in a conscious state.
Five ECB Violations were issued: one violation to the
General Contractor for the failure to maintain safety
measures during a stripping operation, as there was no
work platform present, one violation to the General
Contractor for the failure to provide a site-specific safety
orientation for the workers, one violation to the Concrete
Subcontractor for the failure to perform a pre-task safety

A DOB inspector reported that a worker was using a
grinder to grind brick on an exterior wall when the grinder
kicked back and cut the worker's left arm. The worker
was transported to New York Downton Hospital by an
ambulance to receive stitches. The worker was in
possession of a proper ten hour OSHA card and a
scaffold training card. However, the worker did not sign
the safety training log.

A DOB inspector reported that a pedestrian woman was
struck in the face by lumber that was being loaded onto
a truck. The woman was examined by the on-site medic.
An ambulance was not called. An ECB Violation was
issued for a failure to safeguard. A partial Stop Work
Order was issued for all loading and unloading of
materials and debris. A DOB Violation was also issued.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker was installing
sheetrock inside of the elevator shaft of the J1 and J2
elevator banks on the forty-fifth floor when a piece of
metal stud that was stored near the shaft fell from above
and hit the worker on his hard hat. The worker suffered a
laceration to his nose and was taken to a hospital by an
ambulance to receive treatment.

The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker on the
fourth floor of the west building was hit by a piece of
plywood while other workers were bringing stripping
forms up to the next floor. The worker was seen by the

on-site medic and was then taken to Bellevue Hospital by

A DOB inspector reported that a two-by-four hit and
shattered one window on the twenty-first floor, and two
windows on the twentieth floor, before landing on the
thirteenth floor set back, where two workers were
working.

The plywood was
not leveled, which created a tripping hazard. The
worker's knee was hit. The on-site medic treated the
injured worker and sent the worker to urgent care. A
similar floor cover was also being used on the second
and fourth floors in addition to the sixth floor. The injured
worker did not go through the site-specific safety
orientation that was provided by the Site Safety Manager.
Two ECB Violations were issued: one violation for a
failure to maintain safety measures, as the worker was
injured on a tripping hazard, and one violation for a
failure to provide a site-specific safety orientation to the
worker on the site. The General Contractor is to provide
a Means and Methods for the safe operation of the site.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker was removing
windows from a delivery truck that was parked on the job
site when one of the windows fell on his feet. The worker
suffered an injury to his ankle and was taken to
Methodist Hospital by an ambulance. An ECB Violation
was issued for a failure to safeguard all persons and
property. A partial Stop Work Order (PSWO) was issued
on all material handling and delivering. The General
Contractor is to provide a Means and Methods.

The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was
pulling an “A™-Frame that had sheetrock on it out of an
out-of-service elevator when the “A"™-Frame tipped over
and pinned the worker to a wall. The worker went to a
hospital on his own for a checkup.

A DOB inspector reported that at an existing nineteen
story alteration building, a worker was torching a boiler
shell to cut it when he fell. The worker was taken to a
clinic. The incident occurred on February 28, 2019, but
was reported on the following day, March 1, 2019. Three
ECB Violations were issued: one violation for a failure to
maintain safe operations, one violation for the injured
worker not attending the pre-shift safety meeting, as the
worker's signature was not on the meeting signing sheet,
and one violation for the failure by the Site Safety
Manager to notify the Department Of Buildings of the
incident in a timely manner. A partial Stop Work Order
(PSWO) was also issued.

The Site Safety Manager reported that an HVAC installer
was installing duct work on the fifth floor when he came
into contact with a 277-volt temporary lighting system.
Arcing occurred, and the arcing burned the worker's
clothing.

The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was
performing exterior painting when he fell approximately
seven feet from a scaffold, falling from the sixth floor to
the fifth floor. The worker suffered possible broken ribs
and was taken to a hospital by an ambulance.

An ECB Violation was issued for the failure to
provide adequate safety measures during a masonry
operation. A full Stop Work Order (FSWO) and a DOB
Violation were also issued.

A DOB inspector reported that there were workers that
were attempting to lower styrofoam from the second floor
terrace to the first floor through the opening of a skylight.
The skylight was temporarily covered by a tarp that was
being held in place by paving blocks. While the tarp from
the skylight was being removed, a paving block fell
through the skylight to the floor below, bounced off of the
floor, and hit the foot of a worker that was standing on
the lower floor.

No
enforcement action was necessary.

A DOB inspector reported that an electrician was
working in the switch gear room when he brushed up
against a service bus and was shocked. Another worker
knocked him off of the connection. The shocked
electrician was taken to a hospital. It was determined that
this incident occurred as the result of a worker’s error.
No enforcement action was necessary.

The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was
going down a stair tower when he slipped, fell
approximately two steps, and hurt his lower back. The
worker complained about pain. A co-worker took the
injured worker to a hospital. This incident occurred as
the result of a worker error.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker was working in
an elevator shaft removing formwork when he fell sixteen
feet into the elevator pit. The worker suffered a broken
leg and was transported to a hospital in stable condition.

A DOB inspector reported that a mason worker was
using a power jack to move a mini-container when he
got his finger caught between the power jack and the
mini-container. EMS was called, and the worker was
transported to a hospital.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker at the cellar level
was in the process of moving ducts that were stored over
a sump pit when the worker stepped on a plank. The
plank was not secured, and the worker stepping on the
unsecured plank caused the plank to shift, which then
caused the worker to fall over into the stored plank. The
worker suffered a cut to his forearm and was taken to a
local hospital for treatment. An ECB Violation was issued
for a failure to safeguard. A full Stop Work Order
(FSWO) was issued because of the presence of
inadequate protection at the pump room.

A DOB inspector reported that there were workers using
a portable concrete mixer to perform a concrete
operation on the sixth floor. The mixer was unattended
when laborers attempted to move the mixer to another
location. When the laborers attempted to move the
mixer, a switch was touched, which rotated the mixer
and caused a cut to the finger of one of the laborers that
was assisting with the moving of the mixer. The laborer
that had been cut was taken to a nearby urgent care
center, where he received five stitches for his finger. The
struck laborer took the rest of the day off. Two ECB
Violations were issued: one violation for the failure to
maintain and institute safety equipment measures and
temporary construction equipment, and one violation for
the failure to provide a competent person and a periodic
inspection record for equipment. A partial Stop Work
Order (PSWO) was issued on all on site equipment
usage. Two DOB Violations were also issued. The
General Contractor is to provide an adequate inspection
record on all equipment and site-specific
training/orientation for equipment usage and operations
with equipment going forward.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker was unloading
metal angles from a flatbed truck when his left hand was
pinned between the metal angles. The worker was taken
to a hospital by a co-worker and received three stitches
on his wrist before being released. Five ECB Violations
were issued: one violation for the failure to maintain
safety measures, as a worker was injured during material
handling, one violation for the failure to provide adequate
fall protection, as a worker was on the leading edge with
no fall protection in place, one violation for the unsafe
storage of materials near the sidewalk, one violation for
the presence of inadequate pedestrian protection at the
storage area near the public walkway, and one violation
for the absence of a barricade, warning sign, or light
around the material stored on the street to protect
vehicular traffic. A partial Stop Work Order (PSWO) was
issued to stop all leading edge work and material
handling, including deliveries. The General Contractor is
to comply with all violations and provide a Means and
Methods for the safe operation of the job.

A DOB inspector reported that there were workers ECB Violation
relocating scaffolding platform planks when a plank

slipped out of a worker's hand, fell to the next level, and

hit another worker. The injured worker was okay, but

was taken to an urgent care center for a checkup

because he was complaining about pain.

A DOB inspector reported that an electrician was on a
ladder installing an electrical fixture on the ceiling when
another fixture came loose, fell approximately one foot,
and hit the electrician, causing a cut to the electrician's
chin. The electrician was in stable condition and was
taken to a hospital by a co-worker for observation. It was
determined that this incident occurred as the result of a
worker's error. No enforcement action was necessary.

A DOB inspector reported that there were workers
removing walls and suffix on the seventh floor stairway in
order to locate asbestos on the walls when the suffix
collapsed and hit a worker on the head. The worker was
wearing a hard hat. The worker was taken to Bellevue
Hospital in stable and alert condition, and was speaking.
There was no site specific orientation for the operation,
and there was no asbestos assessment report provided
in the construction documents for the location in the
stairway.

The New York City Fire
Department (FDNY) responded and the worker was
transported to a hospital. Three ECB Violations were
issued: one violation for a failure to safeguard, one
violation for the absence of design drawings for the
ramp, and one violation for the failure to provide a
scaffold training certificate. A partial Stop Work Order
(PSWO) was issued for the use of scissor lifts and the
use of a ramp. A Means and Methods and design
drawings for the ramp must be provided.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker on the second
floor was on a baker scaffold performing painting work.
The worker tried to move the baker scaffold while he was
on it, and the scaffold tipped over. The worker fell off of
the scaffold, and the worker's head hit the concrete floor.
The worker was conscious and alert and was
transported to Methodist Hospital by an ambulance.
There was no After Hour Variance to allow work to take
place after hours under the permitted job application for
the site. An Aggravated Level 2 ECB Violation was
issued for a failure to safeguard. A full Stop Work Order

"A"-Frame to move sheetrock when the "A"-Frame
tipped over and the sheetrock fell on the worker's foot.

Three ECB Violations were issued: one
violation for a failure to safeguard all persons and
property affected by the construction operation, one
violation for riding on a manually propelled free standing
scaffold while it was being moved, and one violation for
the failure to produce a scaffold training certificate card.
A partial Stop Work Order (PSWO) was issued for the
use of supported baker scaffolds. Three DOB Violations
were also issued. Training and safety measures must be
provided.

The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker got his
fingernail caught while moving a dolly. The worker went
to an urgent care center.

A DOB inspector reported that there were workers using
the fire stairs of the adjacent property to gain access into
the construction site. The drop ladder of the fire escape
was lowered on top of the metal garbage bin of the
adjacent building. An employee from a maintenance
company was attempting to remove garbage from the
garbage bin, and, because the drop ladder had been
lowered on top of the bin, the ladder was preventing the
lid from staying open. The maintenance worker leaned
into the bin, and the steel lid fell onto the maintenance
worker's head.

The General Contractor is to
provide a Means and Methods for the safe operation of
the job, and is to maintain that the fire escape is free
from obstructions.

The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was
hooking up a data wire to a desk unit when he was

shocked by the live wire. The worker went with a co-
worker to a medical facility that was near the job site.

A DOB inspector reported that there were workers lining
up steel beams that were going to be erected by a crane.
When one of the beams was lifted by the crane's choker,
control of the beam was lost, and the flange/gusset plate
of the beam struck a worker's foot. The struck worker
suffered injuries to his right leg and was taken to Good
Samaritan Hospital in a conscious state. The beam was
rigged improperly by the injured worker. The crane
operator was not aware of the presence of the
flange/gusset plate, and the presence of the
flange/gusset plate was not communicated to him during
the operation. The riggers at the site's sixteen-hour
minimum cards could not be verified on site. The lift
director that was listed on the permits was not the same
lift director disclosed on site. An ECB Violation was
issued for a failure to safeguard, as there were no safety
measures provided for steel erections. A partial Stop
Work Order (PSWO) was issued for all steel erections. A
DOB Violation was also issued. The General Contractor
is to provide a Means and Methods for the safe operation
of the job.

The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was
using a hammer to hit concrete when a piece of concrete
hit him on the arm. The worker suffered a small injury to
his arm. An ambulance was called, and the ambulance
took the worker to a hospital.

A DOB inspector reported that an electrician was leaning
forward while installing PVC pipes in an electrical box on
the sixth floor. When the electrician tried to stand up, he
suffered a cramped back muscle and could not stand
up. The electrician was taken to a hospital by an
ambulance. It was determined that this incident occurred
as the result of a worker's error. No enforcement action
related to the incident was deemed necessary. However,
four ECB Violations were issued for hazardous
conditions that were unrelated to the incident.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker was offloading
steel members for the erection of a sidewalk shed at
exposure one in the roadway when a junior beam for the
sidewalk shed that was 4" X 6" X 6' came loose and hit
the worker on his head. An ambulance was called, and
the worker was taken to a nearby hospital by an
ambulance in bleeding and stable condition. The worker
succumbed to his injuries. A DOB Violation was issued
for a failure to safeguard all persons and properties. A full
Stop Work Order (FSWO) was also issued. There were
many hazardous conditions present at the job. These
conditions will be addressed by issuing the appropriate
ECB Violations pending investigation.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker from a sub-
contractor at the site was at a level that was
approximately eight feet in height and was removing
beams for overhead protection in the lobby area. One of
the beams had already been dismantled by the worker's
foreman. The worker was not aware of the loose
member and stepped onto it. The worker lost his
balance, fell onto the escalator, and then rolled to the
floor. The worker suffered injuries to his right arm, left
leg, and back, and was transported to a hospital by an
ambulance in stable condition. Seven total ECB
Violations were issued, including five total violations to
the General Contractor and two violations to the sub-
contractor. The five violations issued to the General
Contractor include: one violation for the absence of
safety measures for an elevated operation during
dismantling, one violation for the absence of an approved
design drawing for the platform, one violation for the
failure to provide a notification, one violation for the
performance of work that was contrary to the variance
permit, and one violation for the absence of an Occupant
Protection Plan. The two violations issued to the sub-
contractor include one violation to the sub-contractor for
the absence of safety measures for an elevated
operation during dismantling and one violation for the
performance of after-hours work without an after-hours
variance permit. A full Stop Work Order (FSWO) and
seven DOB Violations were also issued.

A DOB inspector reported that a worker was using a ECB Violation
circular saw to rip shims of wood when his finger was cut
from the finger tip to the first knuckle. The worker was
transported to a hospital by an ambulance. The worker
did not use a straight edge or another type of precaution
to prevent the blade from jumping, which was contrary to
the manufacturer's specifications. A safety orientation
involving circular saws was conducted on August 14,
2019, but not all of the employees at the site were
present. The Site Safety Manager was unable to
produce a tangible sign-in sheet with the signatures of
the attendees. The safety orientation that was held was
missing information involving manufacturer's
specifications, such as the securing of material while
cutting. Two ECB Violations were issued: one violation
for the use of a circular saw contrary to the
manufacturer's specifications, and one violation for the
failure to provide a tangible attendance log for the safety
orientation, as well as for the failure to provide required
information during the safety orientation. A partial Stop
Work Order (PSWO) was issued to stop the use of hand
held power saws.
