1 A DOB inspector reported that workers at apartment
number B42 were lowering a piece of plywood that was
approximately 2' X 5' from the fourth floor fire escape to
the ground using a heavy thick rope in front of the
building. According to the Project Manager at the site
and a bystander, the plywood slipped off of the rope and
fell from the third floor level, striking a young girl on the
side of her head before landing on the ground. Marks
from the fallen wood can still be seen on the ground
where it landed. The injured young girl was transferred
to New York Presbyterian Hospital of Queens with
injuries to the side of her head. Three Aggravated Level
2 ECB Violations were issued for a failure to safeguard,
for work not conforming to plans, and for working without
a permit. 3 DOB Violations,and a full Stop Work Order
were also issued.

1 A DOB inspector reported that workers were using a lull
to unload window panels off of a truck. While the lull
was being taken into the building, one of the panels slid
off of the lull and hit a worker's ankle. An ambulance
took the worker to a hospital. An ECB Violation for a
failure to maintain safe operations and a partial Stop
Work Order were issued or all deliveries and material
handiing. The General Contractor is to provide a Means
and Methods.

1 The Site Safety Manage reported that a worker was.
working in a building when a couple of pieces of
sheetrock fell over and onto his leg. An ambulance was
called to the site.

1 A DOB inspector reported that a tower crane was
engaged with loading a four foot piece of scaffolding
material on top of a trailer within the job site. After the
load was lowered into place, a worker began unhooking
the rigging gear so that the crane could proceed with the
next lft. The gear was detached from the load and the
crane hoisted up to clear the trailer and the loaded
scaffolding when, ubeknownst to the worker, the rigging
gear snagged the corner of the load that had just
landed, which caused the load to flip over the side of the
trailer and bring the worker down, injuring him in the
process. The worker was found bleeding, but conscious,
and was taken to a hospital by ambulance. The injuries
that the worker sustained are suspected to be non-life
threatening. Three ECB Violations and a partial Stop
Work Order were issued.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker got dust
in his eye. The worker went to a hospital for treatment.

0 A DOB inspector reported that heavy gauge 2 X 10
ceiling joists were delivered and placed on top of the
Concrete Masonry Unit (CMU) exterior walls of the sixth
floor when a worker removed a band that held the
ceiling joists together, which lead to the joists collapsing
and knocking the worker off of the scaffold to the
ground. The joists landed on top of the worker as well.
The worker was found dead on arrival. A DOB Violation
and a full Stop Work Order were issued.

1 A DOB inspector reported that a panel of plywood that
was about 8 X 4' fell from the parapet of a sidewalk
shed and struck two pedestrians. One of the pedestrians
suffered an injury in the shoulder area. The injured
pedestrian was seen by the on-site medic, but denied
further medical attention and left the scene. An
Aggravated Level 2 ECB Violation was issued for a
failure to safeguard public and property affected by
construction operations. A second ECB Violation was
also issued for a failure to maintain an inspection log for
the sidewalk shed. A partial Stop Work Order was also
issued. The sidewalk shed company was sent to the site
for repair work.

aramp swung and lacerated his right hand. The on-site
medic put a band aid on the cut. An ambulance took the
worker to a hospital.

1 A DOB Inspector reported that an electrical worker at
the cellar level was on a twelve foot ladder installing
electrical work on the ceiling when he fell approximately
six to seven feet.

was working inside an elevator shaft on a man basket
when an object fell from above and struck and cut the
worker's arm.

2 A DOB inspector reported that a Jekko crane machine
on the fourth floor was in the process of placing a
curtain wall panel on the third floor when the machine
fell from the fourth floor and two connectors also fell
from the third floor. One worker fell from the third floor to
the street and suffered a critical injury, and a second
worker that was on the third floor was struck by crane
components and suffered a non-ife threatening back
injury. Both injured workers were taken to a hospital.
The inspector reported that the injured workers were not
tied off and that the operation was not permitted, as
there were no valid permits, plans, or rigging
certifications present.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a window
installer was taking suction cups off of a window when
he pulled his back. An ambulance was called.

1 A DOB inspector reported that a worker was using a
concrete trowel machine when he came upon a floor
opening. The worker was using the machine close to the
exterior wall when he hit the wall, which caused the
machine to kick back towards the opening. Both the
worker and the machine fell approximately twelve feet
into the basement. The New York City Fire Department
removed the worker and EMS took the injured worker to
a hospital. Two ECB Violations were issued, including
one Aggravated Level 2 violation for a failure to
safeguard and a second violation for the failure to post a
project information panel.

coming down from the bulkhead to the roof on a ladder
while holding some objects. The worker missed a step
and fell on his knee on the third rung of the ladder. The
worker went home to see a doctor. It was not known
what the worker was holding as he was coming down
the ladder.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was.
stripping caulking from the windows on the cellar floor
with a box cutting knife when the knife slipped and
caused a cut to the worker's left arm. An ambulance
transported the worker to a hospital for treatment

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker claimed
to have fallen approximately six feet from a ladder.

1 A DOB inspector reported that there were contractors
performing stripping operations on the first floor when a
worker removed a reshore that was supporting a
temporary platiorm that was used to access a ladder
leading to the cellar.

1 A DOB inspector reported that there were two workers
that were moving a steel reshore when a collar slid and
hit a worker's hand. The worker suffered a cut to his
finger and went to an emergency center, where he
received two switches to his thumb.

The General Contractor is to provide a
Means and Methods for the safe operation of the job.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was.
making repairs to a cocoon System when he fell from the
sixteenth floor to the fifteenth floor and landed on
unprotected rebar. The worker suffered non life-
threatening injuries and was transported to a nearby
hospital. A DOB inspector responded to the incident and
reported that the worker fell through an eighteen inch
opening from Doka form work that was contrary to the
plan that was on site. Four ECB Violations were issued:
one Aggravated Level 2 violation for a failure to
safeguard, one violation for work being performed
contrary to the approved plan, one violation for the
absence of rebar caps, and one violation for the
absence of an fall arrest system. The General
Contractor will either conform to the plan or amend the
design shown on the plan. A partial Stop Work Order
(PSWO) was issued on all concrete work. Four DOB
Violations were also issued.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was on
the sidewalk shed performing demolition work when a
roll-down gate that was approximately seven hundred
pounds fell approximately six feet and rolled onto the
worker's shin and leg. The worker was found in stable
condition, but was not able to walk. The worker was
taken to a hospital by ambulance. A DOB inspector
responded to the incident and visited the site and issued
an ECB Violation for the performance of an unsafe
demolition operation. A partial Stop Work Order
(PSWO) was issued on all demolition operations and
material handling. A DOB Violation was also issued.
The General Contractor is to provide a Means and
Methods and a safety orentation.

2 A DOB inspector reported that on the twenty-first floor,
two workers were using a dolly to transport sheetrock
when the workers lost control and the sheetrock fell and
hit both of the workers. One of the workers suffered a
broken wrist, and the second worker injured his leg.
Both workers were transported to a hospital. An ECB
Violation was issued for a failure to maintain safe
operations. A partial Stop Work Order (PSWO) was
issued to stop all material handling, including deliveries.
The General Contractor is to provide a Means and
Methods for safe operations, along with a Tool Box Talk

0 1 A DOB inspector reported that a concrete worker was
stripping forms around the elevator shaft on the fifth
floor mezzanine level when the upper portion of form,
which was approximately seventy-five o one hundred
pounds, fell on the worker, causing injuries to the
worker's right shoulder, ribs, hip, and forearm.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that an iron worker
was using a magnetic drill undemeath a beam when he
lost contact with the beam and was hit on the chin. The
worker was found conscious and was transported to a
hospital by ambulance.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker injured
his back while picking up a bucket. The worker went to
see his own doctor for a follow up.

2 ADOB inspector reported that three workers were
performing window glazing work on a hung scaffold at
the thirty eighth floor of the south exposure when a
heavy gust of wind blew the 120 long working platform
of the rig to the east exposure. The workers broke a
window in order to leave the suspended scaffold and
safely enter the structure on the thirty eighth floor. Two
of the workers sustained minor injuries due to the
broken glass of the window and were taken to a
hospital. The working platform of the suspended
scaffold was at a vertical position at the thirty seventh
and thirty eighth floors at the east side elevation, and
the New York City Fire Department lashed and tied back
the platform and secured the platform safely. The
engineer that designed the scaffold system will respond
to determine how to safely bring the scaffold platform
back into the structure or onto the roof. The area below
the hanging scaffold is an exclusion zone that is
inaccessible to the public. An ECB Violation was issued
for a failure to safeguard. A partial Stop Work Order
(PSWO) was also issued on all exterior glazing work. A
DOB Violation was also issued. The entire scaffolding
system on the roof is to be inspected by the Engineer of
Record and must file a report regarding its use to the
Department Of Buildings.

1 A DOB inspector reported that a worker fell
approximately eighteen feet from a supported scaffold
and landed on a roof setback. The worker suffered
minor injuries and was taken to a local hospital. An ECB
Volation was issued for the presence of a supported
scaffold that does not meet code specifications. A partial
Stop Work Order (PSWO) was issued on chimney
repairs and on the use of a supported scaffold. The only
work that is allowed at the site is work to secure the site.

1 The Construction Superintendent reported that a worker
was climbing a ladder from the second floor to the third
floor when he slipped and fell approximately seven feet.
The worker claimed to be experiencing pain in his
shoulder. An ambulance was called. This injury occurred
as the result of a worker error.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker stepped
on rebar and was struck in the nose by the rebar. The
worker went for treatment at an off-site medical facility.

1 A DOB inspector reported that during the dismantaling
and loading of a sidewalk shed part, one of the
temporary platforms that was being used was pulled
over and the platform fell on a worker's hand. The
worker was taken to a City M.D. An ECB Violation for a
failure to safeguard all persons and property was issued

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker got his
finger pinched between rebar and metal shore. The
worker went to a City M.D.

1 A DOB inspector reported that a delivery of rebar from a
boom truck was in progress when a load of rebar was
dropped on the wooden horse of the third floor deck.
The wooden horse tilted and the load of rebar fell onto a
worker. The worker suffered injuries to his shoulder and
leg and was taken to a hospital by ambulance. 10 total
ECB Violations were issued: one violation for a failure to
safeguard persons and property, as the worker was
injured due to unsafe material handling, one violation for
the failure to conduct a pre-task orientation before a
hazardous activity, one violation for the absence of an
installed sidewalk shed, one violation for the absence of
overhead protection at the entrance, one violation for
the presence of poor housekeeping, one violation for the
absence of a design drawing for the platform over an
elevator shaft, one violation for the absence of a toe
board, one violation for the failure to maintain the fence
as per code, and one violation for the inadequacy of the
Construction Superintendent at the site to perform their
duties. The General Contractor is to provide a Means
and Methods, as well as a Worker Orientation, for the
safe operation of the job.

1 ADOB inspector reported that a sidewalk shed was
being dismantled when a three foot threaded rod fell
through a crack in the sidewalk shed and hit a
pedestrian. The pedestrian suffered a laceration to the
top of her head and her shoulder and was taken to a
hospital. Three ECB Violations were issued: one
violation to the General Contractor for a failure to
safeguard, one violation to the scaffold company for a
failure to safeguard, and one violation to the General
Contractor for the absence of an approved design
drawing. A partial Stop Work Order (PSWO) on the use
of a sidewalk shed was issued. It was recommended
that the scaffold should not be used or removed and that
aMeans and Methods must be provided in order to
prevent a future incident of this nature from occurring in
the future.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a pedestrian
passed flaggers during a temporary sidewalk closure
and tripped in front of the site. The pedestrian suffered a
minor foot injury and was treated by the on-site medic.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that two electricians
were pulling wires for temporary lighting when one of the
workers' hands slipped over the wire and his elbow hit
the wall, causing swelling to his elbow. The worker was
sent to a doctor for a check up.

1 A DOB inspector reported that during a stripping
operation of concrete form work, a worker entered the
stripping zone and bent down to pick up a piece of
material when a panel of formwork was lowered from a
twenty-foot high ceiling. The panel of formwork hit the
worker above his eye. The worker suffered a cut and
swelling on his cheek and was taken to a hospital. Four
ECB Violations were issued: one violation for a failure to
maintain safety measures, as the worker was injured
during a stripping operation that did not have a
Controlled Access Zone (CAZ), one violation for the
absence of overhead protection for egress of the
adjacent property on exposure three, one violation for
the use of a workhorse with a counter weight that was
not shown on the Site Safety Plan, and one violation for
the presence of an unlawful sign on the sidewalk shed.

The General
Contractor is to provide a Means and Methods for the
safe operation of the job, inlcuding a Worker's
Orientation and a Controlled Access Zone.

carrying a bag of grout mixer when he pulled a muscle in
his shoulder. The worker walked to a City M.D. to be
examined as a precaution. The worker was expected to
return to work.

1 The Construction Superintendent reported that a mason
was walking when he bruised his shin on a block. The
mason suffered a minor injury and went to an off-site
medical facility for treatment.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was.
using a grinder to cut pipe when the grinder kicked back
and cut the worker's wrist. The worker suffered a small
laceration. An ambulance was called.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was.
stacking forms when he suffered a back injury. The
worker walked to a nearby City M.D.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was.
installing column clamps on a formwork when he
attempted to hit a pin with a hammer. The worker did not
hit the pin directly, and the hammer slipped and hit the
worker's right knee. The worker walked to urgent care.

The worker was transported to a hospital by
ambulance. The worker was released after treatment.

1 A DOB inspector reported that a flag man was on the
sidewalk between two concrete planters that were
across the street from the job site when a concrete truck
that was parked in the parking lane was waiting to pull
into the work area. The driver of the concrete truck
began to back up when the flag man stepped into the
street to direct the delivery. The flag man was struck by
the truck and fell, and the concrete truck ran over the
worker's legs. There were three flag man on each side
of the site at the time of the incident. The worker was
transported to Bellevue Hospital. The worker's condition
was not known at the time of inspection. The work at the
site was being performed under an after-hours variance.
No enforcement action was deemed necessary at the
time of inspection.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was.
moving duct work when a piece of duct work cut into his
hand. The worker went to an urgent care center.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was on
aman lift by himself when he went up and hit his head.
The worker was taken to a hospital by ambulance. The
worker was okay and was responsive. A DOB inspector
responded to the incident and issued three ECB
Violations: one violation for the failure to provide safety
measures for man lift operations, one violation for there
being no log book for the manufactuer's specifications,
and one violation for the presence of an inadequate
Controlled Access Zone. A partial Stop Work Order
(PSWO) and three DOB Violations were also issued. A
Means and Methods for the safe operations of a man lift
must be provided.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that flag men were
directing traffic when an eldery man driving a vehicle
moved forward and hit a flagger. The flagger suffered a
back injury and went to a hospital. The New York City
Police Department was on the site to make reports, as
this was a vehicular accident.

0 A DOB inspector reported that there was a load of
prefabricated wood panels that were delivered by a
boom truck at the fourth floor of the site, near the edge
of the slab. The prefabricated wood panels were about
8-6" X 96" in size. The workers were using a forklift to
move the panels toward the center of the slab. The
weather conditions were windy on this day. A panel that
was about 16' X 10 was placed on a forkift in a vertical
position while another worker was walking by, and the
workers that were using the forkift lost control, which
caused the forklift and the panel to fall down and crush
the worker that was walking by. The injured worker was
taken to a hospital, where he succumbed to his injuries.
The workers overloaded the forkiift, which caused the:
forklift and wood panel to fall. A DOB Violation was
issued for a failure to safeguard. A full Stop Work Order
(FSWO) was issued for the entire site.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was.
climbing a ladder with materials in hand when he lost his
balance and fell approximately five feet onto his back.
The worker was found conscious and was taken to a
hospital by ambulance for further evaluation.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that an emergency
sidewalk shed was being taken down when a worker hit
a piece of concrete with a hammer and a small particle
fell into the worker's eye. The worker went to a hospital
to receive a check up.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was not
paying attention when the worker stepped on a piece of
waterproofing sheet and suffered a twisted ankle. The
worker was transported to a hospital by ambulance for a
check up.

1 A DOB inspector reported that there was equipment on
atruck that was being prepared to be hoisted by a crane
when a worker got his finger caught in a choke/sling that
was being used to secure the equipment. The worker
went to a clinic on his own. An ECB Violation and a
DOB Violation were issued for the failure to perform a
pre-task safety meeting. A partial Stop Work Order
(PSWO) was issued for material handling and picking
operations.

1 The Construction Superintendent reported that a window
installer cut his pinky by glass. The worker was taken to
ahospital by ambulance. The worker received a few
stitches and then returned to work.

1 A DOB inspector reported that the job site fence
collapsed and struck a pedestrian that was passing by
the site. The Site Safety Coordinator stated that the
fence collapsed due to heavy winds. An ECB Violation
was issued for a failure to maintain safety measures at
the site. A full Stop Work Order (FSWO) and a DOB
Violation were also issued.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker felt pain
in his arm while working with a hammer. The worker
went to a City M.D.

1 A DOB inspector reported that the fence gate dislodged
from the fence post and struck a pedestrian. The job ste
fence was not constructed as per the approved design
drawings at the site. An ECB Violation was issued for a
failure to safeguard the public. A partial Stop Work
Order (PSWO) and a DOB Violation were also issued.

1 A DOB inspector reported that a worker was using a
Iadder to go up from the twenty-fourth floor to the twenty-
fifth floor. The ladder was installed on a Doka form
works system on the elevator shaft. The ladder was
narrow and there was a rib beam above the opening
where the ladder enters the upper floor. The worker's
head hit the beam, he suffered a neck cramp, and fell
three steps from the ladder. The worker was found
conscious, but was suffering from back pain and a stiff
neck and was taken to a hospital. The ladder was found
to be narrow and inadequate. Four ECB Violations were
issued: one violation for the failure to safeguard persons
and property, as a worker was injured due to an
improperly placed ladder, one violation for a failure to
maintain egress, one violation for the failure to securely
install horizontal netting, as the nets were tied to
formwork reshores, and one violation for the presence of
poor housekeeping. A partial Stop Work Order (PSWO)
was also issued. The General Contractor is to provide a
Means and Methods for the safe operation of the job
and to maintain adequate egress.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was.
mixing mortar when his finger got cut in the mixer. The
worker was found conscious and was taken to a hospital
by ambulance to receive stitches.

1 The Site Safety Manager reported that a worker was
pulling netting when he felt pain in his right shoulder.
The worker got an ice pack and then went to a City M.D.
to be further evaluated.

1 A DOB inspector reported that the foreman of a stripping
operation was standing below while workers were
removing Doka formwork beams from above, and the
foreman was struck in the right shoulder by a falling
Doka beam. The foreman was taken by ambulance to a
hospital for further evaluation. Two ECB Violations were
issued: one violation for a failure to institute safety
measures, as a Means and Methods was not provided
for the stripping operations, and one violation for the
concrete contractor at the site being in possession of
expired worker's compensation and disability
insurance. Two partial Stop Work Orders (PSWO) and
two DOB Violations were issued. A Means and Methods
for stripping operations and valid insurance must be
provided.

1 ADOB engineer reported that at a three story building  ECB Violation

that featured a cellar, a one story extension, an
active demolition permit, the exposure three wall
between the third story section and the first story section
collapsed, and the impact resulted in the failure of the
exposure two brick wall. The wall collapsed into the
adjacent building (300 West 135 Street) and the
driveway to the parking lot. The sidewalk shed failed
under the load of the wall. A pedestrian motorcyclist
suffered minor injuries and was taken to a hospital. An
ECB Violation and a full Stop Work Order (FSWO) were
issued for the entire site for a failure to safeguard during
a demolition operation. The construction fence at
exposure one will be extended to enclose the adjacent
exposure two driveway at 300 West 135 Street. There is
asufficient safety zone at exposure one, and the New
York City Police Department will maintain a presence
until the fence is extended. Cracking was noted at the
junction of exposure one and two, and the condition was:
confirmed to have existed prior to the incident. This
cracking was identified as a potential area of concern
going forward. A partial Vacate Order is required for the
exposure four sideyard/driveway of the parking garage
of 300 West 135 Street. A partial Vacate Order is also
required for the rear yard and fire escapes of 448-490
St. Nicholas Avenue. The Department of Buildings will
mandate that New York City HPD (Housing Prevention
and Development) has a full time Professional Engineer
on the site for the duration of the demolition, and that
the Professional Engineer develops a revised Means
and Methods that will be submitted to DOB.
