The NYC Civilian Complaint Review Board is the nation’s largest
iIndependent oversight entity of the largest police force in the country.

The CCRB investigates, mediates, and prosecutes complaints of
misconduct against members of the NYPD.

The Agency is governed by a 15-member board with five seats
appointed by the Mayor, five appointed by the NYC City Council,
three designated by the Police Commissioner, one appointed by the
Public Advocate, and the Chair appointed jointly by the Mayor and
City Council.
