PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO HISTORIC PROGRAMMATIC AGREEMENT FOR 
DEMOLITION ACTIVITIES 

TO ALL INTERESTED AGENCIES, COMMUNITY BOARDS, GROUPS AND PERSONS: 

The New York City (NYC) Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD) uses 
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and CDBG – Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) 
funds (collectively “CD” funds) to conduct demolition activities citywide. Certain activities 
under the Demolition Program may constitute an undertaking subject to review under Section 
106 of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) and its implementing regulations (36 CFR 
Part 800). The NYC Office of Management and Budget (OMB), as the Responsible Entity for 
environmental reviews undertaken with CD funds, HPD, and all other signatories and invited 
signatories, propose to amend an existing Programmatic Agreement (PA) for demolition 
activities that was executed in 2016.
