The New York City Charter Revision Commission 2019 will hold an issues forum open to the 
public at 6:00 p.m. on Monday, March 25, 2019.  The meeting will be held at City Hall in the 
Council Chambers, City Hall, New York, New York 10007.  This forum will include experts 
discussing city governance issues including the roles of the Borough Presidents; land use 
issues relating to the New York City Board of Standards and Appeals and the Landmarks 
Preservation Commission; and such other matters as may be necessary in the 
Commission’s review of recommendations and proposals for potential revisions to the New 
York City Charter. 

This meeting is open to the public. Because this is a public meeting and not a public hearing, 
the public will have the opportunity to observe the Commission’s discussions, but not testify 
before it.  There will be opportunities for testimony by members of the public at future public 
hearings of the Commission.
