The New York walers of the Hudson River are
an EPA designated No Discharge Area, where it is illegal
1o discharge any boat sewage from a holding tank or
portable toilet or use a direct discharge follel anywhere
in the river, from the Baltery to Troy Dam. All sewage must
be emptied at a pumpout station. If the walerbody is not
designated MDA, boaters can discharge trealed sewage
from a Type | ceType || USCG certified Marine Sanitation
Device. This practice is discouraged in all walers of the
NY-MJ Harbor Estuary, near shore waters, near shelfish
besds, and areas of high boat concentrations.

Environmental Facilities Corp. assists in implementation of Clean Marina Practices by administering Clean Vessel
Act Program reimbursement grants for 75% OF COSTS UP TO $35,000 per project that directly relate to renovation,
construction and replacement (maintenance coming soon) of pumpout facilities that benefit recreational boaters.
