The goal of this project is to conduct early
outreach to high school students so that they
are supported in the post-secondary school
application process. DHS streamlines access to
college preparation resources through partner-
ships with the Department of Education (DOE),
the City University of New York (CUNY), the State
University of New York (SUNY), the New York
Public Library (NYPL), among other community
partners.

QUICK TIPS

e Attend all DHS college prep workshops for
individualized attention and guidance.

e Ask your guidance counselor or college advisor
about college application fee waivers. Some
waivers are limited and are available on a first-
come, first-served basis. However, CUNY offers
fee waivers to all eligible low-income students,
which you can get from your college
counselors or college advisors.

e Start your college applications early. You will
need to have time to complete the application,
write essays (where applicable), and ask for
letters of recommendation.

¢ Compile necessary documents (such as tax
returns, budget letters) for the FASFA
application.

e Attend information sessions, college fairs, and

campus visits to learn more about the options
available.
